When the Giaette of last week
was issued from the press, it was,
as then stated, the general expece
tation, that the Yresilent would
arrive the next dav.  But on Wed.
nesday, about 1 o’clock, P. M, siz-
n.l zuns from Prespect hilly the
ringing of the bells. and i splay of
colours from the smippng 'n the
hur-our, anunouuced the approach
of the distinguished and highly rzs
pected Chief Ruler of thg MNation.

The President, with ba Ite,
was met by the Gommitte ‘o&r-
rangements; when, being es @
by the first Company of Lignt Ar.
tillery, commanded by C.pt. Den-
nis, and respectfully followed by
long procession of citizens, thev
passed down State-street and Bank-
street, to the house of Mr, P 1.
T'aber, where arrangements had
been made for his accommodation;
the: citizens, under direction of the
Marshals, forming two lines, be-
tween which, preceded by the mili-
tary, he passed to hislolginzs. The
President thenreceived the custom-
ary salutes of the military, and was
cheered by the grateful smilesolthe
people.  Salutes were fired from the
Artillery, from the United States
vessels, and from Fort Trumbuil.

Soonafter, the Mayor, Aldermen,
and Common Council waited onthe
President, & presented an Address
in behalf of the city, to which he
reade a reply. The Court of Com-
mon Pleas, then in session, accom-
panied by the principal gentlemen
of the Bar, wuaited on him with
their congratf@®®ory respects. A

tapse of so many y=ars, Fort Gris-
wold, and che Hill on which it
stands, becomes again distinguished
in the annais of our country.—
There we behold the Nation’s
CHizr, —and at his side the hoary
Veteran,—who, on that spot, thirty-
seven years havins since passed,
stood as a Folualcer in defence of
his CountRY and his HoMEe; and,
after surrendering to a superior
force, was wounded and left for
dead.

Mr. Park Jvery, and his brother
Mr. Ebenexer Query, of Groton,
toth upwards ot scventy years ot
age, were among tne few survivors
present. Their scars were too:con-
spicuous to periiit them to escape
tne particular notice, and kind at-
tention of President MoNROR.—
Past scenes crounded on tus recol-
lection, and when, under the im-
putse of the moment, he laid his
hands on the traces of their wounds,
these venerable patrots realized
that their country blessed them,
while her Chief graterully noticed
the scars which bore honourable
testin@ny to their valour, and their
sutfcr&n her defence.

Atter inspecting the Fort, and
its very cdypinanding site, the Pre-
sident was received by the military
and citizens, who were paraded at
the gate, and waiting with great
order and decorura  He was then
escorted in the same order as be-
fere, to the house of Capt. Elijah
Baitey, where refreshments were
prepared.
