The President’s message had been
received at Buenos Ayres,and some
remarks made upon it in the papers,
They seem to attribute the non-re-
coznition of their independence by
the U. States to the impression
which had been made this side of
the tropics, respecting their party
dissentions. They expected that
their sovereignty would have been
acknowledged in consequence of the
favorable reports which they anti-
cipated trom the commissioners in
the Congress; but they did not ap-
pear to bear the disappointment in
an improper Mmanner.

Chili was by the last accounts
freed from the Royaiists. Sanchez,
who commanded there, after being
beaten at Santa Fe, had retired a.
mongst the Am-rican Indians, On
the 14-h Jan. Lord Cochran saited
from Valparaiso with his squidron,
ronsisting of the Maria Isabel. (the
frizate taken from the Spaniards,)
the San Martin, the Santero, and
the Cracabucos—supposed with the.
intention of touching at Arici, Gai-
lco, &c. and to capture or burn the
shipping at the latter piace, as they
had on board a large store ot rockets,
and provisions for four months. It
was thought this naval expedition
would give life and ascendancy to
the Patriots in Lima. Captain
Wooster, of the Lautaro, the real
hero of the late naval success in
Talcuhuana Bay had resigned.
Lord Cochran was fond of him, and
wished him to rema.n.  His place
was filied by capt. Grise, of the Bri-
tish navy, so that the marine of
Chili1s now wholly commanded by
Laglishmen, The DBritish frigate
Andromache, which was said to be
taking off from Lima about $5.000,
090, perhaps bound to Rio Janeiro,
it was suspected would be intercept-
ed by Lord Cochran, under the pre-
tence or doctriae that she was vio-
lating her neutral character.

Buenos Ayres, Murch 2.—The
state of this place 15 traly deplera-
ble—its trade is very much reduced
in consequence of tie communica-
tion with the intertor being cut off
by wandering liordes of Indians,
well armed and mounted, who tra-
verse the country, driving off the
cattle, and committing excesses that
shock humanity. All kinds of fo-
reign goods are nominal, and the
produce of the country extremely
“scarce and high, The credit of the
government is very much reduced,
1ts paper being at 50 per cent dis-
coant, ard daily getting lower. All
the regular troops kave been with
drawn from-this city to act aguinst
the Montoneros, or Indiauns, who
infest the interior, but they can-
not do any thing with them. Bein}}
well monated, they always avoid a
regalar attack. Itis said that the
Jdesertions have been very great
from the troops sent out from here,
The mititary duty of the city is now
performed by the civicos, or militia,
composed of the rative population,
and the free blacks, A mutiny took
place on the 31 uli, in one of these
regiments of blacks. It appears they
were ordered to assemble without
arms, when it was intended to pro.
poss ta them to join the regular ar-
my which was acting against the
Montoneros. They had a suspicivn
that some attempt of this kind was
to be made, and appeared with arms
and ammuration. To prevent a sur-
prise they had their centinels sta-
tioned at the cqrners cf the neigh-
boring strects. 0.\()1\ being harangu-
ed by their officers, requesting their
conseat-to march, some few cried
_out that they were willing, but the
majority declared tbey would not,
«fur God or man’, and behaved in a
very riotous and insulting mannen
They finally dispersed of their own
accerd, firingtheir muskets off along

The Curiaso sui:l remains herc;

Considerable apprehension is en-
tertained here of the coming of the
Cadiz Armida, Should it come out,
Mcrte Viedo will no doubt be g v-
en up by the Porwguese, and then
this river can bz effectually blockad-
ed.
