Witli these facts before us, wé must
watch the enemy, at the season of his arri-
“wal, give him no entrance, but keep him at
bay for a few weeks, till his short race is
run  We know of no better remedy than
that of covering the nostrils ofthe sheep
with a list of zauzy substance through
which the animal cun breathe, and k-e
ping it in its place by some adhssive sub-
stance ‘I'his 1s the only method that has
sugyested itself upon considering the case,
and ifit can possibly be done, it is recom-
ded to pract cal men, as the only plausible
remedy—DMechanic’s Gazette.

A FREVENTIVE.

We have been assured by a friend, who has
had much experience with regard to the
management of sheep, that the following is
an infallibie preventive of the attacks of the
intect above mentioned, viz: smear the
no-trils, ot the sheep with tar:apply it be-
fore tive flv makes its appearance, and con-
tinuetheapplication tillits departure [t will
be safest to begin to use the remedy about
the first of August and continue its use till
the last o' September, The tar should be
applied two or three times a week or often
enough to keep the nose continually black.
ed with the substance. The tar wiil prove
useful not only as an antidote against the
troublesome and dangerous insect above
described, but is an excellent remedy
against cough, rot, and consumption of
thelungs. It promotes and confirms the
health of the animal, and would be usetul
in a high degree even 1f the @strus ovis
were not in existence.
