SYMPATHETIC INK.

The following application of a
modern chemical discovery, has
never before been communicated to
the publi-, and affords a sympathe-
tic ink very far superior to any, as
yet in use.

So permanent are -
the traces left by the starch that
they cannot (when dry) be efficed
by Indian rubber, and in another
case aletter which had been carried
iu the pocket tor"a flortnight, had
the secret characters displayed at
once, by being very shghtly moist-
ened with the abovemecntioned pro-
paration.
