The Indians are not the only persons who
excite interest in the northwest —Among
the many rude adventurers drawn into that
country by loveofexcitementandimpaticnce
of restraint, there are sorite possessed of qua-
lities that in other situations would cornmand
respect, and perhaps adiniration. But these
qualitics arc lust to the world. It has often
been observed, that.men most exposed to
hardships, danger and privation, by the na-
ture of their employments, as, for example,
soldicrs and sailors, . are more attached to
their occapations than those of niore tranquil
habn.s. No where'is this more forcibly ex-
emplified than by the persons actively en-]
goged in the Tndian trade. Opce fairly drawn
in, they are seldom known to leave it.. A
~ery short residence among the aborigines
leafns them to despise the refinement and
artificial wants'of civilized society, and spurn
the restraints legally-and conventianally es-
lablished to bind men to each other. The

and ¥family of half breed children complete
