FROM ENGLAND.

By the pachet ship Britiannia, Capt. Mar
<hally at New York from Liverpool, the edi
tors of the Commercial Advertiser have re-
ceived Londou papers to the 1st of October,
and Laverpool of the 2d.

‘The London Morning Chronicle of the 1st
October, contaius the falivwing {mportaut
paragraph:

The revolt is now general throughout the
whole of Beizium.  The troops of the King
amounted only to 41,000 at the beginning,
and of these the far greater purt st be Bel-
zians.  But were the army thrvice what it is,
it is quite impossible for it to make liead a-
gainst a whole population in a state of revolt.
According to the accounts from Rotterdam,
received last night, the troops retiving from
Brussels on Autwerp, Tor reinfuorcements,
had been falien upon by the peoples who mnas-
sacred the wdvance guand.  Aatwerp is sta-
ted to have rvisen, and Gheut is probably by
thistinre in tie possession of tie Belgiun forces.
Fiie King can f\ave nothing to oppose this
torrent.  ff hie succee!s in gettinz the Dutch
portion of lus troaps safe back to Holland, he
may esteem himself so far DHrtunate.  As for
the Helgians, they will, ungestionably, join
the Nationat Standard.

‘Tae news froin Antwerp and Amsterdam
was to the 29th September inclusive.

‘The rejoicings among the people were ge-
neral; but, under the expectation that fresh
reinforcemnent would be sent against Brussels,
tile most active preparations continuved to be
made by the iohabitants for a defence. If
we are to credit the accounts from Antwerp,
the King. who had been much indisposed, had
refused three times to sign the order for the
whole power of the artillery to be directed a-
gainst Brussels, by which so many lives would
be lust, and o much property destroyed; sce-
ing, however, that such a inéasure was indjs-
pensable, it is eaid he had overcome his scru-
ples, and that before the advices left Ant-
werp, the artillery, with a large bady of
troops, were leaving the place on thuir way
to Drussels, to re-commence the attack.—
Another account from Antwerp, written in
great haste, as the mail was about to be sent
off. says, that the nilitary there had refused
to act against the Bruxelliois, According to
a Proclamation, issued by order of Prince Fre-
denick, after the retreat, and dated from Ilead
Quurters, the troops under his commaand
might have retuined possession of Prussels
from the moment they entered, if he had
brought the whole powec of the artillery a-
gainst it.

There wasa reportin London, on the A'ten-
ing of the 30th, that an Arimnistice, to last
for three days, had been agreed upon by the
contending parties at Brussels. Although
something oll):his sort is noticed i one or
two of the private communications from Ant-
werp, had it been true, so important a faot
wust have transpired from a variety of other
quarters.

Some of the accounts estimate the whole
number of killed and wounded in the tumult
at Brussels at upwards of 7000.  They con-
cur in representing the Dutch troopa as guil-
ty of the greatest excesses. Amonz other
instances, it is stated, that after kilﬂng an
Engzlish woman, they bore her infant on a
bayonet through their ranks.

At Liege, the populace are complete mas-
ters.  ‘The Governor, Mr. Sandberg, had
fied, and a Provincial commission bad been
appointed for the maintenance of order.

At Malisnes, attempts had been made to
cxcite the people to revolt, and ta disarm the
troops, who kept under arms day and night.
Great riots had taken place at Tirlemart, and
the Bargomaster, it was reported, had bLeen
murdered.

In Brussels even women and children as-
sisted the people, the formerb throwingstones
the latter by cutting the girths of the cavalry.

Germany.—8ymptoms of agittion have be-
8un tv manifest themselves in Hanover.

At Brunswick, 67 agitators had been arrest-
ed, and tranquility was restored.

The London Morning Chronicle,—in allud-
ing to the statement that a joint note had
been sent to the French gavernment by the
Courts of Vienna, London, and Berlin, in
which these pawers propose to station Prus-
sian garrisons in the frontier towns of the
Netherlands,—says:—'It cannot be that the
Great Powers g’l{bo 80 foolish. If_ they so

‘There is no news of any moment from Rus-
sia. A letter fram St. Petersburgh mentions
that cholera morbus was prevailing to a most
lamentable extent in sume of the southern
cantons. ‘There does not appear to have been
any foundation for the Frankfort letter wri-
ter’s story of an insurrection in St. Peters-
burgh. The rumour prubably grew out of the
discontented proceedings in Frankfort.

To England noeventof interesthad occurred.
The following extract of a letter from a gen-
tleman in London, dated Sept. 30th, gives a
brief and probably correct view of the state of
feeling in that metropolis with respect ta the
events now acting or anticipated on the con-
tinent of Europe. - t

*I’here is an cud to the union between Hol-
land and Belgium. We are now to see what
step Prussia will take. If she interferes to
support the King, the French, however, loth
the government may be, will most assuredly
take part with the Belgians. Public opinion
in this country, as you are aware, was decid-
edly in favour of the change of government
in France: but it is equally certain that it _is
as much opposed to the late events at Brus-
sels. A few days will decide whether we are
to have a war in Kurope this year: that we
shall have one Lefuie the next is passed is, I
think, pretty clear.’

LONDON, Oct. 1.—On Wednesday, the
Duke of Weilington gave a grand dinner to
Prince Tulleyrand.

A private letter from Paris. says—+To-day
every one is talking of a war with Prussia! Is
the King of Prussia, then, weak enough toat-
tack Belgium whe~ Berliu is in revolt, and the
Rhenish provinces in insurrection? Louis
Philip, King of the French, desires peace,
yet the first Prussian S)ldier who enters Bel-
zium will render a war with France not mere-
ly certain but indispensable.
