His age, his noble ex-
ertions in the cause of his country, and his elo-
quence, which, when addressed to a popular au-
dience, was almost invariably triumphant, all
contributed to add authority to the cause which
he advocated, and-to ¢reate in the breasts of his
political opponents strong apprehensions of al.
arm. Under theso oircumstances, which might
have well intimidated the most cxperienced pub-
lic debater of the age, John Randolph, then a
youth, unknown to the people, rose to make his
debut. The following incident, which we copy
from the dife of Dr. Rice,’ by Mr. Maxwell, and
