a war broke out between Ghonah and Bunktuk.
ku— the Sultan of Ghonah was defeated, and
Abu Bekr fell into the nands of the conquerors,
by whom he was madea slave. ‘I'he tieatment of
slavesin the hands of victors of their own colour
and country is more crucl, the passage perhaps
excepted, than any thing which usually tefals
them afterwards,

Abu passcd from the hands of his conquerors
to the possession of the Ashantees, and was sent
as a slave to Janica 1n 1807 or 1808, He
was there the property of three persons succes-
sively—the first of whom, a Mr. Donellan, gave
Jum his name, iSdward Doncllun.  Hisdescrip.
tion of his, carly life, his remarkable aequuir-
tance with the Koran, his knowledge of the
names of the most celebrated comrrentators on
that book, and the facility with which he wrote
Ambic, tHough net indced with remarkable
grammatical accuracy, are plain proofs of t.ho
superior civilization of the ncgroes cf tno in-
terior over those on the coast.

In his accounts kept for Mr. Anderson, we
have said that he wrote Arabic. This is not
stnctly the case—his accounts wero oxpre
in Negro-English, spelt in Arabic character—a

descniption of hieroglyphics which puzzled all

except the writer himself.  His nafrative, how.
ever, was written in the Ambic langddge.
Upon his arrival in London, Dr. Madden, his
friend, who had preceded him, procured inm an
introdaction to Mr. Duvidson, an cnterprising
African traveller. Mr. Davidson found in h'm
a faithful, intelligent interpreter, and affection.
ate friend. [t gives us great regret to state that
Mr. Davidson fell a martyr to his dev.tion to
discovery. Intelligence, ton surely confirmed
was communicated to the Rogal Gceographical
Saciety in March last, that he was shot by the
natives within twenty-s~ven days of To:nbuctoo.

No certain account of the fate of Abu Bekr was
recerved, but the hope amounted almost to a
certninty that he proceded to Tombuctoo with
the caravan. .

So far have we dras=n upon the extracts we
have met from the proceedings of the society.
We do not know that any opinion was expres-
sed, respecting the future course of Abu Bekr,
but we canndt help thinking that a man so in.
telligent as lie is represented, if he is so power.
fully connected as Le claims to be, will bimsell
do something towards offecting the oljects of
the G, graphical Socicty, in giving to the civ.
lized world, some account of the interior of
Africa - He will at Jeast endeaveur to open o7
facilitate the cornmunication of the English with
his native city and country.—.N. Y. Sua.
