nuked feet, and exposcd on shore on a cold and
wet night for several hours. ‘The reports are
various as to the conduct of the plunderers in
relation to a considerable sum of enoncy on
board, and the lugzage of the passengers; some
churging that there was plunder, others denying
that the boarders cexhibited any feeling but that
of revenge, and a determinatidn to perform an
act of destruction.”

‘I'he passenger referred to says—

«We were somewhat roughly uscd.  One of
the men, who scemed to have some authority
over the rest. made use of the following expres.
sion, “Gentlemen, remember the Caroline,”—
\When the vessel was completely on fire the said
ruffians took to their boats three in number, and
rowcd towards the American shore, and we saw
or heard nothing more of them.”

ARREST OF PIRATES.
