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The death recemtly in London of San-
vel Plimsoll, popnlarly known as the!
“siailors friend,” rewmoved a man \\'lm}
earnet the gratitude of merchant sea-
men throwgly many acts ot kindness !
amd Justice, The most fuuwwus of Lils
labors for the sailor was the establish-

ment of the Pllmsoll Mark. The Plim-
soll mark may be found on 09 of every
100 merchantmen to-day. It is a clrcle,
crossed In the center by a borizontal
line. Before the law establisuing thls
lurd hine there were no restrictions on
private inerchant vessels as to the
amount of load, Owners were restrict-
ed only by their fears for the safety ot
their vessels, and wany a ship was so
overloaded, meeting heavy weather,
she sank with all on board, To correct
this evil Mr. Plimaoll bad worked out
by experienced ghip-loaders a system of
“abliles showing how many tons a vessel
of o certaln displacement could safely
carry, and by ag act of Parlinment this
rule was applied to every merchant
regsel under the British fiag, and- on
the outside of each vessel's Lull the
Plimsoll mark was painted. It did not
