When assessing federal grant funds received by state agencies, it is important to note total dollar figures, as well as yearly percentage changes and changes in the number of grant programs, to track performance and identify trends. The top four state agencies garnering the largest dollar federal grant funding in recent fiscal years remains the same: Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, Department of Human Resources, Department of Education, and Department of Transportation. This is due to the large dollar amounts associated with national “formula” grant programs to these agencies.  The ARRA money arrived through 17 different agencies, with a few agencies experiencing dramatic changes compared to past years.  It is important to note that the majority of ARRA grants were just additions of funds to current programs. This is the final year that ARRA funds will have a significant impact on the overall totals for some of our state agencies.  
While ARRA funds are slowing down, Maryland state agencies are currently receiving funds from 14 different Affordable Care Act (ACA/health care reform) grants.  This has resulted in significant increases for a small number of agencies, with DHMH leading the list as reflected in the chart below.
