A ACTfor, extending the time fob, colléBtion Of the unpaid
. State Tax diretled to be raifed in'thé yéar. One Tbo-
Jand Seven Hundred aid Bighty:fie: . - -

WHEREAS it appears; that thé inhabitants of
Suffex county, by the refufdl of the Colle€tor
appointed by law to collett thie laft yedr’s taxy and
the oniiffion of the Jufticés in the faid county t6 ap-
point another in his place, agreéably o the 4é& for
raifing Twenty-thrée Thonfand Six Hundréd: and Tweunts-
Jive Poutds for the fervice of the year One Thoufand Seven
Hundred and Eighly-fi, pafled at Dovét, the twenty-
fourth day of Juni laft, (4) had' it not inf their power,
however willing, todifcharge the faid tak. Awdwhere-
ds alfo many of the citizens of the ¢ountles of New=
Caftle and Keént; in the laft week of the colleftion of
the faid tdx, would have; and atually did offer to
difchiarge the fame, buc from the gréat number of citi-
zens then attending thérefpétive Colle&tors for fettle-
ment, many were prevented from the pajyment of théir
tax within the time limited by Jaw j:dnd this' General
Affembly being willing, for the eafe:df thie ptoplesto
extend the tithe for thé colle@tion of the faid tat; and
receiving the -indents in the :proportion’ mentioned
and expreffed iir the faid ad;, and to ‘give the fame
fummary modé to the faid Colletbrs' to' Collect ‘the
arrearages of fuch taxes, as they could ‘lave had un:
