The Most Singular Case of Circumstan-
tial Evidence on Record.

[ Itisonly within the present centary thet
1he luw bas required, in (sse of murder, the
Buding and idcutification of the victim. Pro-
'vious to that, if n mau dissppeared, and bis
absence could not be sccounted for, s persou
ito wlhom circumatantial evidescs pointed as
his probuble murderer could Le arrested and
hanged for the alleged crime. A most extra-
ordinary cnse, which occured during the war
iLetween England and France, at tbe beginaing
iof the present century, first called particular
altentios 1o the singular law, and was ulti-
mately the cause of its Leing replaced by the
statute ap if now stands, The story is sab-
stantiaily as fuliows:

Two l{hgli.hmtn, uucie and nephew, took
up their fuarters ata well-known ion io Ports-
mouth, dose to the pier  They were well re-
ceived by the landlord, for they Lad plenty of
Huwoaey iu their powsension.
