The law of nations 1s  unalterable. 1I:s
prirciples do not depend on circumitances. A
vnemy engaged in war can Jexercise vengeance
ujpun thofe who do not expectir ; but in this
cile, and withceut violating the rigid law, a
tatdd veciprocity muy take place ; buta neutral
vower, v hick lives 1n peace, cannot admit of,
nor acknowledge fuch a compertfation : it can
unly screen itlelt by its imrartiality and by its
treaties. Itis not pardonable for her torenounce
her rights in favor of any belligerent power.
The basu of her nghts 1s the umiverfal and
putlic law, before which all authority muit
vanish : 1t is neithera party nor a judge ; nor
do the treaties ‘give room to privileges and fa-
vors. All thele ftipulations constitute the per-
fcct law : they are mutual cbligations. ‘1 hat
would be a yery unnatural agreement which
anv ot the contracting parties might at plea-
fire 11 pprefs, lmeqht cr restram. In this
manner all treaties would in geMral become
impracticable, becaufe they would be uflelefs —
W hat becomes of equity, hdelity, and furety ?.
and how much more unjuft muft become opprea-
fion, when it fcts alide the intringement of sa-
cr=d duties, the advantazes of which Lave been
enjoyed, but only acknowledged as long as they
fuited felt intereft,

e~rved in all refpects ; and by thisrule alone
we ought to ro. The tricelored tlag was ac.
kriowledged im Denmark, at a period when it
was acknowledged every where else. Every
alterationin thits respect would be impossible,
without involving ourfelves in awar, or wjtl.
out dcﬁcrvin'r one.

' The admittance of privateers in Norway,
i1s a consequence of this reutrality, befcre
which all regard must wvanish.
