DEATH OF JUDGE MERRIOK.

William Matthew Merrick, Judge on the Su-
preme Bench of the District of Columbis, died
Monday evening 4th at his residence in Wash-
ington City, in the 71st year of his age. The
immediate canse of his death was heart failare,
alttough he had been in failing health for
some time. No man in Maryland, or in the
country, stood higher in integrity of character
than Judge Merrick. He was eminently fitted
to be a Judge, possessing thoso admirable guall-
ties, equal poise of judgment and fearlessness.
Thero was no expediency about him. He
valued his integrity higher than he did any-
thing like fame, and when he was removed
from his position during our civil strife as As
sociate Judge of the United States Circuit Court
of the District of Columbia, to which he had been
appointed by President Pierce, he could have
remainod in office had he have bowod his neck
to the yoke of sabserviency, but he would not.
Ho bas led a blameless lifo; puro in thought,
pure in deed, loving his fellow men, chorishing
the good will of his fellow citizens, especially
of Maryland, to whom he was bound by the
cloaest ties, and. at all times studyiog and de-
siring their utmaost prosperity. He laid down
the cares of office, with a conscionusness that
his duty had been earnestly and trathfully
performed. Maryland can ill afford to lose so
eminent a citizen and pure man.

Judge Merrick was born_in Charles county
on September 1st, 1818. He waa the son of the
late William D. Merrick, who was United
States Sonator from Maryland from 1838 to 1845.
He studied law, was admitted to the bar in
Baltimoro in 1839, settled at Frederick in 1844,
and was appointed Deputy Attorney Genoral
for that county in 1845, serving five years. He
removed to Washington in 1854, and was ap-

ointed Associate Judge of the United States
l())irouis Court of the District of Columbia by
President Plerce. He served in that Court
until its abolition by act of Congress in 1863,
when he roturned to Maryland, located a¢ Elli-
oott City, and resumed tbe practice of his pro-
fession. In 1867 he was appointed senjor Pro-
fessior of Law in Columbia Coilege, and was a
member of the Constitational Convention of
Marylaod in the same year, again representiog
Howard county. In 1870 he was elected to
the State Legislature and in 1872 was a mem-
})er gt Congress from the Fifth District of Mary

and.

On May 1st, 1885, he was appointed by Pres-
jdent Cleveland to be Associate Justice of the
Supreme Conrt of the District of Columbia to
succeed Judge Wylie

Judge Merrick had no children.

OUR BALTIMOBE LETTER.

Taking Steck—Religious Business—Some
Aspects of American Christianity—Mis-
stonary Statistics—Canen Taylor's “Great
Misstionary Fatlure”’—Expensive Converts
~Responsibility of Sectarianism—The Sa-
ored Seven in shanghai—An Experiment
in Japan-—Supernaturalites.

BALTIMORE, February 8th, 1889.

It scoms that at the close of an old yeanr
the beginning of & new one, the religionists
as weoll as other sorts of people, have a oustom
of taking an accuunt of stock, and making a0
exhibit of the amount of business transacted
in the departments which they engineer. Of
course, a systematic performance of thie na-
ture has its very obvious uses. It shows the
business man where to extend his operations
and in which direction he should retrunch
them. It assures him as to the capital that he
has in hand, and warns him against the mak-
ing of unwarrantable investments. Anditisas
the result of these stated investigations that
be feels himself authorized to pull down his
store-houses, and bulld greater; or perbaps to
remove to & back street, or to close up finally,
and so sink into the long catalogne of the
world's failures.

Some recent stock-taking in the matters of
religions agriculture, manufactures, and com-
merce, have revealed a state of affairs so sur-
prisingly unpropitious as to fill a great many
pious guru with grief and consternation. For
potwithstanding tho great growth which nu-

merous churches report it is asserted that ac-.

cordiag to statistics, at home as well as in for-
elgn lands, Protestantism notonly is not making
headway at converting the world, but is acta-
ally going backward ; notanything like keepin’
pace with the natural increase of population.’
And so it seems that at the close of the yoar
just past, there waa a general meeting of Pro-
testants, held in New York city, ‘‘to account
if possible, for the great falling away in its in-
finence and numbors” in that great metropolis
of our land.

Then the State Branch of the Evangelical
Alliance which met at Syracuse a few weeks ago,
had something to say about “the dangers that
now threaten American Christianity. Here it
seems to have been conceded that” not one-
fifth of the population of the United States
attend Protestant churches even once a week
and that not more than two-fifths enter
churches, Protestant or Catholic, as often as
once a Sunday. And an instance waacited of a
town with  population of 2,600, only 700 of
of whom ever enter the doors of either of the
four churches which it possesses. While in il-
lustration of the “ever growing numbers of
non-attending church people, floating off into
heathenism’ it was stated that ‘‘hundreds of
churches all through New England that were
once filled with devout worshippers are to-day
not half and in numerous cases not one-third,
full.” Mention was made, too, of one town
containing 20,000 people, “where by actual
count there are 5,000 who have po relations
either as memhers, or occasional hearers, with
any church, Protestant or Catholle.”

But this is not all of the startling develop-
ments which the piety business has to show
us. When wo come to examine the mis-
slonary flelds of labor some very remarkable
disclosures ave produced. It may be remem-
bered that about o year ago Canon Taylor, of
the Euglish Church, produced a sonsation by
his public arraignment of the missionary
methods of the day. Under the title of “The
Great Missionary Failure,” this same gentle-
man bas recently publishod, in The Fortnighty
Review, an article which falls like a dynamite
bomb, in the missionary camp. Of course,
there are those who tuke issue with the Canon,
on these questions ; but no one seems to have
refuted him successfully; and as he is a plous
man, and has been on the field himself, bis
statements deserve some consideration.

Canon Taylor's most important point is that
“qt its present rate of progress, Christianity
can never hope to ovortake heathenism, Es-
timating the excess of birth over deaths in
Asla and Africa as cleven million & year, and
the unnusl increase of Christians as sixty
thousand, it would take the missionary societies
183 years to overtake one year's increase in
the heathen population.”” And in awswer to
& complaint that missions do not succeed be-
cause the money spent upon them is jnsuf-
ficlent, the Canon suys: '

“It would rather seem that tho floods of
money which are poured out are the cause of
much of the weakness of the missions. It is
curious to note that the most costly missions
are frequently tho least successfal. . . It
is plain that the failare does not arise from »
piggardly expenditure. But there can be no
doubs that the vast sums of money, and the
still more precious lives of hosts of devoted
laborers, are thrown away in the prosecution of
bopeless enterprizses.” And he goes op to tell
of missious to Eyypt, Persia, Palestine, and
Arabia, where the Church Missionary Society
employs 119 agents, avd bas spent nearly twen-
ey-four thousand pounds in the | ast two years,
with net resulta of novhing. And he further
more characteries the collection of such
moneys, so employed, as “the crime of obtain-
jog money under false pretenses.”

Another authority says: “According to
official roports cited, the 424 agents of the
Church Missionary Bociety in Ceylon spent
a little more than $55,000 lust year in making
100 converts out of & population of nearly
three millions. Aud as there were 330 relapses
from Christianity the same year, this great ex-
penditure counted for less than nothing. The
same thing was truo in a measnre of China.
Egypt, Arabia, and Palestine. Moreover, the
converts which are made in these countries at
a cost of from $300 to $500 cach, in many
cases reflect no credit upon the religion whose
claims they acknowledge.”

And a8 an illostration of the degree of piety
to which these converts have attained the fol-
lowing statement is made: “Three years ago
in a nomiually Christian village (in Africa) &

uarrel broko oat, and not a few were killed.

he victors cooked and ate the bodies of the
slain. As a punishment the native pastor an-
nounced that they were suspended from Chris-
tian privileges.” And atill another witoess
testifien: “With & few very rare exceptions,
those native African pastors, teachers and cati-
chists whom I have mot, have been all, more
or lcss, bad men.”

All and suodry of which makes & rather
doleful showing for the prospects of the world’s
beatben, at home and abroad, both. It is
very casy, of course, to say that the case Is ex-
aggerated ; but even if it is there must be
something going wrong to serve as a founda-
tion for all this animadversion. We know,
only too well, that our home heathen are
not being managed in s satisfactory man.
per; for everybody who tries to deal with
them is obliged to realize the disconraging as-
pect of their case. And if with all our modern
civilized Christian machinery, we canno$ illu-
minate these darkened souls who have the
light shining in the very midst of them, it
is not unreasonable to sappose that there may
be even more dificulty in dealing with thoso
beings who have been soaking in darkness
through all the genturies.

But Cannon Taylor, and his fellow censors,
do not by any means attribute this failure of
action to any defect in Christianity ftself, It
is interesting to note the agent which they &o
bold responsiblo for the great wmissionary fall-
ure of this age. And upon this point, too, it
is to be noted, that those authorities are all
agreed. With one consent they agree in blam-
ing upon Christians themselves the failure of
Christianity to convert the world. Thua Canon
Taylor u{l that it is Sectarlanism, together
with a Jack of full consecration on the part
of the missionarics, that is responsible for the
failures. And Dr. Legge. himself & missionary
for 34 years, thioks “that we sball fail to make
converts 8o long as Christianity presents itself
infected with the bitter animosities of Chris-
tian sects.” Apnd Dr. Williumson, g0 long a
missionary in Shanghal,says: *'A potentcause
of barren effort is our hopeless divisions:
There is the Church of England with her
Thirty-nine Articles. . . thereare the Pres-
byterians with the Westminister Confession
. . . the Methodist with their elaborate or-
ganizations, the Congregationalists with their
form of government, the Lutheran Church
seeking to roproduce in China a fac-simile of
itsell. And so with other denominations. No
wondor the Chinese say to the missionaries,
“Agree among yourselves, and then we may
listen to yon.”

“Nor is this the worst aspect of our divi.
sions,” adds another writer, “Thove are three
branches of the Episcopal Church, nine differ-
ent Presbyterian sects, six Methodist, two Bap-
tiste, two Congregationalist, besides several
minor bodien. In Shanghsai alone, weare told
there are seven sets of foreign missionries
working seven different Cburches; seven ser-
mons every Sunday, seven sets of prayer-meet-
ings, seven sets of communion services, seven
sots of schools, two training agencles, seven
sets of buildings, seven sets of expenses, four
or five versions of the Bible, and seven differ-
ent hymn-books, at least. . We preach one
Word, one faith, ono baptism, snd then pro-
olaim in practice that we have a round dozen
of cach on band, with a few more to be sup-
plied on resonable notice.”

Still another authority says: ‘‘When the
Japanese Empire was thrown open to Ameri-
cap commorce, tho American churches were
zealvus to proselyte that country to their sev-
eral Confessions. The missionaries sent ont
found that their division would be an effectual
barrier to success, and agreed to conceal their
differences and work together for souls alone
simply presenting one God, and Christorucified
for sinners, until they should obtain a foot-
hold.” The narrator procesds to say that this
plan su ed very well, until, 1873, "“the
converts had becoms sufiiciently numerous io
warrant s division of the spoile” among the
different sects; in attempting whick perform-
ance the divisions between them were, of
coarse, betrayed to the natives.

And, then, itis said, an unexpected diffloulty
arose, for “these poor natives assembled and
drew up a petition setting forth the joy and

snd righteousness they had found in
Ehmt Jesus, objecting to being divided oon-

trary to the Word aud Spirit of God, aud

thelr own country, to return to Amerioa, and
leave the further evangelisation of Japan to
them.” It is farthermoare asserted that copies
of this petition were forwarded to the mimion-
ary Boards, who sent out agents to investigate
the _matter. One of whom reported that it
would be many years bafore these psaple could
ibe indootrinated into the mico distinotions
which divide Christendom.”

All of which makes very remarkable resd.
lnr, and a most perplexing protlpect for the
missionary business, as well. 15 s not in
the least pleasant to bave to face such & collec-
tion of discouraging facts ; when it would be
80 much easler and so delightful to observe
the ocsse through rose-colored glamses. Baut

it does not seem possible that they can ever be
meunded.

Included In thiis is the Stata taxes
and interest and the city's portion; also included
{n this is the 1st and 13th Distrioct special road tax.

We also examined the Bank Books of the Banks
of Deposit.and find that the cash balance of the
county subject to check at the Towson National
Bank on January 9th. 1889, was $33,069.84,

The cash balance as per bank book of the Man.
ufecturers’ National Bank of Baitymore oit January
12th, 1889, was $23 108.87, and at the National Ma-
rine Bank of Baltimore, January 12th, 1880, was
815000, and the balanco of that amount in the
hands of the Treasurer,
