Her Sensible and Unobtrusive Idea of
Social Propriety.

American women are a law unto themselves
in the fashion of drcas and of entertainment.
But the example of the mistress of the White
House, nevertheless, bas its influcnce in more
ways than ono. Mrs. Cleveland’s toilets have
been very minutely described. She has never
worn tho decollete gowns, though half the
women at the evening receptions have, and
some of their gowns have beenshockingly low.
The President’s wife, with her innate modesty,
wears the pointed, or square-neck, and pever
low, but simply rovealing the well ronnded
throat. From tho long glove totheshortsleeve
g finger’s length of the arm is exposed when her
gown has short sloeves. There can _be no af-
fectation, and but ono reason for Mrs., Cleve-
land not wearing the low-cut waist; and this
is her own feeling about baring her pretty
shoulders after tho manner of so many women.
It is not becanse sho is mistress of the White
House, either. Some of her predecessors,
women twice her years, wore the decollete
gown.

Sho does not talk temperance nor obtrude
her vievs on other people. But in a silent,
brave way her “light shines,” and has ever
since her wedding night, when the guests
pledged her health in wine and she lifted her
glass of water. She has not once gone through
the form of & wino glass at her plate, though
at the state dinners, av every other plate there
aro six glasses for as many different wines.—
ot one of the Cabinet familics giving the au-
nual round of dinnoers in honor of the Presi-
dent and his wife, give them without wines.—
I do not know of any Cabinet officer’s wife
who is a total abstainer from the use of wine.
It can be said of former Cabinets, but not I
believe, of the presont Cabinet., The luncheon
parties given by Mrs. Cleveland to ladies have
been without the wine glass, Neither Miss
Cleveland nor Mrs. Cleveland has ever served
wino or punch ai a luncheon. Bat in the
Cabinot circle, and at the very few other
houses where they huve beon guests of honor
at luncheon, wino has been the rule. At the
firat stato dinmer given to tho anlomatic
Corps after her mariinge, Mrs. Cleveland’s
cold water gave no oiffcnce to her foreign
guests. Oan the contrary many of them, in
taking it over afterward, commended her as a
woman of couragoand tact. They said shehad
the courage to drink her cold water, the soli-
tary example at the table. But her modest,
delicate manuner of doing it won general
respect and admiration. The influsuce of the
President’s wife in this direction may not be
widespread, but it is quite certain that it has
braced up more than one official family who
wero averso to the use of wines, but without
such example, would not have the courage to
ontertain on the cold water plan,

Cleveland, who was sacrificed by the profes-
sional politlcians of the State of New York for
doiag his duty.”
