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MONUMENT ropig XK CONFEDERATRE

.

The Confederate Societies in Maryland par-
ticipated on Friday, 24th ult., in the coremony
of the unveiling of » monument to the Con-
federate dead, erccted in Alexandris, Va. The
monument is of a most complete and appropri-
ate design, that of & private soldier of the Con-
foderate Army after the surrender. He is un-
armed, and is standing upright, with his arms
folded, one hand holding his old soft felt hat,
the other clutching the sleeve of his coat. The
head is bowed as if in meditation, and on the
strong face is an expression of great grief and
sorrow. The pedestal is of massive granite,
twelve feet high, the base consisting of three
steps, upon which rests the die, & block of

highly polished granite. Above this is the cor-
nice upon which the statue stands. On the
south side of the die is the inscription: “Erec-
ted to the memory of the Confederate dead of
Alexandria by their surviving comrades, May
24, 1889.” On the north side is the words :
“They died in the conscionsness of duty faith-
fully performed.” On the east and west sides
are the names who fell in battles.

The Society of the Army and Navy of the
Confederate States in Maryland, 175 men, &p-
peared in line, Gen. Bradley T. Johmnson in
command, assisted by Capts. Geo. W. Booth and
Winfield Petersand Mr. Jas. R. Wheeler. John
W. Chapman carried the old shot-torn flag of
the First Maryland Cavalry, and John A. Wal-
kor carried a silk battle flag of the old First
Maryland Infantry, which was prescnted to
them by the ladies of Frederick at the begin-
ning of the war.

'After a march through the principal streets
of the town the column balted at the moou-
ment, which is situated at Washington and
Prince streets, when the Rev. Geo. H. Norton
opened the ceremony with prayer. Capt.
Raleigh T. Daniel followed in an eloquent ad-
dress, delivering the monument on behalf of
the ladies to the R. E. Lee Camp of Confederate
Veterana of Alexandria, Va. Then followipg
the unveiling of the monument by Miss Yir-
ginia Beverly Corse, daughter of General M. D.
Corse, of Virginia. Gen. Fitz Hugh Lee, Gov-
ernor of Virginia, made an cloguent address
pertinent to the occasion. After the close of
the exercises the visiting organizations were
hospitably entertaincd by the ritizons of the
town.

The Marylanders formed in line, und headed
by their band of music, wmarched to the place
where Mrs. Pickett, wife of Gen. Pickett, of
Gettysburg fame, was a gnest, and tendered her
a serenade as a mark of the respect and hom-
age entertained for her by the men who risked
their lives in defense of a cause which they
believed to be just and sacred.

Among the Coufederates from Baltimoro
county present were Hon. J. Fred. C. Talbett,
Gustavus W. Lurman, Harman Radecke, Geo.

PROHIBITION IN PENNSYLVANIA.

From a very sonsible
article in the Philadelphia Times of the 25th

nit. we make the following extracts:

The more the voters of Pennsylvania consider
the Prohibitory Amendment the more laring its
{nconsistencles, injustice and unreasonadle o
ter are brought into view. It does not take & sonai-
ble business man long to form an opinion as to the
consequences of the l.dortlon of the measure, while
the industrious and intelligent farmer, the capital-
ist and the property-holder are not & _whit bahind
him in reaching their conciusions. They may be
all temperance men, and ver‘y properly be orponed
to the indiscriminate sale of intoxicating 1 chu'ou,
but after serious consideration and thorough in-
quiry 1nto the question, they are com lled to ac-
Xnowledge that the proposed plan fo “abolishing
the evil” is not feasible, since it would result in a
system of clandestine selling and drinking of liquor
smuggled into the State, thereby inoreasing drunk-
enness in the face of the law established for its pre-
veution.

The mer-
chant, the banker, the manufacturer and the agti-
culturist are capitalists, as are all tradesmen, large
orsmall, and from them the revenue Is derived
which supporta government, develops public im-

rovements and fosters our é)ublio institutions.—
These all feel the pressure and they naturally will
scek to relieve themselves of the burden as far as

saible. Consequently the mechanic and work-
f:gma.n will feel the effects of the taxation on his
employer by reduced wages, while the real estate
owner will establish his relief by adding to the
monthly rent of his tenants. In like manner all
the humbler walks of life wiil be compelled to
help endure the burdens placed upon thelr em-
loyers by the unnatural, unjustifiable taxation
‘orced upon them probably by aniggardly majority
of those who voted on the Amendment, not by a ma-
jority of the voters of Pennsylvania.

REV. HENRY C. BWENTZEL'S VIEWS,

Rev. Henry C. Swentzel, Rector of 8t. Luke's
Episcopal Church, of Scranton, Pa., and one of
the leading clergymon of that region, made an
emphatic declaration from the pulpit on Sunday
26th ult. against the proposed prohibitory

amendment to the Constitution. He said :

«1t {s & blunder to regard prohibition as a moral
{ssue. 1t may involve moral consideration, and
may be supposed to further moral purpose; but on
the day of voting citizens will have to decide
whether the proposed amendment will be & gocd
thing for the Commonwealth. Wearenotto decide
whether drunkenness is & sin, because that isa lopic
respecting which there is no contentlon. It is the
mission of the church to deal with the drink evil
in its moral bearings: the office of the Btats is to
treat of it in is relation to the peace and prosperity
of soclety.

Prohibitlon is & political issue—not political in
the ordinary sense of partizan politics, but in the
sense in which every smtuterg onactment is polit
ical; and even the theory of high license is politi-
cal.’ The experience of those Commonweallhs
where prohibition has been tested ought to boa
warning against the hasty adoption of this meas-
ure. The present tax liquor laws in Penusylyania
are not enforced, and if the amendment cear-
ries, the liquor traffic will be without the reatraints
with which 1t is now surrounded. Prohibition
might for & time remove the saloon from the chlef
thoroughfares, but if the sale of drink be driven
into back rooms and alleys, if men be compelled
to resort to skulling in order to drink, if worse as-
sociations be brought around every bar and more
and deadlier vices come where the intoxicating
cup s sold, if the liquor business be taken from
the eye of the police nnd from the ealous watch-
fulness of all good geople. both patriotism and re-
ligion might well ally their forcesto spare soclety
from the passage of & law that might entail more
?ggravated horrors than those which now con-
ront us."”

1y proposed to educate men in the art of scien-
tific and professional cookery, se thutthe young
men whom the women have ousted from the
public walks of life may ‘“take up the despised
opportunity of profitable em loyment which
young women have deliberate y thrownaway,”
and so furnish us again with wholesome food,
while belping in this way tosolve the difficult
question of unemployed labor.

1n this connection a couple of extracts from
recent writings upon the woman question msy
be of interest to philosophic minds, even though
they may drive the subjects thereof into tan-
trums of wrath and fury. Mr. Grant Allen,
discussing, in the Forum, “Woman's Place in
Nature,” says: ‘‘The males are the race; the
females arc merely the sex told off to recruit
and produce it. All that is distinctively bu-
man is man: the fleld, the ship, the mine, the
work-shop ; all that is truly woman is merely
reproductive: the home, the nursery, the
gchoolroom.” *“This very necessity of telling
off at least a considerable number of the women
for the arduous duties of human maternity,

revents the possibility of woman as such ever
Reing really in any deep sense the race. It is
human to til], to build, to navigate, to manu-
facture ; and these are the functions that fall
upon man.” ‘““The males have built up human
civilization, and have made the great function-
slly acquired gains in human faculty, while
the females have acted as mere passive trans-
mitters of these male acquisitions.”

A writer upon the ‘“Relation of Women to
Social Organization,” discourses as follows :
“In savage life the women, for the most part,
head and make the family, though they are the
servants of the tribe. As ‘sorceresses’ they are
more powerful than the men, and the Obi
woman beats her masculine rival out of the fleld.
A step higher, but still half savage, as vestals
and prophetesses they receive almost divine
hopors. After which, when society is better es-
tablished, they are relegated to the family, to
the preservation and purification of social mor-
als: and the mental as well as the active work
is done by the men.

“When material civilization has reached its
highest point, as with us, socisl conditions re-
vert to their original form, and the tail of the
serpent is lost in its head. Then the ruole of
woman becomes the precursor, #s it is the sign
of general decay. Bociety becomes disorgan-
ized, undisciplined, individualized, and falls to
pieces as amasculineorganization, until tonched
by some strong recoustructive inflnence; or,as
with Italy, until its sleep is over, and it wakes
again to the realities of life—those hard, and
stern, and painful realities, with which men
alone can desl,

“The women of & strong race, in themselves
heroines, acknowledge their natural Jeadersand
superiors in men ; and the men accept the obe-
dience, which they pay back with homage and
protection. _

“The women of a race effete and effeminate
take the upper hand, and are the sorceresses
who bit and bridle their transformed Lucians
at their pleasure. This strength is no longer
the strength of the women of an heroic race,

it is the strength of the wemen of an omascu-
lated race, whose men have ceased to govern,
and forgotten how to make themselves obeyed.”

These are serious counts, and though, per-
haps, rather severe, have considerably more
truth than poetry about them. But if the wo-
man of to-day sees smper to inaugurate pro-
ceedings which tend to break up the homeand
