THE JUDICIAL FPRIMARIES.

As will be seen by the notice above the mem-
bers of the State Central Committeo for Balti-
more County call primary mectings to be held
on Saturday, July 27th, from 2 P. M. to 7 P.
M., in all the Precincte and Districts, to elect
5 delegates Yrom cach District to meet in Con-

,vention at Towson on Monday, July 29th, to
select 7 delegates to the Democratic State Con-
vention to mect in Baltic.ore on Thursday,
September 12th, to nominate a candidate for
Comptroller of the Treasury. Also, to gelect
7.delegates to a Judicial Convention to assem-
ble at Towsun, Wednesday, August 7th, to
nominate a candidate for Chief Judge of the
Third Judicial Circuit,

We earnestly urge, we might almost say con-
jure, every true Democrat in Baltimore county
to heed this call. For several months past oft-
repeated innuocndoes have been sown broadcast
throughout the county that our approaching
primaries would be unfairly conducted. Thbus
far we have not seen anything to confirm any
sach suspicion. If overy Democrat is true to
himself and his party it will be impossible for
such a thing to happen. The only way to pre-
vent any such staio of affairs is to go to the
polls on Saturday 27th snd vote for delegates
who will carry out Lis wishes as to the Judge-
ship. Wo are sure no one of the honorable
gentlemen named for the Judgeship would
countenance any wrong-doing, or accept &
pomination for office where the primaries wore
frandnlently conducted. If Democrats stay
away from the polls they would give opportu-
nity for such a thing to occur, which we do not
apprebend. Every Democrat in the county
seems to be aware of the insinuations agaiust
the integrity of the party, snd with this
knowledge it is more than ever his solemn duty
to show by his presence at the polls that if
such thing as unfairness or corruption were in-
tended it would bo killed as dead as Jalius
Cesar. .

THE SEPTEMBER EXPOSITION,
Prestdent Harrison and His Cabinet to be
Present.

.

On Thursday, 5th inst., Gen. Frank Brown,
President of the Maryland Stato Agricultural
and Mechanical Association, accompanied by
Mayor Latrobe, Col. John L. Thomas, Bepre-
gentatives Rusk and Stockbridge and » number
of other prominent gentlemen, went to Wash-
ington by the B, & O, under the care of Vice
President C. K. Lord to invite the President
and his Cabinet to attend the formal dedication
of the new Post Office and Court House build-
ing in Baltimore on the night of September
the 12th next; and also to attend the Exposi-
tion at Pimlico, which extends fipm the gth to
the 14th, inclusive, and witness the sham bat-
tlo intonded as a representation of the battle
of North Point on the Pimlico Fair Grounds on
the afternoon of September the 12th, and the
bombardment of Fort McHenry on the night
of the 13th.

The Committee made a call upon Postmaster
General Wanamaker and Secretary of Treasury
Windom and invited those gentlemen.

The hour having arrived for the committee
to visit the White House, as had been pre-ar
ranged by Postmaster Brown, the members of
the committee were formally presented to Pres-
ident Harrison, who was extremely courteous
and warm in his expressions to the Mayor and
the severel members of the delegatien, stating
that he had already been informed of the in-
tention of the merchants of Baltimore to ded-
jcate tho new Post Office and Court House
building on September the 12th, and he was
gratified to know that the citizens of Bal-
timore and of the State of Maryland were 80
pleased with the government building as to
make an event of its dedication; that he
would accept the invitation and if it were pos-
sible be present on the occasion, not for the pur-
pose of dedicating the Post Office building, but
particularly for witnessing the commemoration
of thedefeat of the British troops in Baltimore ;
that he had much more interest in the cele-
bration of an event of this character than he
had in the dedication of the Post Office, and
that he was glad to know the people of Mary-
land commemorated events of this character;
he knew tho celebration wouid bo a great suc-
cess from an agricultural, manufsoturing and
historical standpoint, for it conld not fail to be
guch in the hands of so competent and influen-
tial gontleman as were represented by the com-
mittee. He was well aware of Maryland’s
hospitality, as it had been his pleasure to ro-
coive tho same on several occasiops, and al-
though this was not terrapin season, he knew
that Baltimoro was nover lacking in her re-
sonrcos for receptions of this character. Col.
Jobn L. Thomas suggested that the President,
with his Cabinet, might have a very pleasant
trip ou the “Dispatch,” down the Potomac and
up the Chesapeake before witnessing the bom’-,
bardment of Fort McHemy, or the “Dispatch
could bo sent around to Baltimore and theo Pres-
ident and Cabinet could leave Washington after
an early dinner in the afternoon by rail, board
the "Dispatch” at Light Street Wharf, see tho
bombardment fireworks, etc., and return to
Washington at an early hour for retiring. The
program seemed to interest the President and
it is expected that he will decide npon either
one or the othor of the suggestions. :

REAY, RAILROAD JMEN,

As soon as the real extent of the terrible
xreck at Johnstown and slong the line of the
Pennsylvania Railroad devasted by the flood
becamo known to tho Pennsylvania anthorities,
Geo. B. Roberts, the President, Frank Thomson,
First Vice President and General Manager Geo.
E. Pugh, slmost practically deserted their offico
in P’hiladelphia and hicd them to the points
of disaster, each to & locality, and remained
directing the work of ropair. They had un-
der them about 5000 men, bridge builders,
track layers, &c. Many miles of tho road-bed
was washed entirely away, a large namber of
bridges carried away completely, so that not a
particle could be found. The destruction to
the railroad was enormous, amounting to
willions of dollars,. but these men never
quailed and set to work. There was no
unnecessary talk, and each showed by the
work executed, that they were Major Generals
of huge army corps, and in about six days the
road was again opened to traffic along its en-
tire lines. Vice President Thomson was in
charge along the Conemangh and vicinity
where the destruction was greatest. During
the week 1,200 car loads of freight accumulated
at Philadelphia; this is now rapidly reaching
its destination. Such men are worthy to be at
the Read of tho affuirs of so great & rallroad a8
Penusylvania. '

A Johnstown correspondent of the Philadel-

phia Times of the10th inst. says:

“The damage to the Pennsylvania Railroad from
gouth Fork (o Johnstown will foot u millions of
dollags. Frank Thomson to-day walked up and
down the ten miles of destruction, superintending
the woik of the thousand men. Miles of cars are
standing on make-shift tracks, where the workmen
eat and sleep. Isaw Frank Thomson creep over
ledges of rock in perilous places to get from one
break to another. He was dieased In igh-top gum
boots and thick gloves to save his hands from the
sharp rocks he had to climb over.

He deserves a great deal of credit for his pluck
and energy. Heputa ihousand men to work this
morning to build & trestle across the Conemaugh
where the great viaduct bridge was swept away.—
Another thousand met were gut to work on a trestle
that is to take the place of the Congmaugh bridge,
which was swept 8o entirely out o sight that no
trace of it can be found. Another thousand men
were building A trestle at the geeat curve just below
Conemaugh, where the water tore away the track
end washed away a ledge of rock, twenty-flve feet
wide and ﬂm{) feet d‘eep. upon which the railroad
was built at that point.

Frank Thomsoun climbed overthe parily built tres-
tle with the agility of & cat. When he got to South
Fork this morning he had with hima train of Pull-
man sleeping cars packed with one thousand car-
penters from Altoona. When they ‘fot off the train
another thousand workmen cheered them andthen
cheercd Frank Thomson. Mr, Thomson told me hg
would run a train through to Pittsburg by Tuesday.

THN JOHNSATOWN FLOOD.

4,000 Estimated to be About the Total
Loss of Life.

JounsTOWN, June 10th, 1880.

Eight days (June 10th) after the great disaster at
Johnstown, the outlook ismore cheerful, and it is
now estimated that the loss of life will not go be-
yond 4,000, and many belleve it will be less.—
1,192 bodies have now been recovered and in.
terred. Of this number 628 only have been
recognized. A pretty full description of each
one bas been taken and & regord madc upon

& card which is attached to the body, which is num-

bered and this number corresponds with a dupllicate
descripcion preserved by the aunthorities. Great
care is taken to preserve as full a description as
possible, in order to essist friends to discover re-
maina,

The New York Life Insurance Company has seut
Special Agent Langmulir to- adjust claims. There
were 75 policies held in Jolmstown representing
$200,000. Within twenty-four houra the agent had
located them all, and found that fourteen of the
holders had been loit. Their policies amount to
$45,000, which wiil be peid at once. One policy,
held by Charles A. Xies, a baker doing business in
the center of Johnstown, was found two miles down
the river by accident, .

The Cambria Iron Company will be ready to starl
up in all departments in about two weeks, but those
who ought to know say it wiil take at least untl]
October before the Gautier wire mill will be ready to
Tun.

The traln from Pitlsburg on Mouday morning
brought up a large crew, among which were lwo
bundred axmen from Michigan, who wero put at
once to work on the heavy timbers above the
bridge. The timbers are being piled up, and as
soon as sufticiently dried willbe fired. Thisiswhat,
has been urged for some time, and will more effect-
ually remove the dob:is than weeks of hauling the
timbers away, s has been heretoforg dons.

The work of removing the immense mass of de.
bris jammed at the Pennsylvania Railroad bridge is
proceeding as rapidly as the nature of the cass will
permit. Out ot 35 bodies recovered on Monday 11
were taken out at the stone bridge.

Mr.J. N. Munden, who is in charge of the re-
moval of the bodies from the ruins, says thatup to
this date (June 10th) ho has found over $6,000 in
money in the potkels of vietims, The largest sum
was$3,114.23. The pockets of Chea. Bischofl con”
tained §245. He atates thatthe robbing of storesand
dead bodies still ¢o>ntinuer, notwithstanding the
guard which has been placed over the ruing by the
civil authorities.

The Johnson Switch Company, whose works
were entirely swept awaf from Woodvale, are mak-
ing preparations to rebuild their switch works plant
on an extended scale at Moxham, three miles up
the siream and entirely away from any possibility
of any recurrence of the disaster which has over:
taken their work here. They employ from 1,000 to
1,200 men.

Surgeon General Hamllton, of the Maripe Hos-
1tal service. who went to the scene of the disastor
n obedience to the orders of Presidqnt Harrison,
returned from his visit on the 6th an jmmediate-
ly reported the result of his observations and iu-
quires, Itgivesa descriptien of the city of Johns-
town at the time the flood occurred, and deals with
the efforts to relieve the wants of the sulterars.—
The water supply of Johustown, he says, is pure
and wholesoma, and there 18 little danger of an opl-
demic among the inhabitants,

The cltizens of Hanover, Pa., shipped on the 10th
{nst, to the Johpstown suflerers a car containtng six
thousand loaves of bread, four hundred dozen eggs
and large quantities of potatoes, jollles and cauned
goods. Cofleotlons were taken in all the churches
on Sunday for the benefit of thesuflerors, and nearly
$2,000 was obtained.

Up to Monday 10th the contribution from the cit-
jzens of Philadelphia amounted to $800,000. Thoso
from New York are about §500,000, Accordingto @
iaw of tho State of Pennsylvania Gov, Beaver, under
emergencies like the present 18 authorized to con-
tribute $1,000,000 to the sufferersat Johnatown. This
he has done and has given & bond to the State
Treasury slgned by two hundred citizens of that
State each in.the sum of $5,000, as an indemnity
should the Legislature not appropriate the money.
There is no fear of this, however. The Governor
was urged to call an_extra session of the Legisla-
ture, buthe declined to do so, stating that an ex-
tra session would cost the Blate $250,000 and there is
no use of wasting that amount of money at & Hmo
like this.

Over 100 parrels of whiskey, besidesof guantitics
of beer and other liquors have been taken oui of
the debris at the Pennsylvania Railroad bridge.—
All bottled stuft js at once destroyed in order to
prevent liquor falling into the hands of workmen,

JoHNsTOWN, June 11th,

James B. Scott, who was Dictator, since the flood
on Wednesday morning 12th, surrendered to the
State suthorities who took charge of affairs and
will direct them untll the people are again ablelo
take care of themeelves.

Good progress was made in cleaning oul the chan-
nel of the Conemaugh above the bridge to-day,
a number of siationary engines and long cables
being used to pull out the heavy timbers. The
mnrguas are about to be abandoned on account of
the bad condition of bodjes being recovered. lden-
tification s almost impossible, unless by personal
effects found upon the dead.

The State Board of Health still issues encouraging
bulletins, although isolated cases of pneumonia,
diphthetia and measies are reported, generally from
the suburbs.

The spirit of recovery took a firm hold on Johns-
town's citizens to-day. Everywhere ownersof prop-
erty seemed 10 have regained their senses after this
terrible disaster, and were hard at work cleaning
out thelr cellars, drying carpets anc bedding and
inaugurating a general renovation,

The women labored bravely. and with water and
brush soon began to see their floars for the first time
in twelve days. The mud is caked all over the
walls nd furniture and moet of the carpet is ut.
terly useless, but it will have to be used until some-
thing better can be secured. At the general oftices
of the Cambria Iron Company every clerk and de-
partment manager was at work. Theo books, maps,
deeds, shecpskin land patents and other valuable
papers which were thoroughly soaked were spread
out on tables and lines and fireabulit in the grates
to aid in drying them. It will take about three
weeks to finlsh this work, and then business in the
offices will go on as usual.

FREDING THE SUFFERERS,

Col. Spangler to-day said: “I have fl ured on
fecding the sufferers in this section. Five days'
rations for 20,000 poeple—the number we will have
to take care of will cost 818,625, or about §3,60u per
day ; that is, it would cost that much had we to
pay for the provisions. In about fifieen days, when
the Cambria Iron Works get started, we will be re-
lieved of about one-third this number. In thiscal-
culation ] am not ﬁgurln, on the leborers, but onl
the actual needy ones. Of coursc, as fast as busi.
ness commences and stores open the number will
be reduced. The Cambria Iron Company will have
their company store ready in a fow days, which
will relieve us somewhat.”

Gen. Hastings was seen to-day, andsaid: “Iwill
jssue no proclamation until to morrow, when 1
take hold. Everything will bo done in a thorough
manner. I will start in to-morrow morning with
about two-hundred men, and will gradually get
more till I have all I need. There will be no per-
ceptible change in the work, themen I havealready
employed going to work in the morninF. Our first
work will be to clear thechannelsof allthe streams
and get & clear flow of water, I wishit understood
that we want no sightseers, and, in fact, want no
one In the town who has not some business here,
ﬂor will they be permitted to remain. We propose

. have everybody who is bere work. Itisnotime
for play or ? easure.”

Gen. Wylle said: *Thisisan unusual undertak-
ing, and people who have not been here have no
jdea of its magnitude. If the weather Is good it
will take sixty days and two thousand men to gel
order out of this” confusion, and if tho weather
is bad it will take ninetﬁ days &t Jeast."”

Yesterday Rev. Dr. Beals,and hino other ciii-
zens of Johnstown identified, as they supposed, the
body of goung Mr. Austin, a prominent business
man, Thsy had just nailed up tho box contalning
the remaina and were starting with it to the ceme-
tery, when they wers confronted by Mr. Austin,
who had been carrled away down the river. This
only serves to show how diificult identification has
become, and why it is {)robsb!e that within & day
or two the morgues willbe entirely doneaway with,

The Cambria Iron Company’s Works and Yards
showed to-day the best results thus farseen of hard
work toward a semblance of what they oncs were.

The railroad running through their yards was flrst
repaired and the wood and Iron wreckage is hauled
to different parts of the yard, and great plles of
wood are belng burned, while the iron will be ex-
amined la ter.

cessors, the question of High License is receiy-
ing especial attention in our community. So
of course there bas been inaugurated, with
every prospect of & zealous prosecution, & bit-
ter contest for final victory, between the in-
tomperate prohibitioniats and 'those deluded
pérsons who propose to maintain those rights
which nature, and the Bible, and our Constitu-
tion have bestowed upon them., There has, to
be surs, been much fighting along this line,
before tha present date; buta new impulse has
been given to the subject recently, and the
whole cause will probably come ugfor revision,
and some settlement of the oase be reached at
the close of ita present campaign.

The liquor question is ocertainly & very re- |

markable one. It reaches back into the most
remote antiquity ; in fact, its foundationa were
laid in the very creation of thingse, for some
power must be responsisle for the firat forma-
tlon of the vine, and <he production of the
universal alcoholic principle. And unlessthero
was no creator, and things simply'doveloped
themselves, it must have been foreseen what a
long train of importantconsequences would re-
sult from the fatroduction of this pecaliar po-
tency into the world, If we will just sit down
and think of it, this initial problem of the
creation of alcohol, and opium, and tobacco,
and all the rest of the things that can be put
to such barmfol uses, becomes n msarvelously
wounderful problem, indeed. For it is » part of
the question of the origin of evil, which has
puzzied the world through all the ages, and
seerus to baffle human skill.

But the alcohollic principle having been

‘croated and given to mankind, we are obliged

to deal with the case as a matter of practical
fact. And the fact is, and remalns incontesta-
ble, that all pcoples, civilized or savage,have
had & natural taste for alecoholic stimulants,
and have considered it part of their natural
right to indulge in the same. Awud strange to
say, the use of such stimulants, or of others
decidedly worse, has been habitual, not only
for secular purposes, but as a par$ of their re-
liglous services by tho vast majority of man-
kind, and certainly by all tho most enlightened
peoples.

And this notwithstanding the further ro-
markable fact that the abuse of such stimu.
lants lLias also been habitually practiced by
some persons, almost everywhere, from the be-
givuing. The evil possibilitics of the fruit of
the vino haveo been very evident since Noah’s
day, atany rate; and yet wine entered into the
religious ceremonies of the Jews, as it did into
those of the Greeks and the Romans, and as it
docs into those of the Christlans everywhere,
at this date. And what {s more, the religion-
jsts, ancient and modern, claim to have had di-
vine authority for tho introduction of the al-
coholic principle into their religious ceremo-
nics. 8o, looked at simply from the historical
poiut of view, the alcoholic question, is surely
u most remarkuble one.

But now comes to the fore the all-wise and
most beneflcent prohibitionist, and arraigns na-
ture, and countermands the religious ordinan-
ces that all the world bave received, and be-
causo many abuse this gift of what he must
consider a very blind Provideace, he takes it
upon himself to declare that its use cannot be
beneficlal to anybody, and proposes to take it
by main force from those who decline to roiin-
quish it voluntarily. Of course, he comes
armed with a whole arsenzl of arguments.
He tells us that intemperance is almost univer-
sal. That it not only pauperizes the drinker
and his family, but that it destroys human
brain power, and shortens human life, and
what is worst of all, it is a sin against God,
and ought to be forcibly suppressed.

Most of which charges are probably true,
though the statiatics assure us that the average
duration of human life is continually increas-
jug; and though we know very well that s
few gencrations ago the best mental talent of
our race belonged to men who habitually drank
to excess, and yet lived out long lives. But as
to the sinfulness of intemperance, which, of
courso, everybody admits, the Zealous prohibi-
tionists out to know by this time that this is a
question with wkich the laws can have noth.
ing to do. Crime is a matter of which human
laws should take cognizance; but the ability of
human governments to deal with sins against
God, is an idea that has gone out of fashion
since the days of the Inquisition. God him-
gelf has bestowed upon men the.option of sin-
ning against him; and in thisland of religious
liberty no human power has apny right to pre-
vont it.

Wherover intemperance leads to crime the
State has a right to punish it; and if it chooses
to make it o punishable offense for a man to
put himself into & condition in which he is
peculiarly likely to commit crimes, why that
would be just and right, of course. Thisis
the manner in which Minnesota bas seen
proper to deal with the liquor ovil; and, in
fact, it would seom to be the moat direct and
natural method of fighting intemperance, to
deal with it in tho persons of the intemperate
thomselves. For if a man commits a murder
by shooting another, it never occurs to us that
the right thing to do is to prosecute the man
who manufactured the pistol, or the merchaut
who sold it. Justice requires the punishment
of the man who misused it. And though pia-
tols would seem to serve no beneflcent purpose
in nature, we do not, in case of a murder, hear
the prohibitionists crying out for the suppres-
gion of their manufacture and sale.

Upou this principle it is just for the intoxi-
cated offender to suffer for his own crime; and
anyono who knowingly tempted him to com-
mit it, should be included iu the penalty. But
there are thousands of intelligent persons who
beliove that & towniperate use of alcoholic stimu-
lants is beneflcial to them ; who use such
habitually without becoming intoxicated ; and
who certainly have some rights which our
Jegialators arc bound to respect. And to de-
prive the man wbo is beneflted, or thinks he ia
bonefited, by a beverage which he does not
misuse, of his privilege of promoting his own
comfort, in his own way, is to exercives tyran-
nical power to which no one can have a lawful
or natural right. Human laws can deal only
with political issues; thoy have no business to
interfere in the domain of conscience ; and the
question of using his wine, or his boor, is one
for the individual man’s conscience.

It is true that in the estimation of many
good people, whom oge is extremely sorry to
offend, the making of any such statements as
these is considered & treasonable disregerd of
the best interests of humanity, But the pro-
hibitionists flatter themselves egreglously if
they imagine that they possess all the con-
science there is in the world; and they should
not be too intolerant to allow other people to
think out this subject for themselves, and to
abide by their own conclusions. And when
such men as Cardinal Gibbons, and Philip
Brooks, and numerous other pious and eminent
Christians, decide against prohibition, and ad-
vooato & high-license policy, why the time has
gone by for acousing everybody who has honest
convictions againat the theories of prohibition,
of eftber being intemperate, or insincers; or
of working in the pay, and for the interesta of,
the liquor dealers.

Everybody gives the prohibitionists credit for
the very best of intentions: god they in turn
shonld entertain cbaritable opinions of thelr
opponents. They should not be intemperate
in thought, or foeling, in judgment, or in ac-
tion ; a8 they really seem to be, in every oneof
these respects. They do not appear to weigh
or conaider any of the arguments to be drawn
from the manifest dealings of Providence with
the evil propentitfes of humanity. After all
the failures of men’s pious efforts to inculcate
“goodness under compulsion,” they have ap-
parently learned no lesson of patient working

and waiting for the inward development of

conscience, but propose to coerce the conscien-
ces, a8 well as the actions, of men, by mears of
an external force.

If they had cool enough heads to ressin a
little they would see that it would be no nasy
matter for them to compel all the millioss of

ople, who spend thousands of millione of dol-

ars in this country every year, to give up the

use of those beverages to whijch they consider
that they have & natural right. They would
know, sbsalutely, that it would be impossible
to prevent these paofalo from achieving their
own ends in some unlawful way ; and that the
smuggling, snd illegal drinking, and vending
of strong drink, would inaugurate an ers of
law-breaking, and contempt for law, that
would probably soon make bhavoo of our gov-
ernment altogether: while the army of police-
men that would be meeded to keep up the ap-
pearauce of even an ineffectual eniorcoment of
the prohibitory laws, would have s further
demoralizing effest in all our large oities. -

And besides, if these few prohibitionikis
should succeed in having their statutes legal-
jzed by legislative enactments, what would be-
come of our fandamental principle of polities
that it is the voloe of the majority that conati-
tates our law? KFor it needs no supernatursl
vision to see that the majority of cur people
will not endorse prohibition at any period of
the very noar future. Asan able writer op the

-subjeot has already said: “The present sgita-

tion is not for the purpose of securing laws de-
manded by the steady and ¢ sentiment
of & large msjority of the pecple.”. For,''s
public seatiment strong enough to earry and
to execute the prohibitory laws, would be quite
