A Railroad - War in Towson.—0n Monday, 8th
inst., there promised to e a brisk and hot engage-
men! between the forces of the York Road Passen-

rer Rajlway Company and the Maryland Central

ailroad Company. ]

At the May Term of Court the York Road Turn-
pike Company was jundicted for permitting & nui-
sance to be maintained on the road in the shape of
the supporis 0 tho trestlework of the Maryland
Central Railroad which crosses the York Itoad on
the southern side of Towson., Tho York Road
Company entered & plea of guilty and pald & fine
and costs, and they were ordered by the Court to
abate the nuisavce, In pursuance of that order
Mr. A. D. 8anks, the Snperintendent of the road,
with & force of men commenced work on Monday
monl'ning by an aitcmpt Lo tear out tho trestle sup-

ris.

‘'he railroad company had been notified of the
fact by Mr. A. D. sanks, Agent of the Turnpike
Company, and the Maryland Central had & gang of
men under Superintendent C. ¥. Kerchner with
two gondola cars loaded with stone placed on the
trestie, and when Mr, Sanks'’ men commenced
oporations Mr., Kerchner ordered his men to open
a fusilade on the men with the rocks, which they
promptly obeyed, 1f the stoncs had struck the
partios at whom they were ainied it is probable that
tho services of 8 surgeon would have beeu promptly
needed. This sally on the part of the railroad pro-
duced bad blood, and quite & number ot the resi-
dents of Towson, who were drawn to the scene, did
not hesitate to express their dlsapprobation in un.
mensured terms,

Mr, ‘Thos, J. Hunter, who was stauding near and
witnessed the attack, started to get the sherift,and,
starting & boy to noufy the sShertl, returned to the
scene.

Mr. . R, Boarman, counsel for the Maryland
Central, put in an appearaunce &t that time and
maintained that the Railroad Company had a right
to protect the road by all meansin their power, and
this led to an acrimonjous dcbate between Mr.
Hunter and Mr. Boarman, in which a good mauy
persons 0ok part, by side remarks, not at all cum-

plimentary to the Maryland Central Railroad.

Mr, Kerchner annecunced his determinatiou Lo
kill any mar who would atlempt to lear down the
rallroad trestle,

Fiaally the Superintendenis of both roads sought
their respective Presidents, Messrs, San'l H, Tagurt
and Wm. Gilmor, and they in turn took the advice
of their counsel,

Mr. Gilmor had warrants sworn ou: beforo Jus-
tice A. W. Perria for the arrest of Messrs, L-}amuel
H. Tagart, Superintendent A. D. Sanks, Thomas
J. Huuter, Clarence Buxsom, Henry Uruber, Joseph
sShoemaker, Wilson Rosler, W. J. Lamband Michaet
Duke, charged with alding and abetting in_the at-
tempt to destroy the railroad’s property, The per-
ties ull appeared before Justice Perrie und gave se-
curlty to answer the charge.

Mr, Sanks, in turn, huad warrants {ssucd for the
arrest of Messrs, W, Gilmor and C. F. Kerchner
on the chiarge of an assanlt with intentto kill. Mr.
Hunter also had a wirrant issued for the arrest of
Mr. Gllmor on the charge of perjury. All the war-
rants were placed in the hands of Officer John A,
Bosley, who made prompt return in the cases,

1n the meantime Col. D. G, McIntosh, counsel for
the York Road Company, filed a petition in Court
asking that the Sherift’ be directed to carry out the
otder of the Court.

Mr. R. R. Boarman, counsel for the Maryland
Central Railroad, stated that he was assured by the
Kailrond Company that they wero making prepara-
tious to move the trestle and put up a substantial
bridge, and the Court sald that the matter would be
token up on Tuesday morning, and if the Railroad
Company presented a good and sufliclent boud to
guuraniee the erection of & bridge within a limited
time, the matter would be considered, otherwise
the Sheriff would be ordered to removethe obstruc-
tion from the bed of the turnpike at ounce,
The Kaflroad Company kept the two gondolia
cars loaded with stone on the trestle all through
Monday and Monday night, with a!;ang of menwho
made unnecessary noises in their locality by loud
talx and the flring of pistols, &e.
The sentiment of the community 18 agajnst the
Railrond Company for tts obstructive measures in
this instance.
The benches and trestles have now been in the
bed of the turnpike ever since the road was opetied
for travel in April, 1882, The Turnpike Company
has frequently sought to have the trestling removed
and their roadbed thus fully restored to travel.—
There are about 18 fect between the two centre
benches of the trestling for the use of the public
travel, But one vehicle can pass through sately at
& time, and the traveliing public isconsiderably in-
convenienced thereby.
It happens almost every day, also, that freight
trains are left standing upon the bridge; at times
the locomotives being allowed to stand upon the
bridge or (}ulze near it. and overtheturnpike. Un-
der such circumstances persons driving horses to
vehicles run considerable risk in attcmpting to pass
under the bridge., The Turnpikeo Compnni' uses
the castern side of the road with its cars. In the
centre of the turnpike there is about but 18 feet for
the passage of wafons between two benches of the
trestling. Two skilful drivers might pass at this
olnt, but any want of care would result in col-
ision. On the western side 18 another bench of the
trestling about in the middle of the remaining
space, the most western portion next to the wall
being & deep gully with running water. There is
space for only walking purposcs, no carriage or
wagon being able to pass.
For the past seven years this spot has been a nui-
sance to the public and a disgrace to both the nar-
row-guage rajlroad as well a8 to the Turnpike Com-
pany, though the latter might be somewhat excus.
able 1n that the Reillroad Company failed within
the space of seven years to construct the character
of bridge agreed ugou at that time, Upon dark
nights there is liability in travellers running
against the restling and smashing their vehicles,
The Turnpike Company has ceriainly been amia-.
ble about the matter. not designing to take any un.
kind advantage of the Railroad Company as to the
ercction of the bridge.
T'he acts of the railrond authorities on Monday
in ordering their men to throw heavy stones upon
the turnpike men about to tnke down the trestling
by order of the Court, was a gretty high-handed
proceeding, and was condemned by the entire com-
munity as an nowarranied act,
The Court, however, very determinedly settled
the matter on Tucsday mormnﬁ when the subject
came before it by requiring the Raillroad Company
to give a bond for §20.000 to crect the bridge within
G0 days, and in the event of fallure to do %o the
Sheriil would be ordered to remove the trestling,
PROCEEDINGS IN COURT ON TUESDAY,
On Tucsday morning, 9th inst., on the opening of
Court, Mr. E.J. D. Cross appeared as of counsel for the
Maryland Central Rallroad and stuted that under &
contract made with the York Turnpike Company
the present trestle was put up, which was to be re-
placed with a substantial bridge to span the 66 feet
of the turnpike. On the 1st of Jannary, 1889, the
road was sold under a foreclosure of mortgage and
the present parties came In possession, and that
since that time a change in the road has been un-
der consideration, and the plans for a bridgo are in
the hands of an engineer ; that the bridge would
be put up very soon, and they would ask the Court
to hold the order in abeyance.
Col. P. G. McIntosh, as counsel for the York Road
Company, said: “This Court has nothing upon
which to rely in the promiscs made by the
HKallroad Company, if lis conduct Is to be judged by
its past actions, as all the ?ast promises and agree-
ments made upon this bridge question have been
violated, and we must ey that 110 assurances given
by this Company are to be trusted, and unless the
Court requires an adequate aud proper bond to
indemnify the Turnpike Company against all dam-
ages, the order of the Court ought to bo carried
out.”
Mr. R. R. Boarman, on the part of tho Railroad
Company, contended that the judgment of the
Court is in force and it can beexecuted at any
time, but he would ask that the Raliroad Company
be allowed & reasonable Ume to put up the bridge
Judge Yellott sald, “The Railrond Company,
which has no standing in this Court because of its
violation of law, comes here and asks for the order
of the Ceurt to be rescinded, They come here as
law breakers and incite a riot within sight of the
Court and shall be held to a strict accountabllity
for that ; and unless a proper bond I8 presented and
flied with the Court, the Court will order the Sherlit’
to summon & posec commitalus and remove the cbh-
straction from the York Road at ouce.”
Mr. Boarman sald a few indlviduals in Towson
had ralsed a fuss and thought they were the entire
community.
The Court decided that the penalty of the bond
should be fixed at 820,000, and the Raijlroad Com-
pany was given until Thursday to flle the same.
Mr. N. Chas. Burke, the State’s Attorney, sug-
ested that as the railroad was now in contempt of
‘onrt the order should be so fixed astodirectthe
Bheriff to carry out the order of the Court immedi-
ately on the failure of the Railroad Company to re-
move the obstruetlon from the turnpike.

PROCEEDINGS IN COURT ON THURSDAY.

Messrs, E. J. D. Cross and R. R. Boarman, agcoun-
sel of the Maryland Central Railway, appeated in
the Clreult Court for Baltimo:e County on Thurs.
day morning, when the following order of Court
was filed in the case, and also bond approved by the
Court was flled as detailed herewith :

Road and to indemnify and save harmless the gaid
President, Ma.na’fers and Companjy of the Baltimore
and Yorktown Turnpike Road from all damage,
loss or injury which might result to them by reason
of the non-execution by the defendents herein of
the judgment herein entered May 28th, 1889, and
also to indemnity and save them harmless from all
Yoss, damage or injury resulting by the maintenance
of sald structure over said Baltimore and Yorktown
Turnpike Road, as at present, from this date untjl
the same shall be replaced by the raid bridge agreed
ll(l) t;{a put in said place by said Maryland Central
allway.

In the event of said Maryland Central Rallway
Company not having completed said bridge on or
Yefore sald 9th day of September, 1880, the Bheriff
of Baltimore county is hereby ordered and directed
to carry into effect the judgment of the Court in
this cause, and in the meantime the execution of
the judgment in this case is suspended.

RAND JURY REPORT.
MAY TERM, 1880,

To the Honorable the Judges of the Circuil for Batli-
more County:

We respectfully report that the Grand Jury have
been in session 25 days; have docketed 8L cases,
examined 260 witnesses, made 49 presentments,
found 56 true bills, ignored 4 cases, dismissed 30
cases and referred 1 case to the next Grand Jury.

We visited the Jail in a body—after glving the
Sheriff a few hours notice—and found it in a neat
and orderly condition, with 22 persons confined,
who seem to have been well provided for.

We also visited the Alms House in a body with-
out giving the keeper, Mr. Abijah Cole, any notice,
and found the building in first-class order. There
were 68 {nmates, who were {n a cleanly and neat
condition and appeared to be quite contented.

We strongly recommend a change whereby the
incorporation of Bunday Pleasure Clubs may be
rendered more difficult,  As it is the Judges of the
Cireuit Couris have no discretion in the matter, but
are positively required by the law to sign the cer-
tificate of incorporation, if it arpears on its face to
be in conformity with law, All of these Clubs are
incorporated for the specific purpose of violating
the Sunday liquor laws. It is a great abuse, and it
seems that nothing shortof a changein the law will
remedy that abuse,

A committee was appointed to examine tho Trea-
surer's Books and veuchers ; also & commitiee to
examine the License Books, and the report of each
is herewith annexed.

Report of the Committeec on Licenses.
Ienry C. Hutching, Esq., Foreman:

Siy :=The undersigned, commitice appointed to
examine licenses, beg leave to submitthe following
report: A large number of Ordinary Licenses are
fssied in Baltimore county, the only requirement
being the recommendation of two free-hoiders lv-
ing in the immediate vicinity that the agrlicnnt for
license i8 a proper person to keep an ordinary and
the affidavit of the applicant himself that he has
the required accommodations, Thissystem is lla-
ble to great abuse, and such {nvestigalion as we
havo been able to make leads to the conclusion that
a very large proportion of ordinary keepers have
not tho necessary accommodations prescribed by
law. Itisimpossible to get witnesses who know
whether or not the parties have the accommoda-
tions; or if they do know who will testify to the
true state of aifairs. Large number of witnesses
who ought to know something state that they know
nothing, and without some evidence of the facts
nothing can be ascertained from the License Books
themselves, for thoy are merely a_record of the ll.
censes issued by the Clerk. The Clerk himself has
no alternative, but ia required by law, upon the
recommendatior and afidavit above alluded to, to
issue the license. We understand that it Is the duty
of all Constables in the county to report violations
of this as well as atl other laws, and it isstrange
that Constables and Police Officers, when actually
summoned before the Grand Inquest, know so little
about transgressions of the liquor Jaws in their own
neighborhoods. It results in this, viz: that the

resent license law 1s one of the loosest upon our

1atute Books and open to the most flagrant abuses.
Under this system anybody can get& licquse to keep
an ordinary whether he be a proper person and
whether he ba interested in the welfare of the com-
munity or not. We have numerous examples of
strangers—transient sojourners in the county—who
arc not even reglstered voters, who have no inter-
ests in common with the community, taking out an
ordluary license on the very day they arrive. Out
of the profita which they sometimes make in one
season they can well afford to pay the fines infiicted
for violations of the Sunday law. Very oflon the
take out no licenses, and instead of beinﬁcompelle
to pay & Sunday fine, they get off a8 well by paying
Y frne for selling without license. The recommen-
dation is obtained with great facility, and the oath
of many of the applicants seem to be taken with
undisturbed conscience. The wholething isa ridic-
ulous formality.

Your Commfttee earnestly recommends that an
{mproved lieense law should be adopied in Balti-
more county, es ciall¥ in view of the fact that
violatioas of the liquor Jaws are on the increase in
this county, principaily on account of its proximity
to e large city like Baltimore. Nothing could be
more beneficial to this county at the present time,
or in the near future, than the adoption of a High
License Law, similar in its provis{ons to that which
exista in Philadelphia and which {s now being agi-
tated {n Baltimore., If Baltimore shouldsucceed in
its offort for hiﬁh license itz adoption in this county
would be an imperative hecessity, otherwise we
would be overrun with a saloon exodus from the
eity.
