BERAVING BADLY.

Tho city authorities are behaving badly
towards the belt of country it snatoched from
us in May, 1888, Tho orators were authorized
to mako profuse promises which his Honor,
Mayor Latrobe, is now unable or unwilling to
carry out. It looks as though the present
movement was deliberately taken, The fire
department, Jamps, stroet cleaning, &c., are
used to squecze the “Beltites.” No money te
pay salaries will necessitate an increased levy
over the 60 cents promised for twelve yoars.
And this increased levy will be coupled with a
pew asscssment, whon land will be assessed by
the foot instead of by tho acre, a8 now. Then
the *Beltites” will swoat in earnest. The
present state of affairs is used that the city
may work upon the coming Legislature to give
it increased power over the “Belt,” power in
consonance with the rest of the city, which
would be rigbt. The uncoustitutional 19th
Section of the Act will no doubt be repcaled,
as it ought to be. Somemay think that would
be & want of good faith! Humbug! What does
the city care about any ‘'good faith” where the
pockets of its tax-payers are at stake, espec-
jally as the tax-payers did not agree to or bave
acy voice in assuming tho present burdens !
The woes of the “Belt” have just commenced.
They'll likely be as bad as those of the Egyp-
tinns of Biblical history—lice, frogs, and all.

Mayor Latrobe was to have called the City
Council in special session on Monday, 22d, to
consider the situation, but deferred doing so
until ho received a communication from Mr.
Fowler, Chairan of tho Committeo on Ways
and Mears, Mr. Fowler sent that communica-
tion to the Mayor ou Monday. Mr. Fowler,
after reciting the eflorts of the Council to pre-
vent the very state of things now existing,
closes Lis letter as follows :

“The commitiee, after having thoroughiy con-
sidered the whole matter, did, by a tie vote, refuse
to recommend any rpproprintions to meot the defi-
ciencies now existing in the departients of the eity
for the use of the annexed territory for the follow-
ing reasons: First, for the reason that there is no
money in the city treasury that can be lawfully &p-
propriated to mect these deflelences ; secondly, that
on account of the ways and means commitiee hav-
ing cut sll the departments down to the lowest cent,
there cannot possibly be any unexpended balance;
thirdly, that it 1s very questionable as to whetber
the City Council have the right to appropriate any
moneys for any purposes whatsoever to be provided
for out of the levy for 1890 ; fourthly, that there can
be no provision made for the degc encles in the
aunexed territory without the repeal of resolution
No. 132 of 1488, which provides egainst it: and
fifthly, that the reasons for an appropriation to
meet these deficiences do not exist now any more
than when the committee made its report to the
City Council, who have retused to grant the relief
asked.

“The committee Is therefore unable to concelve
of a.uf' ‘pltlll by which these deficiencies can be pro-
vided for.

“1n regard to the matters of the lensing of the
Bolton Depot property to the exposition association,
the provosed compromise with the Union Passen-
zer Railway Company and the new bell for the Cily
Hall, the commitiee scem to unanimously favor.”

Thus the “Beltites” will see that the Coun-
cils has sympathy with all elso savethem. We
gincerely sympathize with them ; but, as they
have made their beds, so must they lie, unless
they shuke the dust of that city from off their
feet and come out into pastures green. They
can no doubt sccure the luxuries of city life,
but they will be obliged to pay for them. They
cannot get them on a 60-cont valuation.

The Mayor, in view of Mr, Fowler’s letter,
declines to convene the Councils,

Tho Mayor is in & bad way about it. He
has not the woncy to pay the firemen, lamp-
lighters and others, and has no fund from
which to get it. Mo dare not shut up the
chemical engine houses, stop streot cleaning,
put out gasoliue lamps, &e,. and if he wants
the mouey to pay for all of it, ho will have to
mnke himself responsible, with the expecta-
tion: of getting an appropriation from the Coun-
cils,

About the mmmowvnt of it is, the aflairs in
the “Belt” will have to go on and tho eity will
have to pay for it—or there'll be war down
there.

Toillustrate, A story has been
circulated by certain irresponsible persons in
reference to Mr. N, Charles Burke, the Stato’s
Attorney for Baltimore County, thut oun the
Sunday previous to the day of election in the
campnign of' 1837, it is charged that Mr. Burke,
who it was alleged was at Emory Grove Camp
with a lot of friends, had sont a certain person
(now dead) to Hiteshue's Hotel, Reisterstown,
for whiskey. The pereon alleged to have been
sent being dead, is, therefors, unable to tes-
tify in tbe matter. Mr. Burke authorizes us
to stuto that ho never was at Emory Grove
Camp grounds in his life on Sunday, or any
other day. The story has boen circulated,
no doubt, to injure Mr. Burke beforo the peo-
ple because his name is mentioned in connec-
tion with the Associate Judgoship of the Third
Judicial Circuit, and i8 a counterpart of the
one made by Mr. Johun S. Biddison, at the Pro-
hibition Convention on Tuesday 234.

With all our society out of town ; actually,
“in most cases, as is shown by the registers of
all the summer-resorts, and of numerous places
abroad ; and metaphorically, in the case of the
few impecanious or wise ones who shut up the
house, and swing hammocks down in the cel-
lar, with books and cool drinks convenient ;
with either roastingly hot days, or the dull-
ness of rainy weather, it might ssem that we
have nothing left to amuse us, and nothing to
occupy our time and attention. But Nature is
fond of paradoxes, and she delights also in
practiciug the law of compensation, and in vir-
tue thereof, it happens not only that we can
always find sufficient employment, but that we
enjoy besides some especial privileges and ad-
vantages.

A number of these will readily occur to any
one who will take the trouble to think of them,
There is a sense of rellef from the exactions of
ordinary life, a release from the strain of our
every-day existence, and though the claims of
business still make some demands upon most
persons, there comes at this season to even the
busiest Baltimorean a brief realization of his
Fourth of July heritage, aud the holiday spirit
that leads us off into ocnasional junketings,
along with the vast crowds of people who al-
ways are left here after the class known as
“gverybody” has departed. Counsequently, our
Parks overflow with pleasure-seekers, and our
Bay steamers are loaded down with humanity
in search of sea-breezes, and the music and re-
freshments of our many charming water-
resorts. And ro, in ageneral way almost every-
body derives some sort of benefit from the
aforesaid paradoxes and compensations.

But more particularly the reading public are
being regaled with some new and entertain-
ing ideas, on some seasonable subjects. Among
these may be noted the promineuce which the
“Eagtern Shore” has recently attained asthe
champion health-resort of the world. Time
was when the mentlon of that locality was suf-
ficient to suggest visions of agues, in all their
extremes and varieties. It is quite within
memory when it was considered a foolbardy
undertaking to visit that baleful region except
at certain seasons of the year, and a rather
risky business even then. The old Kastern
Shore had no glory or hounor in the line of sani-
tary reputation,in those not distant days.

But & new era seems to have dawned upon
that locality. For now we have Dr. Chancei-
lor, Sccretary of the State Board of Henlth,
certifying to it us a region that is freer from
malaria than is the Western Shore ; that it is
characterized by the almost entire absence of
lung diseases ; that as & health-resort it is su-
perior to Florida, and will comparo favorably
with famed places of Europe ; in fact, that it
is the garden spot of creation, and isadmirably
adapted as s sanitarium for the world. And
on the head of this, comes Dr, Taylor, of Deal’s
Island, and morc than endorses these claims,
making it appear that the Eastern Shore will
curo consumption, and insure immunity from
malaria, and needs only to be known to become
one of the most famous health resorts upon the
surface of the globe. Which certainly sounds
very amusing after the slightly discrepant
reputation which thatcountry hasalways here-
tofore enjoyed.

Anothor timely topic which we have for con-
sideration, is the diatribe of Dr. Hammond, in
the North American Review, upon the prevalent
indulgence in ice-water, by the English-speak-
ing peoples. After stating that the people of
the United States drink more ice-water in one
year, than all the rest of tho world in ten ; and
that the taste for this boverage isnot a natural
one, but must be acquired, in the same manner
as tho taste for tobacco or alcohol, he proceeds
to show the extremely barmful results of in-
dulgence in this weak sud apparently innocent
beverage.

He attributes to ico-water, in great measure
the veuralgic affections which are so common
amoug us ; and explains the reason that Ameri-
cans as & nation have worse teeth than any
other people in tho world, by their use of cold
drinks, that crack the enamel of the teeth, and
g0 increase their liability to decay. He says
the free use of ice-water at meals not only im-
pairs the taste of the food, but interferes with
the processes of digestion, and so leads on to
the prevalent dyspepsia, and possibly to gastric
catarrh, or cancer of the stomach, or Bright's
disease, and perhaps other maladies.

And besides all this he shows how the use of
ice-water when the body is overheated may
cause sadden death by reducing the tempera-
ture of that part of the nervous system called
the “solar plexus,” which lies just behind the
stomach, and communicates to the heart the
sudden shock which it receives from the stom-
ach. ‘'I am quite sure,” says the Doctor, “‘that
if ice-water should be generally discarded as a
driuk, tho average duration of life would be
lengthened, and existonce rendered more toler-
able.” But in thiscase the cold-water people
wight be obliged to make some little changes
jn their program ; and thc philanthropists
would find it necessary to set up street-foun-
tains of tea or coffee, tor our city hydrant-
water is simply nauseous in the summer-time,
and people must drink something. We are in
a predicament.

In spite of our allotments of wind and
weather we are haviag a little stir in political
circles. The Business Men’s Association meaus
business, though it has not gotten vory far
along as yet, owing tothe vacation which some
mombera thercof have found it convenient to
tako. The Crescent Society had a spirited
meoting last week, but laid over its business
because President Morrison was sick and ua-
able to bo present. The other clubs, however,
do not scom to take kindly to any outside po-
litical schemes, but say that since the *‘Regu-
lars” have withdrawn and left the field to the
Business people, they will support the business
ticket, if it is composed of good men. So this
respousible business seems to devolve upon
them. The Workingmen, too, are beginning
the campaign in thelr Associations ; and after
a few more weeks of sweltering leisure, the
political furnace will be fired up in good
earnest.

Tho E:position project, however, ia makiog
fast headway even now, under the energetic
management of President Frank Brown. We
cxpect to have an enormous time here when
tbat entertsinment opeus: a State Fair, an
Orlole, 8 “*Sesqui,” & 12th of September, 4th of
July, Centennial, and several other jollifica-
tions nnd jubilations melted down, and molded
into one. Everybody has rcsponded heartily
to invitations to take part in the displays ; the
railroads, and the Government, have agreed to
do their share, and nothing seems to he lack-
ing to make the affair & complete auccess. And
besides this Expository business, o have the
military doinga at Camp Jackson, and the
pious performances at the various impending
religions Camp Meetings, to keep our fnterest
in life. Fortunately, even in the dullest of
times, there is always something for us to be
intorested in.

The JOURNAL has said so little about this
year's Fair at Timoninm that weare beginning
to wonder whether our State project is going
to interfere with the usual interest in the
County's anpusl jamboree. It would be a pity
to let any other interests conflict with those of
the County Fair, which has so long been & de-
gservedly popular institution, and which must
have been productive of much benefit to our
wealthy and populous county.

There is one little suggestion which it might
be in order to make for the county Fair, if not
for this year,it wonld, at any rate, be in sea-
son for the next one. For at Timonium, as
elsewhers, there is one branch of industry
among the people that is straugely overlooked
in the displays, and the awsrding of prizes,
As the public 1s well aware, there is a great

A very sad reason seems to be the very possi-
ble ome. It is the unsccountable jealousy asnd
heart-burning that seem to be characteristio of
literary people. We read of it in the biogra-
phies of those writers who have olimbed up
very high on the ladder of fame; and con-
tact with literary paotplo’ sometimes shows
us & little of it. In fact, literature would
seom to have some disorganizing element in its
composition, The Concord Sammer-School of
Philosophy has disbanded, and we sball hear
of its wisdom no more. And we ave told that
there has been *recent dissension in the Theo-
sophiosal efrcle, and the throwing of mud st
the transcendental high potencies of the filus.
trious order,’ Even the grand dinner which
was to celebrate the. close of the intellectnal
Woman's Rights Congress, in Paris, the other
dsy, broke up in disorder and tumplt. It

WASHINGTON LETTER.

WASHINGTON, July 22d, 1880,

Ex-Senator Mahone of Virginia is one of the
happiest men in the country. Hehas succeeded
{n getting the Republican National Committee
to take & hand in the political muddle in his
State, and the result is that the wily Mahone
jsmore firmly seated as the Republican Board in
that State than ever. This result was not how-
ever, obtained without an effort. How great an
effort may be judged from the fact that the
sub.committes of the National Committes,
composed of Messrs. Quay, Dudley, Clarkson,
Fressenden and Hobart was in continuous se-
sion one entire day and night, and alterwards
had & long consultation with Mr. Harrison,—
Tho only thing that the anti-Mahoneites get as
far a8 can be seen on the surface is a share in
Federal offices in the State, and some people
bere are uncharitable enough to eay that's
about all they wanted. At any rate the deci-
glons of the Committe in Mahone's favor was
closely followed by tho appointment of Col. J.
L. Brady to be Collector of Internal Revenue
for the Second District of that State. Col.
Brady has been about the bitterest opponent
Mabhone had in the State. His salary will be
$4,600 a year, which is not to be sneezed at by
a man out in the cold. He accepts the situa-
tion and said in an interview here that Mahone
could have the renominstion for Governor if
he wanted it.

Mr. Harrison reached Washington last weck,
stayed several days and turned out a surprising
number of appointments, surprising to she fol-
lows who were only expecting disappoint-
ments. He also took a hand in the deal be-
tween the National Republican (ommittee and
tho Republican faction of Virginia. A proceed-
ing whbich, while it enhanced hia reputation
asa Eollticisn. caused him to be more or less
harshly criticised by a large number. of people
who think the President should keep out of
partizan politics. He has now gone back to
Deer Park. For the present he will divide hia
vacation into periods of & fortnight ocach; he
will remain away two weeks, return here for
two or three days, then go to Mr. Blaine’s cot-
tage at Bar Harbor, Maine, fora two week’s
atay, then back to Washington for a few days,
aftar which he will go to Deer Park to stay
until October. .

Mr. Blaine will not return here before Octo-
ber, and it is aunounced that the half-a-dozen
unimportant consular appuintments made Sat-
urday are all that will be made bofore his re-
turn.

Ex.Land Commissioner Sparks will feel
good when he learns that Secretary Noble has
sustained the decisions made by him that eight
years must elapse from the planting of trees
on’the public lands before a patent can be ob-
tained under the timber colture law.

The ex-funny man of the House of Repre-
sentatives, Rosewoll G, Horr, of Michigan, bas
written & letter to the State department de-
clining to become U, 8, Counsul at Valparaieo,
Chili, notwitbstand ing his recent appointment
to the position. He did not see the joke in the
appointment to a $3,000 position when he was
applicant for one at $12,000.

Ex-Congressman Nichols, of North Carolina,
who made such a strong fight for Public Prin-
ter, has taken quite a tumble and accepted an
appolntment as Chief of the Mail division in
the Treasury Department. .

Indiana lias captured another nico position.
M. M. Hurley, formerly Postmaster at New
Albany, has been appointed Third Auditor of
the Treasury. All the Auditors aro now Re-
publicana.

Charles C. Austin has been appointed U. S,
Marshal for the Northern Distrizt of Alabams.
There were only twenty-two applicants for this
position, and the man appointed was not one of
them either.

Public Printer Palmer has been worried to
guch au extont by the office seckers that he
has gouo to Pennsylvania to try and get a few
days rest.

Secrotary Noble is very much dissatisfied
with the methods that have prevailed in the
Pension office in regard to there-rating of pen-
sioners, He has ordered allsuch applications to
be held up until he can make a ruling to be
followed in the future. Several discharges
have been made on acconnt of these re-ratings.

The opposition to the present Civil Service
law is rapidly becoming formidable. Not that
the people do not believe reform is ‘necessary
in our Civil Service, but because they have
found out that there is no reform in the present
methods, nor do they believe any reform pos-
sible under the law. It would not be surpris-
ing if an effort was made to repeal the law at
the coming session of Congress,

LETTER FROM PIKESVILLE,

Dear JOURNAL:

PIKEBVILLE, BALTIMORE Co.,
July 8th, 1889,

I have been farming since 1832, and this is
the third time I have known wheat to be
hauled in on the Sabbath after a protracted
spell of wet weather {done to get the ox out

mark of one of our Judges on last Saturday :
he said he would not blame any one for so
doing. This year I have heard of some who
cut wheat in the night to prevent it from
shelling, which it is Jikely to do whon so very
ripe. Weare bojng blessed this week (after
our Sabbath breaking) with flne woather and
are pushing our work right along. We are
likely to have a big hay crop, and the farmers
will have » little better chance in their combat
with the Sherill. When I was looked upon as
a boy (but thonght myself a man) I was con-
gidered somewhat oxpert as « hand in_the hay
field, and well I remember the work I used to
put through for three 'levys & day and board,
and to hear the farmer of this opulent and luxnu-
rious age talking about the hard work of har-
vest “makoes me tired.” When I farmed for a
living and got up at 2 o'clock in the morning,
or stayed up all night watchiog the "clock that
1 might be up early in the morning to milk
tha cows and be ready for an early start, we
Mowed all day with a seythe, four or five of us
in a string, ood at night I had such a crick in
my back that when I wont to bed I had to hang
myself over the headboard backwards in order
to get straightened out ready for work the next
day. When we quit raking up hay with »
band-rake we took in place a horse-rake that
looked for all the world like a single-barreled
fine-tooth comb with all the teeth broken off
one side ; and when it got full we bad to lift it
over the winrow by main strength and awk-
wardness. It was pitched on the wagoh by
band, put into the mow by hand; and harvest
jasted sbout two months. Now the hardest
job & farmer has-to do {n haying time is to
keep himself awake as the machine Joggles
over the mowing field. He rides in cutting
the grass ; he rides in raking it out; he rides
in raking it up, and he even rides in loading
it, and unloads it by borse ; and sll the per-
spiring farmer has to do is to lay around in the
shade and discourse about hard work. Some.
times we get summored to Court in harvest
time to bhelp one of our neighbors to war
against another, and sometimes we are forced
in order to defend ourselves to war a little, too,
but this is not done by horse-power. Not long
ago we heard of a case over a pair of religiouns
drawers and shirt.

These things make me feel tired, too, and as
I have always been a cultivator of the soil, as
well you know, and koow no other vacation,
consequently defleient in matiy other things,
and convinced at this late date there is really
no money and scarcely a living in tilling the
soil, I thought I wonld try something else
awhile, and unless you or some of your corres-
pondents have something else to recommend I
thought I would try frogging. There is some
property in our county along the W.M.R. R.
not yet developed, which might be purchased
very reasonably, and if I conld succeed in con-
vincing the Honorable Commissioners of Balti-
more County that the public couvenience re-
quired the openin{ of another road from the
valley through this referred to property to the
head of navigation (which would afford ample
facilities for shipping parposes) it would thor-
oughly develop tho property, which would, of
course, as you well know, impose an assessment
of $1.50 on $300, benefits and damages to
amount of about $——— upon each of my
nelghbors for opening the road. Then it would
go upon the county to be kept up at the ex-
pense of the general tax-payers of the county,
and the advance then in the value of this
property would be so great to me that I could
afford to give every other lot away. Now I
would like you to inform me, please, through
your valuable columns ab whas price I should
sell the alternate lots to cover all coat, say—
$26.00 purchase money, & possible law sult with
my nelghbors, and other jncidental expenses,
and make for myself a handsome profit. The
balance of land not available for the above
named purpose I thought of converting into &
froggery, which would cost but a trifle so to do,
the situation belng naturally well ads for
the business, and-cultivate this batrachian rep-
tile (which, if youn ever were’ s boy, you will
know are delicacies,} for foreign market.
