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High Speed on Ratlroads.

There are many things connected with
high speeds on railways which tax the in-
genuity of locomotive engineers to the ut-
most. The lines have to be made strong
enough to withstand the heavy blows of
the locomotive, for the other positions of
the running plant are light in comparison.
A railway train at sixty miles an hour
may be compared to a huge projectile,
and subject to the same laws. The mo-
mentum is the product of the weight of
the train multipiled by the square of the
velooity in feet per second ; and if we al-
low a train of 120 tons, travoling at s
speed of sixty miles an hour, then, the
work rojuired to bring it to a standatill
would be 14,400 foot tons exerted through
one minute, or nearly a thousand horse
power, which gives some ides of its de-
struotive force if, unbappily, it should
come into action ; and yet this terrific
power is 80 entirely under command that
the strength of a-child tarning the small
handle of a vacuum brake can bring the
train to a stand in a fow seconds.
