Tho production which won for the Jate Mr.
Cox the sobriquet of )
descriptive writing which appeared in the
Ohio Statesman, May 19th, 1853 and was enti-
tled, “A Great Old Sunset.” He was in the
composing-room of the Stalcaman the evening
before and witnessed a peculiarly beautifal
sunset. As the inspiration geized him, he
picked up his pencil and, using an imposing
stone as s dosk, hurriedly wrote the following :

%y GREAT OLD SUNSFT.”

“What a peculiar sunset was that of last
night! How glorious the storm, and how
splendid the setting of the sun? We do not
remomber ever to have seen the like on our
round globe. The scene opened in the west,
with & whole horizon full of golden intopene-
trating luster which colored the foliage and
brightened every object with its own rich dyes.
The color grew deeper and richer, until the
golden luster was transfused into a storm-
cloud, full of finest lightning, which leaped
in dazzling zigzags all around and over the
city. The wind arose with fury, the slender
shrubs and giant trees made obeisance to its
majesty. Some even snapped before its force.
The strawberry beds and grass plats ‘tarned up
their whites to see Zephyrus march by’ As
the rain came and the pools in the gutters
hurried away, thunder roared grandly, and
the fire-bell caught the excitemeunt and rang
with hearty chorus. The south and the east
receive the copious showers, and the west all
at once brightened up in a long polished belt
of azure, worthy of a Sicilian sky.

“Presently a cloud appeared in the azare
belt in the form of a castellated eity. It be-
come more vivid, revealing strango forms of
peerless fanes and alabaster temples, and glories
rare and grand in this mundanpe sphere. It
reminds us of Wordworth’s splendid verse in
his ‘Excursion:’ " .

“The appearznce instantaneously disclosed
Was of & mighty city, boldly sa{s
A wilderness of buiidings. sinking far

And self withdrawn into a wondrous depth,
Tar sinking into splendor without end.”

“But the city vanished ouly to give place to
another isle, where the most beautiful forms
of foliage appeared, imaging a paradise in the
distant and purified air.

“The sun, wearicd of the elemental commo-
tion sank behind the green plains of the west.
The ‘great eye in heaven,” however, went
down without a dark brow hanging over its
departiug light. The rich flush of unearthly
light had pussed and the rain bad ceased ; when
the solemu church bells pealled, the laughter

of children out and joyous after the storm is
heard with the carol of the birds, while the

forked and purple weapon of the skies still
darted illumination around the Starling col-
lege, trying to rival its sugles and leap into its
dark windows."”

On the Tth inst. a number of men were con-
victed of illegally voting at a primary election
held in Brooklyn. They were known as
what is called ' Republican Floaters.”” They aro
a class of men who havo no regular bowes, but
live in lodging houses in New York City and
are taken from une place to another to vote
just as the Republicans managers found their
services were needed.  An effort was made to
have their punishmentwent witigated, but
Justice Kenna shut bard down on the plea for
a light seutence. e said the men, after being

jnformed of their rights—after they had been
told of the magnitude of the offience charged
against them—had plead guilty. They had
beon from time to tiwe remanded tojail. The
cause of justice could be just as well served if
their case was then disposed of. Though the
Court had been told before that delay would
lead up to the arrest of higher criminals than
they he did not thiuk the result had been suc-
cessful thus far.

Justice Kenna said that in addressing himself
to men of their stamp and cluss, of the floating
lodging house cluss, of New York, he bad asa
magistrate daily to commit more of them to
jail and to the P’enitentiary than of any other
criminals. They were of a class of men who
were ready to do any criminal work for pay.
In that part of the city they had baen a source
of great evil, and such men were usually com-
mitted and sentenced to six months’ imprison-
ment whenever it is ehown to be in the inter-
est of morality and for the protection of the
citizens of Brooklyn. The prisoners knew
that they were brought to Brooklyn to vote
illegally, to befoul and to besmesr the very
foundation of American governmeut and to
destroy the purity of the ballot.

“1If we are goiug to have honest politics we
must have houest primaries, honest politicians
and honest elections,” said the magistrate,
with an earnestness that made the politicians
stare. “It follows, therefore, that you men
should bo removed from the market place
where you stand as an article for hire. The
gentence, therefore, which I am about to pass
on you will, I trust, have a deterrent effect
on others. Tho penalty the Conrt impoges on
you is nine months’ imprisonmont in the
Penitentiary, and that you pay,a fine of $250.”
