Some Unwrehearsed Effects.

Readers of dramatio history are famil-
iar with the well-worn subject of theatri-
cal riots. The O. P, riots, the ‘Bottle
conspiracy’ disturbance in the Dablin
Theatre, the Macready riots at New-York,
with many other similar outbreaks, have
often been described. But an Elizabeth-
an forerunner of these disturbances may
not be 8o well known. About the ecd
of October, 1602, the London playgoers

‘were informed by bills circulated by a

rascal named Venner that on a certain
Saturday evening there would be perform-
ed at & theatro ‘on the Banckeside,” a
play ‘to be' acted only by certain gentle-
mea and gentlewomen of accouns,”’

As at that time women never acted in
public, the female parts in plays being
taken by boys and men, such an announce-
ment brought crowds to the theatre.
The chargo was 18d. or 2s., and Venner,
when most of the money was taken, de-
camped with the spoil. He endeavored
to escape by water, but was soon over-
taken and secured. In the meantime the
victims of the hoax, as soon as they saw
how they had been gulled, wrecked tae
theatre. John Chamberlain, writing to
Dudley Carleton, in one of a number of
letters since published by the Camden
Society, says that they ‘revenged them-
selves upon the hangings,curtains, stooles,
walles, and whatsocver came in their way,
very outragiously, and made great spoile.’
Somewhat akin to this Venner was the
coojurer wha advertised that he would
