THE 648 BILL DRNAD.

The astign of the Senate on Tueaday night,
upon a motion to indeflnitely postpone the fur-
ther consideration of the Consolidated Compa-
ny’s gas bill effectually aquelched it and it may
now be said to bo as dead as Julius Cmsar.—
There is not a shadow of doubt, too, that the
persistent opposition of the Baltimore Sun
was tho main cause of the death of the
measure, aud is proof positive of the power
of the public press. Time alone will-
prove whether the failare of the bill will
prove such benefit as the Sun claimed. All
true Dewocrats cannot but agree with the
Sun that a monopoly, no matter of what char-
acter, is odious and in direct opposition to the
cardinal prinoiples of the Democratic party.—
But, in the instance of this Consolidated Com-
pany’s bill, it was a wonopoly in existence, not
one about to be created, and in that respect did
not partake of the full nature of monopoly as
generally understood when about tobo inaugu-
rated, though in effect it is one, because it
desired such legislation as would give it the
power to force tho people, for & term of fifteen
years, to by gas from it, or do without. The
qaestion was one between the consumer and
the company, and did not materially concern
that large body of the public who do not use
the gas manufactured by the company, but only
{n so far as sentiment against monopoly is con-

‘cerned. The deofeat of the bill leaves the gas

company & monopoly still, with no power to
abate it. It can still charge its full rate of
$1.25 per 1,000 feet and cannot be interfered
with, except by the Legislature. The streets of
Baltimore cannot be torn up for any othor gas
company, except by authority of the Legisla-
ture, and it is not likely, in view of the excited
condition of the members of the General As-
sewbly, that a bill of that character could be
gotten through at this late day in the session.
One has becn presented, however, which pro-
poses to lay mains through the alleys wherever
practicable. There is no reason why the Leg-
islature should hold control over the streets of
Baltimore, such powershould reside with the
City Councils, which are responsible to tho
people. This fact was cminently demonstrated
as the discussion progressed in the House.—
All the argument was addressed to the members
from the counties, who had no interest in the
matter only in so far as they were anxious to
vote for such w measure as might be asked for
by the city members, fourteen out of eightcen
of whom worein favor of tbebill, The propo-
sition of tho gas company to pay into the city
treasury, for fiftecn yonrs, for the use of the
streets, $10,000 aunually, io additionsuch taxes
upon its dividonds asshould make not less than
$100,000 sunually, was & fair and reasonable
proposition, but now it will pay nothiog.—
And for this large sum the city was to be
frecd from the tearing up of its streets for a
term of fifteen yems, Bat, public sentiment
seemed to care less for a likely discomfort of
tearing up of the streets for & new gas
comupany and the loss of about $100,000 an-
nually, than it did for its sentimont against
monopoly of any kind. There is no doubt
that a large number of persons who own
gas stock cared for the bill more for the oppor-
tunity it would have given them to boom their
gus stock upon the stock market than from
any other consideration. The $100,000 offered
by the gas company would have materially as-
sisted to decrease the tax levy for 1890.

There is no doubt that this interminable gas
question will trouble the Legislature of 1892,
though in tl.e meantime electric light will in
a great measare supercede gas. Electricity is
the coming illuminant, and it is not far off to

the bumblest citizen. -

THE NAVASSA MURDERERS,

The three unfortunate negroes, Keys, Jones

and Smith, convicted in the United States Dis-:

trict Court, Baliimore, for the murder of white
officers on the Navassa Guano Islands, will
not be hanged in the Baltimore City Jall
yard on Friday, 28th inst. The question of
the jurisdiction of the Court to try the cases is
to be presented to the Supreme Court of the
United States, the papers all being prepared.—
The execution of the sentence, therefore,
will necessarily be postponed until the ques-
tion can be decided. The counsel for the con-
demned men have very little hope from their
efforts.  When the executions take place they
will be conducted by the United States Mar-
shal aud his deputics. The murders were of
the most brutal character, witbont any miti-
gating circumstances, and the guilty parties
well deserve the extreme penalty which they
will likely receive. There can be no senti-
ment of mercy, as the wurders were planned
in cold blood,

ice machine pow in operation on Paca street,
Baltimoge, and a large factory is now belng
constructed on the Hooper wharf property at
the foot of South Wolf street, with a capacity
of from 250 to 300 tons per day. Ice produced
by this menns is perfectly purc. Before being
frozen the water is distilled. Ammoniais used
to exbaust the air, which canses the water to
freeze. There is no contact of the chemicals
with the water. The icelis frozen more solid
thao by the natural process. )

INPAMOUS nnu’nﬁmur ILEGIs.
LATION.

Repréaentative Cabot Lodge, of Massachu-
sotts, has introduced into the House of Repre-
sentatives a bill to assume gontrol over the
election of Representatives to Congress which
is fully as revolutionary-as the Infamous Force
bill a fow years since dofeated by tho gallant
Democrats who did not leave their scats in
the House for a-perlod -of over forty-eight
haours. . The Republicans secing that they have
the power in the legislative aund presidential
branches of the government, will pass any
measures necessary to perpeluate that power,
if it ia possible to do so. As evidence in order
to make this more sure the country witnesses
what the House of Rapresentatives is now
dolng in unseating Dewmocrats who were un-
doubtedly clected and putting Republicans in
their places. They fear that they will not be
able to puss all the devilish legislation which
they contomplate upon the slender majority of
two or three, 80 they proceod to hustle out a
gufficient number of Democrats who wers
clected by small majorities and putting will-
ing tools in their places to assist them in carry-
ing out their nefurious designs. This course
of the Republicans is ample proof that they
kuow their power in the House is of short dura-
tion and they will thus “make hay while the
sun shines.” It isno use to say the.Republi-
cans will not dare to attempt to pass legislation
to control the election of members of Congress
and take tho power from the States where it is
lodged by the Constitution. They will dare
anything to prevent power from leaving their
hands. ’ .

In view of the importance of this matter in
the entire country the New York Ierald seut
fts trusted Washington correspoudent to inter-
view Representatives Carlisle, McMillin and
Crisp and solicit their views upon the subject.
These views we annex herewith. They show
conclusively the danger ¢o0 which the country
is subject : :
MR. CARLISLE'S VIEWS,

“Without undertaking to go into the details
of the bill, I will say that I am unalterably
oppused to the whole scheme of federal inter:
ference with State factions .or elections in
States, for tho election of Representntive to
Congress is & State election and the Coogress-
man s himself a S.ate ofticer. He is commis-
sioned by the State authorities, and when ho
resigus ho resigns to them. Tho constitu-
tional power of Congress over the election of
members of the House of Representatives is
limited to the regulation of the times, plgces
and manner of holding the elections. It does
not extend to tho actual halding of the eclec-
tions by fuleral officers. The State officers
cannot be superseded either us to the registra-
tion, or reception or counting of the votes, or
the certifying of the result. These powers all
belong to the States under the Constitution and
have slways heretofore been exercised by them.

The evident purpose of this bill is to socure
tho absolute ‘Republican’ eontrol of th{ elec-
tions in all the States when it may become
necessary and at once in the Southern States,
where the negro voto hus become very unre-
liable and can uo longer be depended upon.—
The Republican party propeses that he shall
voto their ticket, and they claim overy uegro
w3 a Ropublican voter.

It is cluimed, I believe, that the Lodge bill
establishes the Australian system of ballotting,
or somothiug similar to it. Whilo I bave no
objection to that system, if any State chooses
to adopt it, yet it is & matter for each State to
dotermined for itself, and Congress has no
right under the constituion to foist it on a
State, The bill ought not to be passed.—
Whether it will or not I cannot pretend to pre-
" dict, but judging by the past and the policy
that is being.pursued by the Republican lead-
ers, I suppose it will be forced through. The
Republicans scem to bave completely aban-
doned precedent and to uttorly disregard the
law. All they appear to comsider is how to
retain political control regardless of the meuns
employed. They sce the handwriting on the
wall and, realizing their time i3 short, they
are determined to put upon the statute book
wbat they desire, knowing that once there,
with the control of the Senate for years to
come, it will be impossible to nullify their
work.”

MR. CABLISLE PREDICTS BAD RESBULTS.

When asked what the result would be if the
Lodge bill becowe a law Mr, Carlisle replied :

“If this proposed legislation is carrled into
effect it will completely demoralize laber in
the South and stop the industrial and commer-
ciul development of that section. Greab dis-
order will ensue and the conditions of the re-
coustruction era will be renewod. Northern
capital now flowing into the South will be
driven awvay, and the present growing prosperi-
ty will be checked. I hope the Republicaus
will pause and reflect before tuking such a
step, but the signs of the times are oot pro-
pitious. . .
MR. MCMILLIN'S VIEWS.

What do I think of Mr. Lodge's proposition ?
queried Mr. McMillin, of Tunncsses, in re-
sponse to my question. Its passage, in my
judgment, will be sn vomixed wisfortune to
the whole country. For oue huudred years
the people, through their State organizations
and county officiuls, bave been  permitted to
choose their Representatives in Congress. In
this way Mr. Clay and bis contemporaries and
the long line of illustrious statesmen who Lave
been in the House from time to time were so-
lected. I don’t think that Americun citizens
onght to be willing to acknowledge that our
first hundred years’ experiment in secnring
government is a failure.”

OBJECTIONS TO THE BILL.

“What are the objectionable features of the
bill?” I asked.

"As to these Mr. McMillln replied, it ia well
to bear in mind that from the beginning our
government has cousistel of threo distinct
brunches—the legislative, tbe exccutive and
the judicial. The sages of tho Republic have
always thought that these should be kept dis-
tinct and not made the one depsndent upon
the other, One of the gravest objections to
the bill is that it takes the solection of the
legislative brauch of the governmeut out of
the hands of the people and places it within
the control of the judicial branch of the gov-
eroment. I think it is the supremacy of folly
to do this,

Under Mr, Lodge's bill the federal judges
appoint the registers and inspectors of elec-
tion, and in that way are given cootrol of the
election of members of Congress. The returns
of elections are made to the clerk of the Dis-
trict Court, who, with the judge of the Court,
is to compute the votes. This judge is not
clected by the people. He vever retarns
to them for the reindorsement, but is ap-
pointed for life, aud against him the people
have no remedy but impeachment, and that is
not a respectablescarecrow. Who can say, there-
fore, that the next step will not be togive them
control of tho election of the President, and
who will be rash enough to say that, by and by,
federal officials will not be sent intoState capi-
tals to dominate elections of Senators?”

CENTRALIZATION AND IT8 DANGERS,

“It looks to me a8 if we had reached cen-
tralization—tho necessary precursor of des-

otisms—-when federal power suatches the

allot box from the people and fed-
eral marshals club, or pistol in hand
may stand around the polls dominating
voters. If this bill becomes a Jaw and the fed-
eral government assumes control of elections
men now living will hear as great a clamor for
home rule in America as is now being made
for home rule in the old country. The strug-
gle of this age has been to give looal.self-gov-
ernment to the pesple. We propose now to sot
back the clock of the world and thereby to re-
verse the advancement of & century. Eongland
is straggling to agtain local. self-government,
with fair prospects of success, after seeing its
success in this conntry. Now, the tinkerers with
the Constitution and the tamperers with the
organic lJaw are making a strenuous effort to
destroy home rule in America. I trust that
the same patriotic resistance will be made on
this side of the water as is being made for
home rule on the other.”

THE COUNTRY DEMOOCRATIC. -

“What do you think will be the effect of the
mensure in & general way,and what in the
South, particularly ¥ I asked.

“It there s, safd Mr. McMillin, “the
amount of patriotism in the country that I
think exists it can do no permanent good to
the party inauguratiog it. 'The South is Demo-
cratic just as New England is Republican, and
it looks as if the shortsighted partisans of the
Republican party desire to keep it so, The
country is Democratic, as is shown by the fact
that the popular branch of Congress has been

{ Democratic, with the exoeption -of two terms,.

since 1875. When there were only four Demo-
cratic Governors in the country, eight or nine
Democratic Senators and about fifty Demo-
cratic members of the House, fools said that the
Demooratic party was dead, and knaves hoped
geners]ly that it was. The people of & num-

er of Btates were disfranchised and driven
from the polls and troops were stationed .in
State capitals. Yet over al] Demuoracy has
since that had more than one-balf the Gover:
nors at one time, has elected both Tilden and
Cleveland to the Presidency and is to-dsy
estronger than it bas been for thirty years. It
will be remembored in this connection that for
the purpose of retalning power the present
election laws were enacted authorising the ap-
pointment of supervisors and deputy marshals
to arrost free men and drag them from the
polls. That was done. Theofficials performed
their work and stfil the people triamphed and
despotism secured no permanent foothold. If
I remember correctly 600 deputy marshals

were appointed ia Cincinnati alone to control

BEGARDED AS A SECTIONAL MEASURE.

Judge Crisp, of Georgis, sald : - “In the first |
place it seems to me to be dealgned by its aun-
thor for local operation in the South only.—
While it is ostensibly for the whole country,
there is no State in the North where five hun-
dred voters of either party would ask for the
appolntment of federal officers. It would be
such a reflection upon the State machinery of
elections that it would be offensive to both par-
ties. I have alwaysunderstood that under our
form of government the legislative, exaecutive
and judicial powers were to be distinct, Under
this bill the judicial department, for the first
time I think in our history, has to certify the
election of members of the legislative depart-
ment, even where there is no contest. This
makes the member of Congress dependent upon

were pending, Jike that now bofore the Senato
to increase the salaries of district judges to
$5,000 each, it might become a question of
direct personal intereet to the judge how he
should decide, . : :

“It seems to me that the proposed bill seeks
to preserve the name of the Australian system,
but strikes from it everything that gives it any
value. The essence of the Australian system
is the isolation of the voter and the secrecy of
his ballot. You cannot put that system in
operation except in & constituency able to read,
but this bill, while preserving the name of the
Australian system, allows the illiterate man to
have his ticket marked by the managers of the
eloction, who may use the opportunity to in-
fluence him. Whatever i{s good in the bill can
be and no doubt wounld be eaforced by State
laws, but it proceeds on the idea that the offi-
cers of the States are unworthy of confidence
and that all the integrity and wisdom are
lodged in Congress. :
