OBITUARY.

Gen. George 5. Brown.

Gen. George B. Brown, head ot the well-known
firm of Alexander Brown & Sons, bankers, died at
his residence, Cathedral street, Baltimore, at 1
o'clock A. M. Monday, 19th inst.,, aged 56 years.—
Gen. Brown was born in Baltimore In the old man-
sion which stood on the northeast corner of Fay-
otte and Holliday streets, now covered by the City
Hall. Gen. Brown’s fsther, George Brown, was a
native of Balleymena, Ireland, and after he came
to America he married Miss Isabella MoLanahan,
of Greencastle, ’a. He was educated at the Mc-
Nally Iostitute, Baltimore, and at the age of 18
years entered his father's banking office, then and
now known as Alexander Brown & Bons, Gen,
Brown always took an aciive interestin the busi.
ness uniil )l health compelled him totake long
vacations. Gen. Brown's mother, Mrs. Isabella
Brown, was long known as one of the moat charit-
able ladies in Baltimore and freely gave of hér
ample means to worthy objects claiming her boun-
ty. Gen. Brown's personal character wag of the
strongest possible kind. He was a Democrat of
that true stamp that despised duplicity and he al-
ways counseled uprightness in all public matters,
and was not afraid to avow and maintain his prin-
ciples in the boldest manner. There were times In
the recent past when he threw into the scales the
welght of his influence, and when once his course
was determined he never relaxed or bent cne lola
from his high purpose. And it usually had fts
effect. He was a true patriot, he loved his country,
but never desired nor would he accept public office,
though he vigorously performed his duty as a good
citizen by casting his vote and as far aslay in his
power endeavored to l:eeg the stream of politics
pure. Hecared to hold but few positions except
those of & financial nature and in'the 4ne of his
regular business, among which were President of
the Baltimore and Havana Steamship Company,
Director of the National Mechanics' Bank,a Mana-
ger of the House of Refuge, & member of the Boards
of the Blind Asylum and of the Maryland Bible
Fociety., Trustee of the Peatody Institute, Vice
President of the Canton Company, Director in the
old Calvert Bugar Refinery Compsany,and the Unlon
Rallroad Company.

Gen. Brown was one of the chief finauncial
friends of the Maryland Central Rallwny and faith-
fully maintained his friendship for it down to
the day of his death. He was also one of the first
friends of the Belt Line Raliroad project, and it is
belleved his influence in favor of it had great
welght in ite just assured anccess. The death of
sucg aman at o time 1ike this is a sad blow to such
public enterprises.

Gen. Brown's wife was a Miss Harrlett Eaton, of
New York, who, with one son, Mr. Alexander
Brown, survive him. Mr. Alexander Brown has
been in busineas with hin father for several years.

Gen. Brown was one of the chief organizers ant
a warm promoter of the Elk Ridge Fox Huntlug
Club. He delighted to follow the hounds for the
exhilarating exercise 1t gave him, being conducive
to tho health. *

Gien. Brown's funeral took place on Wednesday
afiternoon from hia residence. corner of Cathedral
and Madison streete, ‘The services were very sim-
ple and conducted by the Rev. Dr. J. T. Leftwich,
of the First Presbyterian Church. Tho interment
was in the family ot at Greenmount, the Rev, Sam-
uel McLanahan, of Lafayetie Presbyterian Chugch,
aksisling at the 1{ruve. 'he pall-bearers were Wm.
Keyser, Wm. Gllmor, Gen, Stewart Brown, W, Gra-
ham Howdoln, J. Holmes Whlwlei/}. Gilmor Mere-
dtth, K. D. Fisher and J. Wilcox Brown. Captain
Kerr, with officers Johu R. Gould, Jacob Wells and
John C. Rowe. and the crew of General Brown's
yacht, the Ballfmenn. and the clerks of the bank.
ing hovse of Alexander Brown & Sons were pres-
ent. Many of the most prorminent citizens of Bal
timore and friends of Gen, Brown were preseut, in-
cluding some from New York and elsewhere. H.
W. Jenkins and Sons bhad charge of the funeral ar-
mngemenw.

State Senator Charles S. Adamas,

Charles 8. Adams, Representative of the Third
Leglslative District of Baltimore in the Senate of
Maryland, died at his residence, 410 N. Carey street,
on Sunday morning, 18th inst,, aged 566 years, He
was & native of l“redericksburg, Va. He was a
chemist and a few yvears since conducted a phar-
macy in tho eity. In 1887 he was glected to the
#enate and served acceptably in the session of 1883
and also 1850,

Wi, C. West, & citizen of Mt., Washington, 84
District, died at his residence on Sunday 18th from
pneumonia, aged 52 years. Mr. West was exten-
sively engaged In the il business and was at one
time Vice President and General Manager of the
Baltimore United Oil Company. He jeaves 2
widow and five children.
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The New Electrioc Xallroad.—A new electric
reiiroad operated under the Sprague system has
just been completed starting from the corner of
Division street and North Avenue, near the eastern
end of the stables of the Pennsylvania Avenue
line of the City Paswenger Rallway, thence out
North Avenue to itg junction with the Liberty Turn.
pike,n distance of two miles. The rails are steel
and of the T patiern. The one car now in use is a
little larger and more roomy and comfortable than
any caron any Baltimore city passenger railway
line. It is provided with two dynamos of the
Sprague pattern underneath the floor of the car,
and is lighted with electricity by the Brush Electrle
Ligkt Company by means of an overhead wire,
there being an iron bar with a spring on the top of
the car with a trolley wheel pressing against the
wire. The road was opened for traffic on Sunday
18th and it is stated that 1500 persons were carried
to the terminus and back in 10 minutes each way
during the day. At times the car had 80 passen-
gers crowded upon it. On theroad are three heavy
grades, one about as steep and as long as the hill
on the York Turnplke known as Jackson's ILil),
commmencing at Ries’ shops, near Towson, The car
went up these grades with perfect ease about the
rate of speed upon the average street railway with
horses on the usual jog trot. At points along the
lne rapid time {s made, say from fifteen to twenty
miles an hour. By meansof a powerful lever the
operator can stop the car in a very short space.—
The power is so great that the ri})man could throw
the car off the track if ho used all tho power at his
command. ‘Ihe fure for the two miles is b cents
each way.
This Sprague system would operate splendidly on
the York Road, and 18, without doubt, the best and
cheapest power that could be used at present, and
would give the rapid and comfortable transit the
people 8o much desire along the entire line of this
road. The people are getting very impatient over
the matter, and seem to believe that after all they
will not secure the boon they have so much hoped
for, for several years past. Thero s comparatively
lttle improvement going on along the York Turn-
pike which {8 due almost entirely to the absence of
more rapid transit than horsesare enabled to make,
Along the new electric rallway beautiful cottages
are springing up on,both sides, which has the most
cheering aspect. One of the neatest cottages on
the line is that of Dr. Frank 3lingluff, (Secretary of
the new Electric Railway) who has terraced the
hill and sodded it. In time it will become a hand-
some spot.
This would be the condition of affairs along the
York Road if the York Road Raliway would
prompw adopt rapld transit. Thereduction of the
fare wirich has just taken place is in the right line,
and the people sincerely and most ardently hope
and prair as only a prelude to real rapid transit now.
As we all know delaysare not only vexatious but
dapgerous. It would take but a short timoe to in-
troduce the S8prague system on the York Road.—
Then would depart forever the dust and horrible
filth now compelled to be breathed by s long-suffer-
ing travelling public, who would rejoice with much
jog thereat,
ince the nbove was put in type the readers of the
JouRrNalL will observe élsewhere in these columns
that the York Road Rallway has been sold to the
Unlon Railway line of Baltimore.

THE YORK ROAD RAILWAY BSOLD.

The Union Railway, Baltimore, the Pur-
chaser—Rapid Transit Now Assured.

The Baltimore Sun of Thursday 224 alone of &ll
the city dailles announced that the Union Railway
Company, through its President, Mr. Nelson Perin,
has secured a controling interest in the York Rail-
way Company, and arrungementl will shortly be
made for introducing rapid transit on the road.—
The sale of stock was consnmmated through Mr.
W. T, Wallers, and the controling interest was se-
cured by the purchase of the holdings of Mr, Wal-
ters, of Mr. Richard Cromwell and the Jenkins
famlly, There are 25,000 shares of stock, and Mr,
Perin, before his last purchase, owned & large block
of it. The R" value of each share is 8. It Is
stated that the amount paid by Mr. Perin was §11
per share, The Union Company, the purchaser of
th? York Road line, alresdy owns Lhe lines along
Columbla Avenue, John Btreet, Maryland Avenue
and Lombard Street, and the Woodberryline. The
York Road line begins on Hollidey Btreet at Balti-
more Street, and extends thence out Hillen Street
and Greenmount Avenue into the York Road, with
the terminus at Towson. The length of the line is
about 714 miles. The base ball grounds, Waverly,
Howestead, Oxford, Friendship, Govanstown and
Towson are the most important poinis on or adja-
cent to the tracks. It is proposed to bring these
villages into closer union with the city, and to at-
tain this the fares have already been reduced, more
cars will be put on and ?uicker service, which has
heretofore been wofully lacking, will ba introduced.
The system of rapid transit to be used is the Thomp-
son-Houston overhesd, with electricity s the mo-
tive power. The Thompson-Houston electric sys-
tem isthe one in use in Boston. Double trolleys
will be used to relleve the danger which mightarise
from the broken wires falling across electrie light
wires, The same means of rapid transit, Mr, Perin
says, will be introdused on other lines of the Com-
pany. The Union Company Ero ses toextend the
connections of the lines which it has operated
through the York Road line, and has asked permis.
sfon of the city to lay tracks alopg North Avenue
from Belalr road to MeCulloh Street and along Mec-
Culloh to Druid Bili Park. At the junction of
Greenmount Avenue and York Road oonnection
will be made with the York Road line. This will
give a direct routs from the exirems southern,
southwestern and northwestern seotions of the oi
to the base-ball ﬁroundc and the York Road vil-
lages, and will also give the residents along the
York Roads car line to Druid Hill Park, Pamen-
g(era will be tranaferred from the John Btreet and

aryland Avenue Lines, Mr, Perin says that
owing to & 1arge number of orders aiready on hand
the manufacturers would not be able to furnish
the eleciric motors before October,

The Court knows of no grave violations of law
occurring in the county since the last term of Court.
There will be, however, & large number of minor
indictable offenses brought toyour attention which
it will be your duty to investigate. The general
scope and nature of your duties are very clearly
indicated in the oath which you have just taken.
Any advice which the Court might give as to the
performance of your duties muat, in the nature of
things, be general, In order to discharge your du-
ties with satisfaction to the publie you mpst—

1st. Investigate sll indictable offenses committed
within the jurisdiction of this county, Upon this
point I desire to impress upon your minds the {m-
portance of not allowing private parties to use the
criminal process of this Court to establish private
rights, nor to allow the Grand Jury to be made the
engine for the gratification of private spite and
malice. Your duties are of & public nature solely,
and the public welfare should be the supreme rule
for your guidance. If individuals have private
rights to establish or private wrongs to be redressed,
let them be established or redressed in the proper
Courts at the expense of individual sultors,and not
at the expense of the {)ubnc. If you observe this
suggestion carefully 1 am persuaded that many
cases which would otherwice find their way into
this Court to be tried at the expenge of the people
the county wiil bo avoided. Buch cases generally,
and rightiully, too, result in acquittal of the per-

son indl .

2d. Y#hould act with despatch and prompt-
ness and diligence in the performance of your du-
tles. Your success in this respect will depend n a
great measure upon good judgment in the arrange-
ment of your cases,

may display in their examination. Whilst it is of,
primary importance in the intarest of econom
that you discharge your duties with all the despatc
with which the nature of your business will ad.
mit, still I would not have you understand that
snything which I may say to you in this connec-
tion is intended to limit or control you in the in-
vestigation of all matters which shall properly
come before you. It isyour duty to carefully ex-
amine all indictable offences, but do not present or
indict any one unless the evidence of hia guilt is
clear beyond all reasonable doubt.

3d. hen you approach the examination of the
large number of minor and trivial matters,I would
wish that you would exercise the utmost caution
and your very best judgment. Itisin the irial of
thia class of cases that a very large proportion of
the expenses of the criminal depariment of the
Court s incurred. Do not encumber the docket
with this class of cases and entail this expense upon
the people, unless the cases are 50 clear that you
feel 1t to be your duty to present and indict. There
are one or two Acts of Assembly which the law re-
quires shail be specially called to your attention.
