To this is added the story of the
Stratford-Upon-Aven Memorial Fountain ; an
account of tho Memorial Window to Herbert
and Cowper in Westminster Abbey ; the Win-
dow Commemorative of Milton in St, Mar-
gagot's Church, ILondon, and the Andrewes
and Xon Reredos in Winchester, England, all
gifts of Mr. Childs. Gen. (Grant and Mr.

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EX-COMPTROLLEE TURNER DE-
NIEN IT.

Lx-Comptroller J. Frank Turner, in a letter
dated Juno 10th, denics the charge of neglect
of duty as made in the recent report of the
Legislative Committeo to examine as to the
defaleation of Stevenson Archer whilst Treas-
urer of Maryland. The report stated that from
tue first purchase of Treasury Lelief Loan
‘Bonds in 1551, every Comptroller and Treasurer
had been derelict in duty as to the securities,

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LESS THAN 500,000 INOABITANTS,

For more than & year past—in fact, since the
Annoxation scheme, the newspapers in Balti-
more have becn asserting that that city had &
population of 500,000, or over. Now that Mr.
John C. Roso has taken the census, he reports
it at not more than 432,005. The aforesaid
newspapers seem to feel considerable chagrin
at tho result. It is onme thing to claim and
another to have. During the canvas' of the
Annoxation scheme it was often assorted that
by the acquisition of the Belt the clty would
get from 30,000 to 50,000 additional population.
We thought they would get about 22,000 to 25,-
000, and we think wo wore about correct. We
are sorry Baltimore has not now a million in-
habitants, if that would do her any good. If
she wishes her population to grow her business
men must cxhibit a moro liberal spirit and a
tremendous amount more push. IJundreds of
her peoplo are crying out against the “foreign
capital” which, they allege, has stepped in and
bought up several of her stroet railway lincs,
including the York Road lino ; that wants to
spend from seven to ten millions of dollars in
building a Belt Railroad ; that wants to spend
other millions because they believe it would be
a good thing to do, but which her own capital-
ists seom to stand aloof from. They even as-
sort that the “foreign capital” (?) which has
just purchased the 32,000 shares of the city and
gbout 13,000 shares of the Johns Hopkins Hos-
pital holdings of the stock of the Baltimore
and Ohio Rullroad, ns weil as the State of
Maryland’s holdings, was intonded to make
Baltimoro o “way statlon,” though they know
that tho intcrest held by the Garrett estato is
& majority. Some of tho people scem like the
dog in the manger—don’t want thobone them-
selves and don’t want anyone clse to have it
The city is slow in public improvements—
afraid they will cost a little mouoey. Asa mat-
ter of course, as Maj. Bent said at Sparrow
Toint a few weeks since, “If there is no risk,
thero will be no 6 per cent.” The city must
put on city ways if it wishes to altract public
attention. It must lend a helping hand to
legitimate enterprises that will enable her to
make 6 per cent. They ery for rapid transit
and then say,“Oh ! no! yon musu’t put up
any poles or string any wires on our streets ;
they wonld net look nice, and if you did you
might mako some money out of it. You
musn't get out of the rut our fathers trod in ;
they plowed with wooden plows and you'll be
obliged to do the same ; Oh ! no ! you musn’t
spoil cur dear old city, that wonld never do!”
That is about the kind of spirit many of

themw show. ‘They aretho class of du-nothings
who throw cold waler upoun every public pro-
ject—unless they happen to be in the project
themselves.
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THE B. & O. STOCK ALLOTTLD.

Mr. 15 B Bacon, who recently purchased the
32,000 shares of the cominon stock of the B. &
O. 1. ., as also about 13,000 shares of the
Johus Hopkins Hospital, was in Baltimore last
weelk and an allotment of the purchase was
made. 1t is also to be paid for at Farmers' Loan
and Trust Company in New York.

The stock held by tho Messra, Garrett has
been bunched with the holdings of the buyers
of the city and Tlopkins stock to produce an
absolute mujority of all the shares. Mr. Bacon
will take some stock for himself and more for,
fricnds in New York and Europe.  George DeB.
Keim, who was in Baltimore at the final con-
ference last week, takes some of the shares for
himsclf, Wharton Barker and others in the
Finance Company of Dennsylvania. Lloyd
Lowndes, of Cumberland; John A, Hambleton
and Alexandor Shaw, James M. Pace, of the
Planters’ Bank, of Richmond; Thomas M.
King, of Germantown ; 1. I, Hostetter, Heunry
W. Oliver, A. C. Dravo, John H. Miller and
John 1. Inman get somo of the stock as indi-
viduals, ITenry Villard, of the Northern Paciic,
for himself =nd fricnds in Europe, has been
allotted & portion of the 45,000 shares. The
Messrs. Garrett and Frick were not needed to
take nny more stock and it was thought best to
distribute it among now poople. Andrew Car-
negie is not one of the parties to the deal. All
theso partiesare friendly to Mr. Chas. F. Mayer,
the able President of the B. & O., and its
management, Thero is not & doubt that the
happpiest results will flow from this important
transaction. If harm was intended, the Presi-
dent and Directors would have found a way to
thwart it. Desides, tho Mayor and City Coun-
cil, and the Johns Hopkins Hospital authorities
would néver have given their consent to the
sale. Tho talk sbout Baltimere being mado a

“way station” isaliidle vaporing. There never
was & botter day for the B. & O. than the sale
of this stock. Now lot the State get rid of her
holdings in the Washiogton branch.

I have been selected to deliver an oration oa
the 4th of July, and as your editorial engage-
ments may prevent you from honoring me with
your presence on the occasion, I herewith en-
close you the address as it will appear in the
New York and Philadelphia papers on the
morning of July 5th, by & careful parusal of
which you will find that it is my intentioa to
avoid the usual style of declamation of Fourth
of July orators generally, and to confine my-
self to facts based on reliable statistica.

“Never in the history of Republicanville has
there been so many people gatbered within its
limits as there was on the 4th of July. Thess
people were drawn together to listen to an ora-
tion delivered by Mr. Barney Barron. The
speaker’s stand was covered to profusion with
American flags and flowers. After tho reading
of the Declaration of Independence by the
Chairman of the meeting, and the playing of
“IIail Columbia” and “Yankee Doodle” by the
band, and the singing of the “Star Spangled
Banner” by & choir of & Lundred voices, Mr.
Bai.xt'iron stepped to the front of the stuge and
gald :
“AMr, Chairman, Ladics and Gentlemen :
“The occasion of our meeting together to-
day is fraught with more thun usual interest
to us. The pulse of every true American
heart beats quicker to-day than on any other.
Our hoarts are cheered at the remembrance of
the noble deeds of patriotism of our forefathers,
and we are on this day endowed anow with
courdge and energy to face our life battles.—
All are here to-day, my friends, to show how-
age to the memories of thoso who endured
hardships aund privations, and shed their blood
and dicd, that we might enjoy the blessings
and privileges that we are this day opjoying.
We are here to sing songs of praise in honor
of our illustrious ancestors. But, my doar
hoarers, it will not be at all necessary for mo
to explain to you what this day means or why
wo celobrate it, beosuse every American, man,
woman and child, is familiar with its history.
What I want to talk to you about at this timo
more particularly is, not so much cur past his-
tory, but of the history we are now making,
and of tho capabilitics of the great nation of
which we are representatives, and the unpre-
cedentod strides wo are muking among the na-
tions of the earth, A little over one hundred
years old, it stands to-day the recognized leader
of tho world, aud why? my friends; becanse
we have followed the example set by our fore-
fathers with patriotic ardor in the practice of
thrift, economy, honesty and industry.

“QOur most remarkable success has been, per-
baps, in the last ten or fiftcen yeurs, Iu that
space of time wo note the most wonderful re-
salts : Wo have built & navy of the finest ves.
scls on the seas, equipped with tho latest im-
proved machinery and armament, of which
the Baltimore is not least, and, in fact, inferior
to none. We have built, I say, iron-clad ves-
sels of sceming impreguability, and then we
bave manufactured guns with power suflicient
to bore holes through them and destroy them.
All this, my [rionds, is & mark of progress in
the arts aud sciences : and in the last few
years, my dear hearers, we have bullt up trusts
in almost ull branches of business and have
made millionaires of all connected with them.
No other nation on the face of the globe can
boast of such progress a8 we have made in this
particular. It will only be necessary to name
a few of the articles enhanced in value and re-
turning large profits to their producers through
the munificence of the trust system. I will
here mention in this connection—castor oil,
worsseed oil, soothing syrup and paregoric.
You will notice, my hearers, that these articles
aro all luxuries; and who among you that are
fortunate enough to be posscased of a baly or
two would think it a hardship to pay an ad-
vance of three or four cents on a bottle of
paregoric or castor oil in order to bo uble to re-
lieve the suffering of onr offspring.

“But, understand me, my fricnds, when 1
mention trust, I do not mean that you can buy
any of those things on trust. No jndeed ! You
must always bo prepared with the price.

“The meaning of trust in the Amorican
gense is trust no one but the “trust.” It isour
duty as patriotic citizons to gather all the pen-
nics we can and dump them into the laps of
these trusts and build up fortunes for them
and show to the older countries of the earti
what slow-plodding people they are. We will
show them, my hearers, while they have only
their milliongires we are making billicnaires.
It will not be long until when s member of
oneo of those trusts dies that the questiou of
how many millions was he worth will not be
asked, but how many billions ? See to it, my
friends ; do not let your patriotism lag, but be
vigilant in assisting in the forwarding of this
good and purcly American work, and show to
the world our great progressiveness, Let your
great aim bo to make a few men rich at the ex-
penso and by the patriotic belp of the many.
In union lies our strength.

“And then, my friends, we havo ‘‘corners.”
This is another purely Americun iostitution,
and is intended also for the udvancement of
tho few at the expense of the many. The cor-
nor is an adjunct of the trust, or ut least is in
sympathy with it, and receives matei nal neaiy-
tance from it in furthering its ¢uds. Wo look
with pride upon the vast achicvements cf the
corner and shout loud hozannas in praide of
our free American {ustitutions, and fiddle
while wo are being cornered on sll sides.

“Porhaps the biggest thing iu this Hue, my
frionds, is the Congressional corner, Our in.
toresta are cornered by the predominant party
in the intorests of the trust, and othor corners,
and in the interest of themselves and their im-
mediate frionds ; and by the suiferance of the
people they have power to legislate the bread
out of your mouths and those of your children,
and to logislate money into their own pockots
and their friends into places of honor and trust;
and by this same sufferance you sllow them to
unseat duly electad members whose majoritics
gometimes run into thousands and ssat theis
friends who will make better workers in the
corner than those unseated, and, with & due
regard to their patriotic instincts, keep onw eye
closed to the interests of their coustituents aud
the other open to the ecmoluments arising from
their actions. You allow them to enact Jaws
taxiog directly everything you eatund woar
and in any way use, and they ask you im the
language of an old patriot of this class what
are you going to do about it ?

“And again, my hearers, you have your po-
litical corners. The most of you, perhaps, stay
at home and allow your primarics to be man-
aged by a fow designing politicians who make
a ticket in their own interesta and insist upon
your voting it. You sometimes kick at this
mode of procedure, but this is unpatriotic.—
We should take into consideration that if we
had availed ourselves of the privilege afforded
us and attended to our duties as American citi-
zons we should have had a voice in making the
ticket and in keeping in check thoss with evil
designs,

““While we are & groat people, Mr. Chair-
man, we are & vory liberal people. See with
what great liberality this free and indepondent
people treats our telegraph and telephooe com-
panies, I will venture to say, sir, that no such
liberality is shown by any other nation. We
allow them to lop off our shade trees and plant
their unsightly poles in front of our residences
and string a ret-work of wires along them,
affording a sure resting and abiding place for
the kite of young Americans, and you do not |
ask them in return ome cent of revenue, but
pay them tke exorbitant charges for their ser-
vice to the enhaucement of their dividends to
an enormous extent. Even our own ‘“Post-
master John" is said to have made a million
dollars some timesince on our sale of telephono
stock in Philadelphis, and did not miss his
Sunday School lesson on Sunday morning,
elther,

“But, Mr. Cbairman, while tho unsightly
poles aud net-work of wircs is a matter of
great grievance to the cities, I am still a strong
advocate of the telephone, for while the citles
may suffer tv a considerable extent in the mat-
ter just alluded to, the telephone is certainly &
great blessing to the rural districts, and lere,
Mr. Chairman, allow me fo digress for a mo-
ment while I illustrate,

“When I was 8 young man I had to tramp as
far a8 six or eight miles in the night when I
wanted to have a chat with my girl ; but look
at the change, Mr. Chairman, wrought by sci-
ence. A young man wishing to have a little
talk with his girl draws up a high stool to the
phone, gives a turn or two to the arank, and
some one at the other end hollows :

“‘Hel-lo! Isthat you, Sallie?’

“‘Yea! I8 that you, John?

“!Yes ; how is your father, Sallie?

*‘He ia well.’

“'‘How is old Towser ?'

“‘He is well, too, and as cross as father. Now
listen, John; Mr, Jones' clerk, at the Iron
Front, was ocoming to see me the other even-
ing, and just as he got into the yard Towser
caught him by the leg. Father ran out and
made 8 kick at Towser, but missed him and
took Mr. Jones in the part of his anatomy that
he ases to it on and landed him clear out in
the road, and poor Mr. Jones wen$ limping
back home. Ha! ha/ '

* The audacions, meddling scoundrel, Berved
him right! I wish Towser had chewed his
head off !’

“And the conversation is continned without
the fear of father or Towser.

“This is the way it is dons yow-a-days, Mr.
Chairman, Just think for a moment of the
saving in vitality, and of the saving In shoes
and ‘clothing in general. No more ripped pan-
taloons in climbing fences; no more staying
out Iate of nights, and, Mr, Chairman, you can-
not fail to note how much safer it is; no toes
of Wo. 10 boots to avold ; no danger of being
chewaed by the faithfal watehdog while slip-
piog ont the back way ; no picking of bird-{
shot out of the saly, of your lugs upoa your
arrival at home. Of ali &a inventions and im.
provements made in the peat fow years, I
think, sir, the telephome is the greatest bepe-

faotion to the ioung men of cur rural distriols,
“And now, Mr, , aking igto eon-

sideration our vast sdvancement in the arts
and sciences, the vast increass in population as
shown by our present census, the vast amount
of enterprise exhibited by our people ; our
magnificont navy ; our woll-equipped and well-
drilled standing army ; our m snt, fishing
and oyster navies ; and, eir, the large and over-
flowing amount of patriotiam that is pent up
in our bosoms thres hundred and sixty-four
days ih the year, is it any wonder, sir, that we
all, small and great, feel like having & goad
time on this our great Independence Day ? Is
it any wonder, alr, that the brewer’s wagon is
loaded heavier on this day than on any other
day iu the year? Ia it, sir, to be wondered at
that the saloon-keepers put on three or four.
extra bar-tenders on this dey? Is it any won-

Whither 1—=Difficulties of the Question—-
What Sclence Says—Booked by the Fates
—Rushing Around—Professor Briggs Puts
the Query—What Woman is Doing—How
Kve Coerced Adam—A New Yourth of
July—-Condensed Poem.

BALTIMORE, June 27th, 1890,

“\Where are yon going this summer 7 is the
general and familiar question that has been
ringing in the ears of thousands of our people,
for anumber of woeks past.

are nlways arranged for the benefit of those
who are utterly impecunious.

But the odd thing ubout these journeyings
of the multitudes of people, who are rushing
about over the earth in this festive manner, is
tho fact that it would really Le a very difficult
natter for any one of them to give an explic-
itly correct answer to the question as to
whither he was going. ~ For thoagh every indi-
vidual traveler may have some point of desti-
pation in view, he is also proceeding towards
one or more goals that lie quite beyoud his in-
tentious, while even the convict in his cell,
and the dead in their graves, are likewise per-
forming most complicated journeys.

In the first place, science informs us tbat
the earth carries us around with her in her
duily revolutions, so that, if we could only lift
up our feet and stand still wo would, in effeet,
go ull the way around the world every twenty-
four hours. Aud besides this, the earth and
the woon are said to be waltzing with cach
other aroond the suno, at the average rate of
gighteen miles # second. And tben, further-
wors, tho sun, with ail its planets und other
attendauts, is reputed to be making headway,
towards a point in the constellation Hercules,
nt n pace of twenty thousand miles an hour.—
Besides which it ia decinred that Hercules him-
sel is taking all the systems of stars that cirele
around him, off to somo other portion of space
at present unknown. '

How, then, amid this complication of move-
ments, can anyone even conjecture whither he
is traveling, considering the question with re-
ference to tho points of the compass, weroly ?
And it has numerous other aspects, besides.—
How muny persons know, when they take pas-
sage lor anywhere, whither they are booked—
by tho Futss—for collision with an iceberg; or
for turn down an cmbankment, like the affair
at Child’s Station, the other day ; or for & spot
in tho path of a cyclone, or in & region of some
cpldemic ?

How many koow whither they are going
when they marry, or form friendships, or break
old ties, or embark in any new enterprise?
Who knows whether he is heading for a life
time of happiness, or one of sorrow, when he
suts out in any career 7 And whon ho receives
his passport for that journoy which every one
must take into the world beyond, who is ever
able to tell us anything very definite con-
corniog his point of destination? It is cer-
tainly very odd for the whole civilized world
to bo rushing around so frantically without
knowing any more than it doesabouat this busi-
ness, :

8o between his Presbyterian theory of compul.
sory through tickets to heaven or the diabolical
regions, snd & more or less extended sojourn in
the precinets of Purgatory, we muet make our
own election.

The closing exercises of our Women's Col-
leges and High Schools, and the scheme foren-
dowing a department for women in our Johns
Hopkins University, togeter with all the great
projects and enterprises which women have
been engineoring of late, bave given & new
impetus to the question of the destiny of femi-
pinity in the near future. And the spectacle
of & young woman carrying off the highest
honors from her masculine competitors, at one
of the great English universities has added in
an slarming degree to the force of the inquiry
as to whither woman is golng.
