$TUDY THE F1GUREs,—Our readers will un-
derstand the enormity of the pension legisla-
tion when some figures are considered. Great
Britain will in 1390 pay anoually for army
and navy pensions $160,000,000; Frauce, $183,-
000,000 ; Germauy, $114,000,000; Russia, $123,-
000,000, The United States will pay $210,000,-
000 at least: perhaps more. And this for a
naval and military establishment in a Stato of
profound peace, with neither any army nor &
navy that could make an impression upon any
seventh-class power in tho world. This, we
are oflicially informed by the leador of the
pension movement, is ouly a part of the sol-
diers’ “rights”—the greater remains behind.—
We are to have a prisoners-of-war-bill, to cost

%i3.0ne of the most beautiful stars in the
sky,and one that has been admired in every
age of tho world, is the star called Vega, in the
constellation of the Lyre. It is remarkable
for tho exceedingly delicate tint of blue in its
light. This star may be seen almost directly
overhead at midnight in the middle of the
summer, and with its soft radiance it forms
ono of the most charming features of the celes-
tial luudscapes at that season. The distance of
Vega, according to Dr. Elkin's measurement, is
about 97 light-years, or more than 6,000,000
times the distance of the sun; and since we
know that light varies inversely as the square
of the distance, it is easily scen that Vega
really pours forth more light than 900 suns
liko ours combined ! Its heat is undoubtediy
in the samo proportion, so that if the earth
should come as near to Vega as it is to the sun,
we should wither into cinders before the fierce
biue gush of its overpowering rays.
