We were not a little surprised in perusing the
Hagerstown Muil of l1ast week to flnd an emi-
nently just article laudatory of tho Hon.

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NO STRIKE ORDERED.

The Supreme Council of Fedoration of Labor,
whick was in session at Terra Haute, Indiana,
the past week, after mature deliberation con-
cluded not to order a strike upon the New
York Central Railroad. The Council, however,
sustainoed Grand Master Workman Powderly in
all he had done to Lkave the discharged men
again employcd. The Council decided that
under tho luws of the Order no action could
be taken. All that could be done was to give
moral sapport. The Council roundly con-
demned Vice Prosident Wabb, of the New
York Central. When Mr. Webb was called
upon for his opinion as to the action of the
Council he said :

“Thelrs was the only wise course to tuke. There
was no principle iuvoived in which they could be
fnterested, The entire trouble was local in char.
acter, and had nothing whatever to do Wwith orgau-
ized labor. Whether the Knights of Labor will now
take further steps will make but little difference.—
There are only a few Knights in the employ of the
New York Central. It Isa queer commentary that
the Supreme Council of the Federation can find no
grievance upon which to order a strike; yet they
censure the New Yotk Central and its officlals.—
They also decline to give any support to thestrikers,
but appesnl to the public to furnish it. This I think
embodies all I have to say.”

Asto tho demand of the Knights of Labor
that the Now York Centrul Company should
submit to the organization all the reasons for
tho discharge of the men, the St. Louis Glohe-
Democrat Bays : '

“The contention that the (rallroad) company
onght to give the express reasons for the discharge
of these men {in whose behalf tho Knights have
nom!oaily struck) and submit thesufiiciency thereof
to arbitration is mauifustly improper. A corpora-
tion cannot fairly be asked to ronder such an_ ac-
count of it ordinary business proceedings, and to
thus practically surrender the right to control s
own affalrs In its own way)”

The New York State Board of Meditation
and Arbitration on the 28th notified the New
York Central authorities, as well as Grand
Master Workman Powderly, to have witnesses
before the Board in New York city on Tuesday
noxt, Scptember 24, to examine into the strike
and ascertain whether the strikers were dis-
charged because they wero Knights of Labor,
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THE TARIFIT BARONS AND THE
FARMER,

Another effect of the deal made with the
tarif Barous by which Quay, Dudley et al.
fried the fat out of them, is the advance in the
price of baling wire. The manufacturers have
put up tho price 25 per cont. to the great in-
jury of farmers of all sections of the country.
The tariff, which tho Democrats endeavored to
reduce, places a duty on imported wire rang-
ing, nceording to size, from 1} to 3 cents per
pound. Of course a tax of from $33.60 to $67.-
20 per ton on the forcign-made wire enablos
the combination of tariff lords to put up the
price whore they want it at the season of the
year when they expect a brisk demand. If the
foreign wire could come in free of this burden
the poor farmer would not now be snbject to
thisarbitrary advance of 25 per cent for the
beneflt of wealthy Pittsburg tariff lords.

Fighting the Fervid Fiend—Ths Day of
Reckoning—Monkton Morality—Satan at
Timonium — Extent of His Stamping-
Grounds—A Question for the Menkton
Preacher—Senator Vance on Protection in
Edoen—Business.and Politios.

Ohancellor as to Lutherville, foeling satisfied that
the citizens of that beautifal town wiil 100k upon it
in the proper light ; as we are sure its geople are
too intelligent to do otherwise. Lutherville is
emerging from the *ville” condition, and it must
now take its J)lma among the expandln towns of
the State, and so charmingly sitnated, within twenty
minutes ride over one of the best built and condnc-
ted rallways in the world, to the great city of Balt!-
more, Dr, Chancellor’s roport is as follows:

Ina recent investigation into thae sanitary condl-
dition of several towns and villages in the Siate, my
attention has been particulary directed to the fact
that & large proportion of the drainage from the
privies, pig-pens and stables of Lutherville, Baltl-
more county, finds its way into the head waters of
Roland run, and thence directly into Lake Roland,
ono of the sources of watcr supply to Baliimore
city. This circumstance is fraught with so much
dabger to localities In the city supplled with water
from this particular source that I bave deemed It of
sufiiciont {mportance to call togethor the Executive
Committee of the Board and submit for thelr con-
sideration the following: ‘Beautifully eituated
on the Northern Central Rallway, about two
miles nbove Lake Roland, and ten miles north
from Baltlmore, Lutherville wounld seem to
offer, by its select position, pecullar advantages as a
summer resort. Kxposed by its elevated position
to invigorating breezes, from whatever direction the
wind may blow, thie lovely spot appears to be par-
ticularly favored by nature to bo a fit resting-place
for tired brain workers and all persons in search of
health and healthful surroundings. ‘The village has
a resident population of about flve hundred, which
1s nearly doubled during the summer months.—
T'here are quite a number of attractlve resldences,
soveral large boarding-houses or summer hotels,
some of which are situated on the helghta from
which magnificlent views may be obtalned of the
purrounding country, and a rapidly-incroasing num-
ber of isolated summer cottages acattered here and
thore on the undulating grounds.

NO SYSTEM OF BEWERAGE,

There 18 no system of sewerage, nor is there a
gnblic water supply. Each indlvidual cotiage,
oarding-house and residence has its own supply of
water derived from wells and springs. All are sub-
,lect to the eame annlturi conditions and surround.
pge. Each building takes care, In a more or less
imperfect manner, of its liqnid and semi-liquid
household refuse. As a rule each cottage and board-
ing-houss has its own water-tight or loaching cece-
00], but to avoid the annoyance of freqnent empty-
ng or pumpicg out, I am informed that these cose-
ools are, for the most part, provided with over-
ows, allowing the surplos lignid waters to eoak
away into the ground or run in pipesor open gutters
{nto Roland run, which skirts the town at ita lower
level to the porth and west, while the solids are re-
tained in the cesspool an indefinite time, The
villagers more often drain thelr waste waters upon
the surface of the ground near their honses, and use
for the solld excretal matters tho old-fashioned
privies, some of which were foond to be In an ex-
tremely unsanitary and disgusting condition. Of
the two methods, however, the last, though uneight.
ly, is, when properly cared for, the safest. The cess-
oo) or cesspit method is attended with pecullar
azard, not only to the wollsand springs of the town,
but also to the waters of Lake Roland, which,
through Roland run/gventually receives a large pro-
portion of the dralnage from these places, as well
as the offal and liguid Alth thrown upon the surfaco
of the ground in the immediate vicinity of the
gtream. Other sources of contamination are nu-
morous pig-pone, cow barna and stables, which, for
the most part, drain directly Into the stream.

MENACE TO PUBLIC HEALTH.

1t should be well nnderstood that putrefying flth
of whatever character in the Immediate neighbor-
hood of human habitations is a standing menace to
the ?ubllc health, and while this applies even to the
smallest eingle habitations or isglated cottages, it 1s
particularly applicable to large boarding-houses or
of summer hotols, where & considerable number
of people congregate annually for pleasure or health,
With few exceptions this law has been violated at
Lutherville, and the fact that the place has up to
this time enjoyed comparative immunity from in-
fections dlsease mnst be explained to a large oxtent
by its excoptional nawnral advaniages.

Privy vaults as well as leaching cesspools are
abominations which should be no longer tolerated
in auy civilized community, ospecially when they
serve to polson drinking water derived from wells
or springs, ot to pollute the trihutarice of any wator
su})plg used for drinking or dletetic purposes. Itis
s fundamental principle that all filth incident to
human life should be removed thoroughly and im-
med!ately, or at least before putrefactive decompo-
nition begine.’ With privy vaults, cesspits, pig-pens,
&, abouudlnf. the gonoral hoalth wlll neccssarily
be affected. It is from cxcretal sewage that we
have most to fear, for it s iu such matters that dis-
ense induclng germs arc most fre uenn?' found.—
At this time, when we know that therc I8 at least
one centre of infection in Lutherville, and wells and
springe and water supplies that arc In danger of
being affocted should be diligently watche and
kept free from all possible surface defilement and
underground pollution.

" DANGER FROX TYIi01D FEYER.

1t I» & well ascertained fact that sewage if not in-
fectod with gorms of discase at one time may be-
como infected at another timo, and therefore the
draluage from the population of Lutherville I8 an
over present danger to the heaith and lives of all
who are farnished with water from Lake Roland,
and espociaily at a time when typhoid fever exlets
in the village. I1tistrue that running water may
have its ordinary sewage matter destroyed in a
messure by a retroversion of its elements to organic
forms, but there is overwhelming evidence to slow
that this puritying inflnence cannot be relied upon
to protect from specific germe of Infection. The
epidemics recorded by Murchison, page 449, ot le%..
at Festinlog, jn 1868, and in Dundece in 1b04; by
Prof, ¥rankliand at Louscn, Bwitzerland, in 1880, and
finally the Plymouth (Pennsylvania) epldemicin the
spring of 1885, where twelve hundred persons were
stricken down and more than ong_hundred, out of
a population of seven thousand, diod 1n a few weeks
from typhold fever occasloned by the dejectlons of
» single patient suflering with the discase bulnﬁ
washed into the stream miles above the town whic
it supplied with water, pointto sewage matter in
drinking water as an clement of great danger. Re-
cent experiments, moreover, show that dilution
does not dissolve and dissipate the matter into in-
noculty, a8 the typhus miasm is dlesipated by ventl-
laticn. It is there, and although ono tumblerful
may not contain it, another wiil.

GUARD THR WATER BUPPLY.

As we cannot dlat!ngulah between infected and
non-infected sewage, t eonlr orfectly safe course
{8 tu prevent as far as possible any sewage matter
entering the source or tributary of a water suggly.
1n a report made to the Local Government Board of
England in 1874, Prof. Frankland says: ‘Rivers of
flowing water which contalns any {Jroportlon. how-
evor small, of sowago or animal contamination
should be considered as suspicions or doubtfal, and
any such water which is known from actual inspec-
tion to rocelve sewagse either discharged into it di-
rectly, or mingling with its surface drainage, must
Ye régarded as dangerous drinking water.’

Mr. Simon, the distingnished English sanitarian,
who rightly {nsists upon & high standard of purity
for drinking water, 1o his second annual report to
the city of London observes that: ‘We canuot ex-

oct to find the effect of Impurewater always sud:

en and violent. The results of the contlnued
imbibition of pollnted water are indeced often grad-
ual and may elude ordinary observation, yot be not
the less resl and appreclable by close inquiry. In
fact, it In only when striking and vioclent effects are
produced that public attention is arrested; the
minor and more ineidious but not less certaln evile
are born with theindifference and apathy of custom.’

Many persons are siill to be found who belleve
that if water s bright and clear, and not unpleassnt
to the taste, it must be good: whilst it has been
proved over and over again that such water may be
polluted with unspeakable flith, and that an cxcoss
o’f briliancy and lightness is sometimes a suspiclous
sign.

8U GGESTIONS FOR PRACTICE.

Evidently wisdom lies in striving to removp all
sources of contamimation from wator supplics;
therefore, in closing this report I submit the follow-
ing sanEeutlonI:

1 at the State Board of Health should ns far
as practicable cause the abatement or discontinu-
auce of every nuisance existing at Lotherville,
whereby the water of Lake Roland is likely to be
fonled. This may be done by enforcing the Act of
1886, Chapter 6, entitled ‘An Act to prevent the pollu-
tion of streams, etc.'

2.. That all dprlvlol. pig-pens, cow barne, slangh-
tor-honses and stables near any stream or the triba-
tary of any strcam emptying into Lake Roland
should be removed, or so constrncted and kept as
ntot to croaie anv nulsance or to drain Into the
stream.

4. That all decomposing animal and vegotable
mattor, such as manure heaps, should be protected
from the rain by a simple roof or covering, thereby
preventing soakage which will drain into the stream.

4, That when old-fashioned privies are used they
should be kept dry and odorless by the wse of dry
earth and 1ime, and all deposits should be frequent-
1y removed.

5. That no fllth, wasto water or slops should be
emptied noar to or allowed to draln into the stream,
and if emptied or dlscharged on the ground remote
from tho stream the point of discharge should fre-

uantlﬁ chamged in order to prevent saturation of
the soll,

6. That all.cesspools without cemonted sldes and
bottoms, and all pig-pens, cow barns, stables and
slaughter-houses without floors impermeable to
‘water, and al! cesspita or mero holes in the ground
for tho reception of excretsl matter,shounld be aban-
doned, and nader no clrcumstances ahounld the drain-
age from such places be allowed to flow over the
sarface or saturate the soll near any well, spring
stream orother source of water supply, or any pon
of water from which ice in gathored for household
or dlstetic purposes.

7. If cesapits, cesspools er vauits aro used for ox-
cremental matters, a bad practice, the contents
should never be aliowed to acoumulate and overflow.
bat such places shonld be freguently emptied an
disinfocted and the contents carried far from any
source of water supply. Excremental matters de-
BOllted on the surface, or In boxes or pails, shoul

s constantly covered with dr{ourth or ashes, an
removed at least once a week to a point remote from
n{y source of water supply, and always deposited in
a fresh spot.

8. It should be remembered that the beneficial
cleansing power of earth doos not continue for An
indefinite period. Boil is llable to be overdosed
with filth, and is then unable to carry on this purl-
fying action, so that animal and vegetable matiers
in a state of decomposition will pass throngh 1t un-
changed, Its particles require rest and free expos-
ure to the air before it recovers its expended
powers.”

The present statue law is fully adequate for the
smergenocy. Tlie Act of 1888, Chapter &, 1s ample to
put a stop to flow of the sewage from ceu;;looll. pig-
pens, slaughter-houses and the like into the water,
and punish by heavy fina those who permit sewage
o run into the same, and to enable the Beard of
Health to abate such nnisances. The Act of 1880,
Chapter 633, sscitons 4 and 6, gives anthorlty to that
Board to make all noedful regulations rospecting
puisances, sources of Alth and canses of sicknenss,
&o., and the violation of these rules s made pan-
ishable by ine and imprisonment.

Before precesding to take measures of a punitive
character, I wouid advine a notification by the Hec-
rotary to all persons whoso premises are ¥n & state
of nulsance, or whoso arrangement for carryllig off
sewage 18 open to the condemnation of the Board
of Health under the 1aw, 10 remedy the defective
condition of things, In accordance with the regula-

Dr. Chancellor will act on suggestionsof Attornoy-
General White, and will at once sorve noticos on
all perrone who are polluting the stream In question,
They will be allowed 15 days to remove the canee
for complaint, after which time, unlces exceliont rea-
sons are given for its not bel‘nf: done, they will be
prosecuted according to the law, Dr. Chancellor
will personally suporvise the work, and after the
nuisance s done away with will sec that nothing
offensive goes into the stream. He wlil leave
for Cumberland and Lonaconing to investigate
some cases of nulsance, after which he wlill go
up to Preston, Harford counti, to investigate an
outbreak of diptherla which it ia feared will become
epidemlc. Upon his return Lutherville will receive
his attention,

Mr. R, K. Martin, Chief Enginoer ot the Water
Department, was asked about the passage of a law
to enforce protection to the streams supplying Loch
Ravon and Laks Roland. *‘Ever since 1851, he said,
“] have been trylng to get the right law passed, but
have not succeeded. At the time the Gunpowder
works were put in operation I wanted to procure a
groteetlve law, but was defeated every time. The

i1l seemed to have been traded off every tima it was
submitted, and I am informed that prominent mem-
bers of the Legislature from Baltimore city were in-
torested in the trade which defeated the bill. Pinal-
lﬂy, 8 law was passed 1n 1888 relating to the whole

tate but vesting authority in the Circonit Courts.—
I do not believe this law isoperative In the way de-
sired, though Dr. Chancellor thinks it gives sufil-
clt;xét authority. 1 would llke to see a test case
made,

I bhave a man who patrols the streams emptying
into both Loch Raven and Lake Roland, who re-
ports all nulsances, and I immediately take steps to
remove them. I do not belleve much pollution
reaches the streams. Occaslonally a dead animal

ota in, but it is removed as soon as it becomes

nown, The city paid the Warren Faetory Company
$2,500 to remove its nuisances 8o asnot to drain into
the Gunpowder. Ido notbelieve that much lth is
emptied into theGnnYowdor from the papor mills
along the stroam. All the cltizons of Baltimore are
{nterested in this matter, and I do not care to be
. brooght out prominently.

When it was declded to allow a boathonso and
rowing on Lake Roland I objected, but it was said
that rowing would not polluto the water,and it does
not, but then when people are rowing they pitch
watermelon rinds and other refuse Into tha water,
and often spit, I objected to permission belng
given for the erection of the boathouse, bat per-
misslon was glven, all the members of the Water
Board voting for it except one—Mr. Hunter.”
