FARMERS’

The following is the provisions of the Far-
mers’ Exchango e¢stablished at the Farmers’
Alliance held in Baltimore last week :

“The name shall be the IFarmers’ Alliance
Exchange of Maryland, (limited,) and aball
have power to exist for ninety-nine years.—
The domicile of the corporation shgll be in
Baltimore, :nd all citations and legsl proceed-
ings shall be served upon the President or Vice
President or Secretary. The purpose is to con-
duct a general mercantile and brokerage busi-
ness, and to act a8 agonts for the purchase and
sale of all kinds of farm supplies; to erect,
munage and operate warchouses, stock-yards,
grain elevators and packing establishments ;
to manufacture guano or other fertilizers, nnd
all other such enterprises as may be found
necessary or advisable to their profit and bet-
terment.

The capital stock of the corporation is to be
$30,000, divided into shares of $10 each, the
business to be begun at the pleasure of the al-
liance any timo sfter $5,000 of thecapiral stock
has been subscribed. The shares are to be
takon not by individuals, but by the various
sub-alliances in tho State, and are to be held in
the namo of such allisnce. The subordinate
alliances are not to be held responsible for the
faults of the exchange except to the extent of
the unpaid amount of the capital stock sub-
scribed for by it. The capital astock Is to be
used only for the purchuase of gocds, and is not
to be applied to sniaries or other purposes. All
ordera from individuals inust go through the
sub-alliance, of which such individusl i8 &
momber, to the State agent. Under the plan
each sub-alliRnce is bound to bocome a sub-
scriber to the capital stock in the following
proportion: Those having less than thirty-
five members shall take filve shares; from
thirty-fivo to sixty.-five members, ten shares;
sixty-five to ninety-five members, twenty
shares. But this apportionment shall not pre-
vent any alliunce from taking uas many shares
as it chooses.

Each sub-alliance is entitled to one trustee,
elected annually. When three alliances in any
county elect trusteces they will then be entitled
to a connty trustee stockholder, who shall rep-
resent the county at all meetings of the stock-
holders of the exchange. The county trustee
stockholders are to hold annusl meetings at
the same time and place of the State Alliance,
but may call & meoting whenever it is deemed
nocessary. Each county is to have a businesa
agent through whom the business of that
county must be done. His pay is to be regu.
lated by the Board of Dircctors for the county.

The State Trustoes will annually elect seven
Stato Directors from theif own number.—
These in turn will eloct a President, Vice-
President, Secretary and Treasurer. These
directors aro to have full authority in the maun-
agement of the exchange, fixing the commission
to be charged, regunlating salaries, &c.

Tho capital stock may be increased to $200 -
at any timo by a two-thirds vote of the stock-
holders. If the corporation should dissolve by
limitation or from other causes, tho stock shall
be returned through the county and sub-trus-
tees to the original contributors.”
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GEN. GRANTS REMAINS.

The resolution passed by the Senate for the
removal of tho remains of Gen. Grant to Arl.
ington Cemetery, was favorably reported in the
House on Thursday, 14th. The New York
delegation in the House will fight the removal.
Mrs. Grant will offer no opposition to the re-
moval if Congress so devires. Although the
New Yorkers bave 3150,000 to erect a mona-
ment, no movement is made for that object,
and the condition of the neglected grave is a
disgrace to the great city of New York. Mrs.
Grant desires that her remains shall repose
alongside those of her distinguishod husband,
which is entirely proper. If the body of Gen.
Grant is placed in the Arlington Cemetery, it
would be out of the usual ordor of things that
a lady’s body should be in such a spot, but that
would be a matter of small moment. If the
New Yorkers had intended to build a monu-
ment to the hero's memory they had better be
