James L. McLaue, President, has purchaeed & con-
trolling interest in the Balumore and Powhatlan
Railroad. They will at once take charge of the
latter and operste it In connection with their Ed.
mondson Avepue line. The Baltimore and Powha-
tan roed exiends from West Baltimore and Payron
Streets to Powbhatan, Baltimore county, via the
flourishing villages of Calverion, Highland Park,
Wetheredsville and Franklintown, & disrance of
about reven miles.

It is understood that the North Baltimore Rallway
Compsany intends at an early day to convert their
new purchase intoan electric line, and hgvenlrendy
oontracted with the Wenstrom Electric Company to
furnish the necessary power. The immense works
of the latter, near the formerly famous Five Milla,
are rapidly nearing completion, and it is expected
that they will be ready to commence operations
early next year.

Ratlway.—Thomas Ogle has broug t suit against
ihe President, Managers and Company of the Bal-
timore and Yorktown Turnpiko road, claiming
$5.000 damages for Injuries alleged to have been re-
ceived by being forclblr vjected from cve of the
Company's cars. The plainuff clajms that Novem-
ber 15th 1ast he entered one of the defendant’'s cars
for the purpose of riding to Waverly, After he got
on the car the driver, who also acted as conduclor,
asked him for his fare, The plaintiff said he had
already placed his fare in the box or slide provided
for the purpose, and refused to pay his faro agalin,
The driver then, the bill charges, foreibly ejected
him from the car,by which action be ciaims he
rustained great injury.

Wilkons Avonue Extension.—Inthe Baltimore
Sun of the 9th reference was made to the impor-
tance of the extension of Wilkens Aveuue,to which
the JOURNAL has referred for the past twenty years,
There is no doubt the extension described would
have the most beneficial effect upon proper?
through which it would traverse,and a correspond-
ing good effect upon all connguous property, mak-
ing all the lands more valuable and thus consid-
erably enlarging the texable basis of the county.—
The Sun says:

“When the extension of Wilkens Avenue west
from Gwynu's Falls was projected, in 1860, it wus
gmposed that the Patapsco, st Orange Grove,on the

altimore and Ohio Kailroad, should be s termi-
nus, Circumstances preveuted its completion fur-
ther than the Rolling Road. Recently, atthe house
of Mrs. Richard Norris, in Howard county, direct)
west of Orange Grove, 8 company assembled, whic
included H. G. Welty, Bridge Evgineer and Bur-
veyor of Frederick county, who suggested the ex-
tension ot ihe avenue from & point on the property
of Mr. C. Morton Stewart, directly south of the
dwelling ; thence through the Empeny of the late
Judge Glenn, then through the property of Mr,
Richinrd Cromwell, Jr., then through the land of
the Girl’s Country Home, and theuce for o short
dwrtunee through the Glent estate to o fnt on
Hilton Avenue, hear Orange Grove Station, and
from the latter point on Hillon Avenue, by & gentle
curve, to the top of abluff a few bundred feet enst
of Orange Grove Station, from which bluff a bridge
would be started. To this point there would be no
grade over 8 feet 10 the 100, and most of the road
would be straight.

1t s now proposed to lny out thix road 60 feet wide
and to put 20 feet in trnvellng order as soon as the
funds are raised, The bridge wii! pase the tracks
of the Baltimore and Ohio overhead, will be 18 eet
wide and 60 feet high and about 600 feet long. from
the biuff on the Baltimore county side to a similar
bluff on the Howard countir side, and will be sup-
pnrtcd by two plers, in addition to the abutments.
The plers will be iron cylinders flled with concrete
and the bridge plates wlil rest upon the concrete.

On the Howard county slde it will pass near the
stream known as “The Cascades,” requiring the
strengthening the banks of the stream in reveral

laces, and possing on through the landa of Mrs,

orris. Mr. R. . smith. Leonidan Levering and
Mrs. Charles R, White, will reach the old county
road leading from Ellicott City to Klkridge Land-
ing. To this point the entire length of the road
fnl)lm the Kolling Road will ba a litule shortof three
miles.

It is then proposed by making & new road of less
than & mile in length to connect with the entire
system of county roads between the Frederick
Turnplke and the Washingion Turnpike, and pro-
ceeding westward to the north of Clarksville to
connect with the county road leading to Triadel-
phia, in Montgomery couunty.

The result of tnis improvement will, it is argued,
give the couaties of Montigomery, lioward and Bal-
timore a connection of the greatest value, far ru-

erior 10 that of the Washington Rond, and hardly
uferfor to that of the Frederick Turnpike, 1t wiil
brirgs the farms between ‘I'rladelphia and the Pa-
tapsco River trom six roiles to two miles nearer the
ety than at present, and it will open up on both
sides ot the river a country which is sald to be un-
surpassed in the neighborhood of any scaboard cliy
for suburbun development, The country through
which it goes has everything to make it attractive—
wood, water, soil and iandscape beauty, and above
atl, no mainria. 1t will, it is sald. lmmeusely in-
crease the taxable basis, The expense ot the bridge
wil] be from $22.000 1o $24 000, and the construction
of the road about §11,000, It 8 understood that one
of the property owners has guaranteed to ralse
5,000 if the two counties will subseribe §10,000 each,
Tho plaus and estimstes are in possession of Mr.
Johin Glenn, of Baltimore." .

The Stansbury Oase.—Judge Irving, of the
Court of Appeals, on Friday, 5th inst., rendered the
following oplnion in the matter of Eudocia Bians-
bary vs. John Hobner and others. The Court
ordered that the pro forma decres of the Clrcuit
Court for Baltimore County, in equity, dated SBep-
tember 17th, 1800, from which an apbeal was taken,
be reversed with costs, and the canse is remanded.
The oplulon was as follows : y

Thie in & bill in equity upon a cause atated to pro-
cure the apecific performance of a coutract for the
gale of 1and. ‘I'be porchaser has refused to comply
ou account of & suppuscd defect ju the vendor's title.
The nppullant claima titlc under the wilt of her hus-
band, oomas Stansbury, (the younger,) who was
devisee of the property now imvulved, and the wiil
of Thomas Biansbury, 8r., made in November, 1818,
The will of Thomas Btanspury, (the younsger,) hne-
band of the apgellant. was made March 81st, 1856,
The clanse of the will of Thomas Stansbury, Br.,
which gives rise to the sult, is as follows: *Igive
and beguoath unto Deborah Stansbary and Anne
Powor, my danghters, all that tract of Jand whereon
{ now live, called “Danlel's Gift,” together with
»Carr’s Lot'* and “Tracy’s Park,” during thelr natu.
ral lifc, aud at thetr decease the above three tracts
of land mentioned above, I will and give unto my
grandson, Thomas Stansbory, son of mg somn John,
excepting tho paris hereaftor bequeathed to him
aud the heirs of his body, so Jong s they hold and
till the same. Should he die without heirs of hie
body my will and deeire is that mg graudson, Thos.
'l‘a;lor. should bave it, him, bhis heirs forever, and
if Thomas sbould die without an helir then the
aforementioned land to fall unto my grandson, Jas.
Taylor, to him, his helrs and assigns forever.” The
questlon in the case arises on the coustruction and
uffuct of the words *so long as they hold and till the
same,” which follow the words *to the heirs of his
body.” This devise was of an estate tall general to
Thomas Stansbury, Jr., and the only contention s
an to the operation of the words which follow the
Hmitation of tho estate to the heirs of Thomas
Stansbury’s body. By regular conveyanco in which
all partios interested united, this estate tail was on
August 14th, 1817, docking and turned Intoafesin
f'homas Binnsbury, Jr. The life tenants are all
deund, and Thomas Stansbary, Jr., dled in 1857, leav:
ing an heir of his body, who is now dead, but by
his will dated as hereinbefore stated, he gave all his
property of every kind to his wife, the appellant,
who has continually held and tllied the same, and
since hor husband's death. The contract under
which she agroed to sell to the aprellaut was dated
Muy 98th, 1850, These facts are ail part of the case
stated. ‘There can be no doubt that the testator in-
tended to give the property to his grandson, Thos,
Siansbury, and the heirs of his body so long as he
had any, for there 18 no effort to devise over except
in falluro of such heirs. The devise over was bad
for wunt of proper restriction of such failure; and
wo oply advert to it for the purposs of noting the
fact that there was no aitempt to devise over to
take effect becanse of failure to hold and till the
lund, but only on fallure of heirs of the body. It
was a condition subsequent which waw attempted
to ba jmposed on the divisee and the heirs of his
body, aud that condition was, {n oor oplnlon, wholly
inoperative and vold, It was an attempt to do that
which the Jaw will not permit 1o be done. He un-
deriakes to present the way in which the property
was Lo bo enjoyed by the holders thoreof as his de-
visces in foe tall ; which estate bE tho docking of
tbe entnil has beceme a fee, and which estate by the
force of Act of 1820 would have descended as & fes
sven without the docking conveyances. For some
reason not disclosed, but possibly with the hope of
promoting thrift and preventing tho squandering of
the estate, the testator trios to prevent their faiinre
to cultivate the land and endeavors to insure its
being kept In the family by making ite resiriction a
condition of contlnulng tohold it. The devise is to
the grandeon “and to the helrs of his body so long
an they hold and till the same.” Manifostiyitis a
condition the testator designed should follow the
land into tho hands of the successive takorsas heirs
of the body of the deviseo, To “*hold" in that con-
nection must mean ‘‘to retaln,” “to keep." There
are moanings assigned to the word in Worcester's
Dictionary and are the only mearning which make
sense in this connection. In “Andrew’s Dictionary
of Law,” as relating to land, it is sald to embrace
the idca “*of actusl poasession ' The same anthor-
ity rays that In the habendum clause of & deed, “to
have and to hold," &c., the word **to hold" includes
the twofold idea of actual posses-lon of the thin
aud being invested with the legal title. The deflni-
tion in Burrell's Law Dictionary of the word “hold”
ie to the same effect.

In 7 Sargeant & Rawle, p 310 1L has the meaning
of “retain.” It would seem therefore to be a plain
attempt to restrain allenation which is void as
agaiust public policy. Conditionsare not sustained
when they are repugpant **tothe natnre of the estato
granted or wnfeigne upon the essential enjoyment
and independent rifhta of property, and tand mani-
festly to public inconvenience. A cor.ition an-
nexed toa conveyanco in fee or by dovise that the
pu:’(tl:l'macr or devisce ahould not alien is unlawful or
void."”

A Quesiion asto Taxes on Whiskey in Bond.
—The County Commissioners in making out the
levy of taxable properly in Baltimore county on
the 1st of May last, placed upon the tax-books the
following amounis as the vajuation of the stock in
trade of the different distilleries in Baltimore
county : Sherwood Distillery, $440,250 ; Melvale
Distiliing Company, $172.576 ; Stewart Distillery,
$116.000, The tax-books having been placed in the
hands of Mr, George W. Yellott, the Colleotor of
Taxes, with these amounts Jevied, be has to use his
utmont endeavor to collect thesame. The distillers,
howevar, refuse to pay laxes on whiskey in bond,
which they claim dves not belong to them. 'The
Collector hsving notified the partics will hold their
real eatate for the taxes due. Mr. Robert Stewart,
on behalf of the Stewart Distillery of Highland-
town, came before the County Commissioners on
Wedunesday, 10th inst., and tried to have his taxes
on real estate accepted, but the Commissioners re-
fuzed to interfere in the maitter, and thers will
probably be & sult inatituted (o determine the right
to collect taxea nn whiskey in the store houses. The
distillers are willing to pay the taxes on thelr real
estate, but do not care to pay taxes on the whiskey
in the bonded warehonses which they say doesnot
belong to them. .
