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For many years past our people
have been regretting the almost ex-
tinction of the diamond-back terra-
pin. - They have made laws for the
past twenty years to protect them
and increase the supply. The laws
we have are dead laws because not
enforced, and if they were enforced
there is no Jaw on the statue books
that protects them from their great-
est enemy, the farmers and land-
owners on the shores of our rivers
and creeks. -

They are the grestest destroyer of
the diamond-back, innccently and
without their knowledge. Yearsago
we had plenty of terrapins here, and
now scarcely any are to be had. In
the days when we had plenty of them
our farmers burnt their marshes off
in May, then the terrapin had taken
to.the water; now they burn them off
in February and March and kill the
terrapins in the marshes and scuore.

We were talking of this matter to
a man who spent 40 years of his life
in the water crabbing and fishing,
and asked what kind of a law would
protect our terrapin? We were ut-
terly surprised when hesaid: “Make
a law with a heavy penalty attached

" to it, “for any person to set fire to a

- marsh before May.” ™
credulous and so expressed ourselves.
He said the old terrapins go up
into the marshes in winter and bury

" in the mud very shallow. T'he young

-which are only azbout an mch or zo
long secrete themselves in the rotten
seaore and other material that lays in
rolls on thic ahore. T'he fire destroys
all the young over which it spreads,
and what few of the large oncs es-
cape in the marsh are always erippled
on the back.

To prove that he was right we
visited a2 marsh that had recently
been burned over, and there we found
the shells of scveral that had burned
to death, some of the shells were
found standing on end among myrtle
brushes and tussicks, showing their
efforts to get out of the fire.  Healso
showed us zeveral terripins amonyg ¢
lot he had that had been in the fire,
and the marks of the burns were us
plain on them as we ever saw them
on it person.

It would be well for our farmers
and others living on the water to beur
this in mind and put off the hurning
“of their marshes until the weather is
warm and the terraping out of the
marshes,

e
