- Mr. Truitt says that he left
“Milford some days after the cold
sweather in April and drove to Lewes.

On the route he ascertained that
nearly all the peaches in that section
had been killed, and examination of
orchards conyinced him of its truth-
fulness.  Going to- Georgetown by
rail, he drove to Millshoro, and found
on the route about one-cighth of a
crop of white peaches. :

Mr. Truitt’s observations at other
points were as follows: Milford, one-
fourth of & crop; from Luurel to
Salisbary, none; Seaford and Can<
non’s, one-eighth to one-tenth of a
crop; Bridgeville and Greenwood,
one-twentieth of a crop ; Fzrmington
and Harrington, one-eighth of u
crop, mostly white fruit. Mr. "I'ruitt
went over lurge parts of T'albot, Caro-
line and Queen Aunc’s counties in
Maryland. He thinks there is about
a fourth of a crop in T'albot und in
Carolive.  From Ridgely to Kenton,
in Delaware, many trees are dead and
others dying.  In Queen Anne’s the
grower: clain from one-third to one-
half of u crop;-and Mr. T'ruitt says
there are more peaches in this coun-
ty than in the whole State of Dela-
ware, all varicties being represented.
In Kent county, he does not believe
the crop will be over one-fourth.
The trees wround Kennedyville, in
1885 u noted peach station, snd in
the Sassafras region, have been de-
stroyed by the yellows. Clayton and
Brentford, Del., will not ship 30,000
baskets. - In-Kent county, Del., the
prospect is for a fourth of u crop.
Along the Deluware bay the orchards
are in fair condition.

In concluding his letter, Mr. Tru-
itt suys: “In aumming up the pros-
peets, I will say that 1 believe there
18 a prospect for one-quarter of u
crop of peaches, and no more, the
bulk of them being white.  Thecur-
culio is already at work., The June
drop (so-called) is yet o come, when
all muy fall.  In the two years past
we huve had immensza crops, and lust
year saw gmall, imperfect and wormy
fruit. The trees are exhausted, have
lost their vitality and need rest.
Growers ure willing to gather in dol-

The sced of
this plant closely resembles the zeed
of red clover, and the trouble has
been brought about by unserupulous
growers adulteratingclover seed with
the seed of the trefoil and placing it
o the market. Mr. W. Harrison
Newnani states that his seed were
not even adulterated but on half of
hig field he unknowingly sceded tre-
foil pure and simple. ~ Mr. Whitely,
near Chestertown and other farmers,
have a heavy crop of the plant. I're-
foil makes a vigorous growth, hus a
small yellow flower and will only be
eaten by stock while: the plant is
young and tender, and in the nearly
total abseuce of clovor or grass, T'his
is a compuaratively new swindle prac-
ticed on Kent uand Queen Anne's
farmers.—Chestertorrn Transeripl,
