HE duties of a war corfespou-
dent  aro _easicr  nowadays
thau they wero id ‘thé great
days when:the roputations of
such men as thie late Archibald Forbes
were made. ; ;

The war between. Turkey and
Servla ended-. with the batile of
Djunis in 1876. . I'orbes was the only
correspondent on the spot, and thero
Serviu lay at the mercy of tho Turks.
At five in the afternoon, when Forbes
rode away from the blazing huts of
Deligrad, more than 140 miles lay be-
tween him and bis destination, the
telegraph office at Semlin,

All night he rodo that weary jour-
ney, chaunging diorses cvery filtoen
miles und forcing the beasts along at
their best speed,  Soon after noon
the following day, sore from head to
foot, Forbes waa clattering over the
Belgrade stredts, T

At Semlin e took oae long drink,
and then sat down to tho task of
writing, hour after hour, the great
tidings he -carried. After le bad
srritten his story and put it on the
wires He lay down in his clothing aud
slopt twenty Lours wiflhout turning,

In the Russo-Turkisih-war it was
Forbes's task to cover Bulgaria from
the right flank to the left flank of the
Raggian main advance. .

“Probably  there is no toil,” he
wrote years afterward, ‘‘harder than
that which the eurnest war correapon-
dent maust undergo in a country desti-
tute of communications,
