At other times, however, gipping the
water is much miore stimulating in
its effect on the circulation. During
the action of sipping the uerve uc-
tion, which glows the beuting of the
heart, is temporarily abolished, und
in consequence the heart contracts
much more quickly and the circula-
tion in various parts of the body is
increased. Another advantage in sip-
ping is the fact that the pressure
under which the bile is secreted is
considerubly raized. It has been
stated on good authority that a glass
of cold water siowly sipped will pro- |
duce « greater acceleration of the |
pulee for a time than will a glass of |
wine or spirits tuken at a draonght,
Sipping cold water will, in fuct, often |
allay the craving for ulcoholic drinks |
