B. Hop-

per, counsel for Cheers, received the |

telegram Wednesdey morning, ap-
prising him of the Governor's action.

On May 20d, at the time of the
reprieve, Governor Smith said he had
granted the stay of execution at the
earnest request of Mr. Philemon B.
ilopper, svho defended Cheers at his
trial. But the Governor did not then
indicate that any further executive
clemency would be accorded. Not
only Mr. Hopper, but a number of
infuential citizens of this county ud-
vocated the reprieve, and even at that
time urged commutation of sentence
to life imprisonment. They urged
that the circumstances of the cuse
did not warrant imposition of the ex-
treme penalty of the law. Roberts,
4120 a negro, was the paramour of the
wife of Cheers and was connected in
the commission of the crime. The
woman wus implicated in the criue,
und vas gent to the penitentiary for
ten years and strong sentiment wuas
created among the peeple by the
knowledge und correct understand-
ing of all the circumstances.

Some of the largest delegations of
representutive citizenship it hus been
Governor Smith’s fortune to enter-
tain since his induction into oftice
waited upon him in this muan’s be-
half.  Every member of the jury
which rendered the verdict of guilty
in the case sppealed for commutation
of the death sentence. Their petition
vias supported by the strongesi con-
siderations presented by equally in-
flucntial citizens and the judges of
thie circuit court made no protest.

Governor Smith carefully weighed
the testimony in behalf of the negro,
who, it seems, wis u trusted servant
in au influential family and bore an
exeellent  reputation.” e finully
reached the conclusion that it was
better in this case, where there was
aquestion whether the man Qeserved
death, to give him the benetit of the
doubt and gend him to prison for
life.  Governor Smith undoubtediy
felt relieved when he reached this
conclusion late T'ucsday afternoon.
He directed” the Secretary of State,
Hon. Wilfred Bateman, to make out
the necessury papers and forward
thewm to the sheriff of this connty.

Cheers is very much elated over
the commutation und he exelaimed,
“Z’hank the Lord und thank the peo-
ple” when the sheriff notitied him of
the Governor's action.

A large
number of low barometers will cross
the continent, causing zome sudden
chunges in temperature and high
winds, especially over the lakes and
along the coast between the 12th and
22nd. There will be » number of
disagrecably hot and sultry days,
though probably the lust duy or two
will be cooler and most pleasunt.
The month will be very peculiar
in some respects.  The influence of
Jupiter may interfere so largely with
the ordinary course of atmospheric
disturbances that we may expect to
see frost resching far into Texas.

Unusually Cool May.

May is gone and there has been
been little sunshine and no warm
duys. Doors ure closed, windows are
down and fires ure not only comfort-
able but & necessity.  May of lust
year was u striking contrast o this
one just passed and was an unnsual-
ly hot mounth. The forerunner of
last summer’s protracted torridity
arrived here on May 13, which
fell on Sunday. ‘There had been
tittle ruin and the ground was dry.
The humidity was high, neverthe-
less, and the temperature on that
Sunday was 91° for several hours
and a hot night followed. The fol-
lowing day, May 14, the mercury
stopped going up ut the same notch,
But on Tuesday it got s0 ambitious
as to reach 94°. Only three times
before had the temperature reached
that point in May in the history of
the weather bureau. The spell was
followed by a short respite before
the steady heat of the remainder of
the summer. The mercury has not

| reached the 90° mark a single time

this year, its most aspiring record
being 86°, on April 30 and since
that time it has only gotten as high
us 83° once, which was on May 6.
