Shaky Countries.

3y means of his “horizontal pendu
fumes,” as he calls them, he has ascer
tained the piteh of ecarthquakes, and sc
advises that buildings be our of tune
vith them to insure protection, but
different portions of - the  building
should have the same pitch, or out
earthquake disturbanece will be surc
to injure them. In rthquake coun
tries he advises deep ditches around
houses to cut off the ripples alouy the
carth’™s surface.

Mr Milne has made yet anotlier Jdis
cov . and €ays that he has demon
strated thas the intevior of the carth
is nelfther hollow nei-liquid, but is mar
vellously rigid, even more rigid than
cast steel or the finest glass, Ile says
that his horizontal pendulums hav:
rezistered vibrations that have trav
eled through the very centre of the
earth, and at a rate much higher thav
if the globe's interfor were more dense
than the most rigid mineral known.

As he says. vibrations do not travel
rapidly through gases or fluids, and
X much more rapidly through dense
“materialg. They travel through glass
as quickly as through any. substance
