The Queen-Anne’s Railroad Co. Would Lose
- 7~ Thereby and Cannot Carry Mail. s
- “I'he petition of the busiuess mep
of Centreville to the directors of the
Queen Aune’s Railroad urging them
to.-accept the offer” of the Postoffice
Department Lo -carry” the mails be-
tween Centreville and Queenstown
has been duly considered and acted
upon: I'he railroad company agreed
to handle the mail pouches between
Centreville and Queenstown at the
low rate offered for three years, but
cannot agree to furnish a postal car
at these rates.

Lhe department jnsists that a pos-
tul edr shall be furnished at any time
during the three years when demand-
ed.  Sccond Assistunt Postmaster
General W. 8. Shallenberger, states
in 4 letter to the company “thacit is
not at all probuble that postal car |
service will be required between the
points in question but, notwithstand-
ing this it is the uniform practice of
the department to leave all mail ser-
vice on railrouds under the usval
ters prescribed by the postal Jaws
und regulations, and this would mean
that in case postal car service be-
came necessary between the points
the department have the right to call
upou your company to furnish such
urs,”

As the ruilroad compuny does not
seeits way clear in carrying the mails
should postal cars be demanded with-
out considerableloss, the matter now
rests just where it was and will so re-
mitin unless the company accepts the
proposition of the department with-
out ‘qualification. It will thus be
seen that the company ngrees to give
the mail service between Centreville
and Queenstown for the small com-
pensation offered, provided it is not
compelled to furnish posta} cars dur-
ing the three years the contract is in
force. It is.to be hoped that the
Postoflice Department und the rail-
road compuny will be uble to satis-
fuctory adjust their differences and
give the community the advantages
of postal services between the points
in question by rail.  Service by rail
would give Centreville, Baltimore
und Washington muil matter ot least
otie hour carlier than ut preseat and
furnish great fucilitics in dispatch-
ing muils in the afternoon.— Record,
