his'message to Congress.™ - -
‘Last week was an eventful one in

republicau circles. The return of the
President from Iudianapolis, imme-
diately followed by that"of Secreta-

ries Shaw’and Wilson, and the can-
cellation of certain dates for public
speeches by Secretary Root, was pe-
culiarly significant. " While there is
no question but the injury from
which the President was suffering
was serious, it is equally true that
great relief was manifested by the re-
publican leaders at his return to the
capital and it was in compliance with
their wishes that his cabinet officers
followed suit. The great interest man-
ifested by the people in economic
questions was not considered toangur
well for the party. If the republicans
have a majority in both branches of
the Fifty-eighth Congress, legislation
vadically curtailing the power and
the profits of the trusts will be ex-
” pected of them and this cxpectation
the President was encouraging. I'hat
such legislation will not be farth-
coming the republican leaders well
know and they fear that there will
be a revulsion of feeling if the peo-
ple are disappointed,which will mean
defeat in 1904, They know, alse that
there is a strong tariff revision senti-
ment in the west and the President
was, at least slightly, yielding to the
demand when he-made his speech at
logansport. “'hat wus not at ali in
secord-with the views of the leaders
of his party. Therefore, it has been
determined to keep away from doubt-
ful districts and trust to the local
candidutes to pull their own chest-
nuts from the fire. s

The triumph of Gen. Alger in the
Michigan convention, following as it
did, immediately after the President’s
slighting of D.M. Ferry, is regarded
s inimical to the general interests of
the party. Asis well-known, Senator
MeMillan had built up a powerful
muchine in the state and one- which
communded tho support of the Mich-
igan Central railroad. Gen. Alger is
no such organizer and it is question-
able if he or his friends will contrib-
ute as liberully to the republican
campaign fund as did the late sena-
tor and his supporters. I'he shatter-
ing of tlie McMillan machiueis there-
fore considered a serious blow to re-
publican “supremacy in the state,
Moreover, the President has won the
support of the voters to his Cuban
reciprocity policy, and in so doing
has weakened the grasp of Senator
Burrows and the republican delega-
tion, It is admitted that in recogniz-
ing General Alger, the President felt
thut he was recognizing the cleaner
man angd the man who had the great-
est claims on the party, for it must
be admitted that the position of Mr.
Ferry is quite analogous to that of
Scnator Hanna when the latter was
first a candidate for the Ohio sena-
torship nevertheless, it is often inju-
dicious for a republican politician to
consider who 18 the cleaner man.
Moreover it is a kind of pot and ket-
tle controversy—diflicult to decide,

The news from Speuker Hender-
son’s district is also of u most dis-
couraging character. . The selection
of Benjamin P. Birdsull to succeed
the speaker is a clear victory for the
Oummings tarif-revision faction and
u blow at the national republican or-
gunization. But the nomination of
Birdsall was uot the most alarming
feature of the Third District conven-
tion. The actual threat that the
Bluck Hawk councy delegates would
bolt to Ex-Gov. Boies was, perhaps,
only a straw, but it clearly showed
how the wind blows in thut quurter
und is regarded os siguificant of great
danger, not only to the republican
candidate but to republican hopes in
1904. Tt may be'said that the situa-
tion throughout the west is the cause
of the gravest apprehension to the
republica, leaders.

While ominous reports were con-
ing in from the west, Wall street un-
dertook to contribute to the troubles
of the administpation, After exploit-
ing various rumors calouluted to in-
jure the sccretary of the treasury and
belittle him in the cyes of the finan-
ceers of the country, the story of fric-
tion between the secretary ‘and. the
President was successfully exploited.
It was eagerly seized by the newspa-
per correspondents, and its wide cir-
culation made necessary s personal
denial by the eecrotary fiimself. As
a matter of fact, the secretary admits
that he and the President discussed
the tariff situation before he made
his first speech on the subject and
they were perfectly agreed, as was
stated in these letters. It istrue that
the President admitted some necessi-
ty of tariffl revision at Logansport,
Ind., hut that was due to his keen
appreciation of what was expected of
him by the western voters and, while
it proved suflicient to warrant the
stories referred to, it was not even
