¢ AN ACT FOR "FESTABLISHING
RELIGIOUS FREEDOM.”’

[Passed the 26th of Decender, 1783.)

““ Wurnreas ALsmignury Gon hath
created the mind free ;—ihat all at-
tempts to influence it by temporal
pumishments or burthens, or by civil
tcapacitations, tend only to beget
habits of hypocrisy and mceaniess,

and are a departure from the plan of

the holy Author of our religion, who
being Loid both of body and mnud,
yet chouse mot to propagateit by coe-
ercions on either, as was his almighty
power to do ;—that the unpious pre-
sumption of legislators and rulers,
civil as well as ecclestastical, who be-
ing themselves but fallible and unin-
spired men, have assumed domimon

ible, and as such, endeavouring to
impose them on other-—hath estab.
lished and maintained false religions
