ARTICLE V.

The State's Attorneys.

Qec. 1. There shall be an Attorney for the
State in each county and the city of Baltimore,
to be styled «The State’s Attorney,” who shall
be electeld by the voters thereof, respectively,
on the first Wednesday of November next, and
on tlz same day every fourth year thereafter,
and hold his office for four years from the first
Monday of January next ensuing his election,
wnd until his successor shall be elected and gual-
ified, and shall be re-eligible thereto, and be sub-
ject to removal thereirom for incompetency,
rin of-
fice, on conviction in a court of Jaw.

Sec. 2. All elections for the State’s Attor-
ney shall be certified to, and returns made there-
ol. by the Clerks of the said counties and city
1o the Judges thereof having eriminal jurisdic-
tion, respectively, whose duty it shall be to de-

| cide upon the elections and qualifications ot the

persons returned, and in case of la tie between
{wo of more persons to designate which of said
persons shall qualify as State’s Attorney, and
{o administer the oaths of office to the persons
elected. i

Sec. 3. The State’s Attorney shall perform
auch duties and receive such fees and com-
bed by law for the
ral and his Deputies, and such
other duties, fees and commissions as may
herealter be prescribed by law; and if any
State's attorney shall receive any other fee or
reward than such as is, or may be allowed by
law, he shall,on conviction thereof, be removed
from office. *

Sec 4. No person shall be eligible to the of-
fice of State’s Attorney who has|not been ad-
mitted to practice the law in this $tate, and who
has not resided for at least one year in the
county or city in which he may he elected.

Sec. 5. In case of vacancy in the office of
State’s Attorney, or of his removal from the
county or eity in which he shall have been
elected, or on hig conviction as herein belore
specified, the said vacancy shall be filled by
the Judge of the county or city, respectively,
having criminal jurisdiction in which gaid va-
cancy shall occur, until the election and gual-
ification of his successor; at which election
said vacancy shall be filled by the voters of the
said county or city. for the residue of the term
thus made vacant. _

Sec. 6. It shall be the duty of the Clerk of
the Court of Appeals, and the. Commissioner
of the land office, respectively, whenever a case
