mand my attetfion as your executive officer. While I shall rely
uipon the wislom of the Liegislative branches of the governiment to
aid me in an honest and judicious administration of the public af-
fairg, I shall, under the guidance of an over-rafing power, endeavor
to meet all the requirements of the Constitation a¢ my bands, fear-
lesely, faithfully, and without parfiality. 1 mean to know nocon-
trolling influence in the discharge of my duties, save that which
in my judgment is legitimately recognised by the Capstitution
which you have faid down as my guide; and that of the sacred in-
terests of the people, in Whose virtue dnd patriotism, and itfipartial
judgment, T place profound reliance. S
