not thought fit to fix any particular quota for our Province of Aaryland
under your Goverrnient, becaufe we would not fet Bounds to their Z.e¢4l
for our Service, yet ¢onfidering the great number of Inhabitants in our
faid Province, and that they have of late Years been much én¢reated, e
doubt not in the leaft but they will exert themfelves upon €this Gccaflon,
as far as the Circumftances of the Colony will zllow, being affured they

cannot render a more acceptablé Service to ‘us, and to their Mother Couiiry,
or do any thing more efientisl for thetr own Intereft.
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
