Safety of the Tenuessece

The steamer North Jdmerica arvived at
New York, from Rio Janeire, on Tuesday
morning last, Lringing the joyful news that
tho steamer Tennessee, which sailed from
New York, about the middle of January,
with the San Domingo Commission on
board, had arrived safely at San Do-
mingo on the 1st of February, after a
pleasant voyage.  ‘The length of timo which
s tequitcd to receive rews foom the island,

there being no telegraphic communication,
scemed an age to the fast Americans, and
much anxiety was created in the publie
mind for the safety of the vessel, which
was happily dispelled by the arrival of the
North Awmerica.

The Commission intend to start home in
fonr weeks.  The news brought reports
the people of San Domingo universally
favorable to annexation to tho United
Statee.  The Commission consists of ex-
Senator Benjamin . Wade, Mudrew D,
White, President of Cornell University,
and Hon. Samuel G. Howe, of Boston.—
The Secrctary of the Commission is Allen
A. Burton. The scientific men attached
thereto are Professor W. P. Blake, miner-
ologist ; Professor Pary, of the Agricul-
tural Department, a3 botanist ; Professor
Neweomb, of Cornell University, general
naturalist ; Professor Wand, of the Uni-
versity of Rochester, geologist ; Hon, Geo.
Geddes, president of the New Yok Agri-
cultural Socicty, formerly State ¢ngineer,
in the agricultural interests ; and an assist.
ant mineraloght from Yalo and an assist-
ant botanist and mineralogist from Harvard
College. General Sigel went in a private
capacity, and Professor C. F. Cram, of
Cornell University, went in the capacity of
private sceretary to President White.

A number of newspaper men also went
with tho expedition, amongst them C. C.
Fulton, of the Baltimore .{merican. Some
very interesting letters from San Domingo
are published in the American, written by
Mr. Fulton. We have room for only the
following extracts :

THE PLOPLE OF SAMANA.

When we landed at Samana there was a
weneral feeling of disappointment at its |
appearance, but on mingling among the !
people and conversing with them we found |
most of them of more than ordinary intel- |
lizence.  Their sad stories of intestine war
and of the almost annual plunder of their ‘
town, by roving guerilla bands, excited the ‘
sympathy of both the Commissioners and
members of the piess, with scarcely an
exception.  We were welcomed everywhere
with smiling countenances, and everybody |
appeared anxious to extend to us all the |
Loxpitality in their power.  We were invi.
ted into their houses and refieshments
spread out—any attempt to pay them for
what wo wanted drawing forth such evi-
dences of oftence that there could le no
mistaking their genuine feeling of good
will.

The town of Samana was first scttled by
a colony of one hundred and fifty colored
people sent out by the Pennsylvania Colo-
nization Society from Philadelphia forty-
one years ago. [ met several old colored

place of nativity, one of whom told me
they were raised on Coates street.  Others
were from New Jersey, and one from the
interior of New York.  They were all
adhierents of Baez, and denounced Cabri
as a drunken thicf and vagabond—a kind
of highwayman, encouraged in his out. |
rages by Hayti, where he always found a |
safe retreat. i

POIULARITY OF ANNEXATION, ‘

If Mr. Sumner and Carl Schurz had stood |
alongside of General Sigel here to-day and
listeued to the sad stories of rapine and
murder detailed by these old American col-
onists, 1 think they would have had all the
sympathy of their natures avoused.  They
said they never had any security until that
“old tlag ™ had come to them (pointing to |
the American tlag tlying at the entrance of
the harbor,) and they had prayed for its
coming for years. Lvery scason, as soon
as their crops were gathered, the guerrillas
would come down upon them, sweep oft
their crops, horses and cattle, hurn their
dwellings, and murder them in case of resis-
tance.  When they talked about annexa-
tion tho tears streamed down their old fur-
rowed cheeks, and their eyes sparkled with
joy in anticipation of its consummation,

These old Pennsylvania colonlsts are solid
and rugged looking men. They say that
although many of their companions are
dead, that they and their descendants now
number about five hundred, and if pro-
teeted from Ithe guerrillas would bo happy
and prosperous.  They were at work with
some of their sons helping to build the
new Methodist Chareh.

The people generally speak  Englisl,
Spanish and French,  About two-thinds of
them are colored, and the remainder Span-
ish.  Wemet one family of French Creoles,
originally from New Orleans, named Mar-
ciacqg, consisting of father, mother, daugh-
ter and two sons, who had been driven
from layti last February, when Salnave
was massacred.  The daughter, a tine-look-
ing young Creole, is the widow of Saluave,
wlho was massacred at that time. They
were waiting anxiously for the settlement
of the question, desirous of remaining,
determined to “return to the States” in
case American protection is not guaranteed
to them.

The Commissioners and all our party
made inquiry of all classes of people as to
the question of aunexation, and were
assured that there was not a voice raised
in any pait of the Republic against it,
except by a few who were in the interest of
Hayti, which Government desires to pos-
sess itself of the whole istand.  The fact
is very apparent that Hayti is the cause of
all the trouble here, Lioping to ultimately
induce the people to consent to aunexation
to that country.
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A Home Truth,
A correspondent in urging the advan.
tages of the proposed railvoad from Elkton
to Middletown, in last week's Demserat,
takes the following very signiticant view of
the farming interests of this county. The
same views have frequently been urged by
The Whiy.  The writer says:

“ After ally this [section of] country has
got to turn attention to the fruit business,
and in order to do so we want guick transit,
to enable us to grow perishable commodi-
ties.  .\s we cannot compete with the great
grain growing States, we must have rail-
road facilities or our communities and
counties must decrease in value.

In conclusion I must say for the benefit
of all, that the farmers must abandon the
use of patent manues, and go back to the
old standards—ashies, lime and hlome-made
manures.  Farmers should not buy what
they can make. They should take more
interest in making manure, and thisis a
saving of money. If the course of furming
continnes for another ten years as it hax for
the last ten, onr county will be in a destitute
sitwation,  The county i3 not as flourixhing
as it «was before the war, and one great cause
14 the use of bogus manures. Farmers can-
not buy both, one or the other must be
abandoned, and I say throw off all flimsey
manures and take the good. The neglect
of aslies, lime and barnyard manures is the
causc of our poverty.”’

The italics are our own, and the declara.
tion contained in that part of the writer's
remarks, is a startling faot which should
claim tho carnest consideration of our
farmers. Fruit growing would not prove
so remuncrative in other jarts of the
county as in Sassafias Neck, to which sec-
tion the abiove remarks are more particu-
larly applicd, but o departure from the
exhaustive system of patent manure and
wheat farming here urged, is applicable to
all parts.  For five years our farmers have
complained of poor crops, and all this time
tho price of grain has been running down,
showing that the crops have been a general
averago through the grain supplying parts
of tho country, and that increasing thin-
ness of lands, together with a less favored
climate for the production of cereals, is a
fact that stands faco to face with our agri-
culturists. The decrease of grain farming
and fruit growing—the latter in those
localities which experience has proved

to take the samo route as the Massey's. 1
propose to use the Massey's charter and
i makealateral to Middletown. By sodoing
I nino miles of the Massey’s road will lio

T havo under-
stood that the corporators of the Elkton
and Massey’s Road say that if Baltimore
city will subscribe $100,000, they will make
both roads—to Massey’s and Middletown,
The road to Middletown will not cost, it is
said, over $120,000. If this routo was
explained to the business men of Baltimoro
that it connects that city with the Eastern
Shore of Maryland and a large part of Del-

Crime and Its Source.

.

Even the most superficial observation of
our criminal records will serve to show
that in the vast majority of cases crime
results from intemperance. But closer
examination shows that numbers of crimi-
nal acts, not ascribed to this origin, really
spring from it; as, for example, theft and
robbery not committed directly through
drink, but indirectly in consequence of the
poverty caused by it; murder or maiming
not doue under the intluence of liquor,
but through ready anger and want of self-
control resulting from theirritability which
Labitual use of drink Lrings upon the ner-
vous system.

Thus the very large amount of cvil which
we all ascribe to intemperance in rcall({
falls much short of the truth, This truth
has been suinmed up in % fow words by
Mr. Thompson in his * Punishment and
Prevention,” as follows: ‘“There is an
unanimous opinion of the fact—expressed
in various forms by all who have the means
of knowing—that drink is the great cause
of crime; that but for drink there would
be little crime.”’

It may be said that in a vast majority of
cases vice in the young may bo traced to
{ntemperance in the parent as its oviginal
cause. Drink ULreeds poverty, makes a
desolate homo, and places the young within
thereach of every eviltemptation, Instead
of the parental intluence acting as a check,
its weight is thrown entirely on the side of
wrong-doing. Such children have a weak
organization in consequence of the disor-
dered tissues of the parent, and a proclivity
towards evil; and can any one wender if in
the atmosphiere in which they are placed
the evil character of their career becomes
almost a necessity tixed upon them before
they are old cnough to think?

Society which permits such cvils is
necessarily responsible for them. If it is
within the reach of luman means to check
them socicty is bound to do it. The difti-
culties in d’cnling with evils of this sort
are enormous, but as the cvils are them.
selves enormous it is natural that the difi.
cultes should be commensurato with them.
As Recorder Hill most forcibly and justly
remarked; “Thoe beer-house and the gin.
shop are theauthorized temptations oflered
by the Legislature to crime.” —Press.
