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Santa Domingo Notese
Mr. C. C. Fulton, of the Baltinove dumer-
{ean, accompanied the 8t. Domingo Com-
mission, and s now writing letters home
to that paper. The followlng extracts will
(nterest our readers:

THL CLIMATE, &C.

This is what 1s call the dry season of the
year, but it is by no means dry, as 1 learned
to my cost on heing caugiit in a perfect
avalance of 1ain coming in from the Ten-
nessee, which lays out about two miles
from the landing place on the aiver. It
Lasted about o halt hour, and when Tlanded
the water was running out of the gates of
the city inasolid sticam about ten inches
deep. These showers come up without
any |lumwmt ary signs, and there are two
or thice of them every day, followed by

beautiful rainbows.  lu a moment after
they cease the sun shines out bright and
beautitul,

Notwithstanding the thermometer stands
at abont 85 degrees, there e literally no
tlies here, or at least they are so few that 1
could not discover ono in the store of our
youug townsuiin, Richavd Friend, this
morning, when he was purchasing lots of
sugar from the country people, which they
lmu' in stowed in matting bags on the
backs of theirmules — Every morning they
bring him from two to thiee thousand
pmmdm

Then another blessing is that theroe are
comparatively no mosquitoes here, at least
there are none at this season of the year.
We are sleeping on cots in the hall of the
palace, with open windows, without nets,
and they never trouble us.

Wo were also expecting to find an abund-
anco of tleas hiere, but thus far they have
not troubled us, or at least 1 lave heard
Do one complain of them,

"The heat is oppressive in the sun, but
there is no ditticulty of keeping cool in the
slade, and comfortable also.  The evenings
are always cool and pleasant, and there is
but little dew falling until towards morning.

The general warmth the whole year
round may be md«'ml from tho fact that,
as in all tropical regions, window glass is
scarcely known, and never required.—
Windows are kept wide open night and
day, and such an article as a blanket is
hard to be found, even in the best families.
The only house in the city that I have yet
scen with windew glass is the palace now
oceupied by the members of the press.

Young children, especially of the lower
classes, Seldom wear any clothing, and can
be seen at all hours of tho day rnuning
alwut the streets perfectly naked. Infants
in theirmothers® armsare generally entirely
naked, and their mothers are very slenderly
clothed.

. TIE GENERAL HEALTIL

There can be no doubt that Santo
Domingo is the healthiest of all the islands
of the Caribean Sea. The only discase
that 1 can hear of is an intermittent fever
simllar to that prevalent in the south, and
in its lizhter stages resembling our chills
and fever. What is called the vomito, or
yellow fover, is seldom known, and is not
hialf so frequent as at New Orleans, and
not often fatal.  The remedy here for these
fevers is a tea made of bitter ovange, which
-vunu wild in the woods, and tlu-\' also rub

the Lody with the juice, which is a quick
and certain antedote.  Our entire party of
thirty-two are in excellent health, all of us
better than when we left home.  Professor
Howe left home quite sick, and has gained
so much in health and strength that he has
already invaded the interior on the bacl: of
a ball, and talks of taking an overland
Jjourney on the same kind of an animal.

MILK AND IHONEY.

This is undoabtedly aland of honey, if
not of milk. The Litter aticle appears to
be scarce, probably from thie want of dairy-
men, but honey is adrug in the market.
In the merchantilo sections of the city
beeswax is stacked in piles, and whole
cargoes of it are sometimes shipped ofl.

President Bacz  this  morning  whilst
strolling around the city informed one of
the press men that he b ui a piece of ground
ten leagues square that literally swarmed
with bm~~= and every tice had its live.
Some of these hives weve in hollow  trees,
and packed with honey from the ground to
the height of foity feet.  In some of the
ruins Lere in tho city Lees are kept, and
the logs of hollow plantain trees, ave packed
with Lees and houey from cud to end.

THL RUINS OF SANTO DOMINGO.
The ruins of this city are the remains of

palaces, monasteries and churches of a high
onder of architecture, and of the most

extensive dimensions.  The palace of the
son of Columbus, which stands near to the
palace which we occupy, must have been a
magnilicent  establishment  in  its  day,
almost equalin size to the Presiden’t house,
surrounded by walls and bastions.  The
ruins of the Jesuit College, in which was
said to have been located o branch of the
Spanish Inquisition, covers a spaco of
ground not less than ten acre The
chureh of the institution still stands, and
has been converted into a theatiey'in which
a ball is to be given to the Commission and
the press by the citizens, on next Tuesday
night. .\ stroll in any direetion within its
walls indicates that it was once the abode
of regal magniticence, and that here the
Catholic Chureh of past aged must have
Leen the ruling power of the island.
THE I'EOPLE OF THE CITY.

The members of the Government and
their families and the merchantile classes
are of the lighest order of vespectability
and mt(-lh"cncc. The ladies and children
are ul«lom scen on the street, but when
they are they will compare in richness of
dress and neatness with our own wives and
children at home.  The only time at which
they can be seen is going to and fiom the
churches. At night the piano and guitar
can be hemd in all sections, accompanied
by rich voices rendering Spanishairs. The
lower classes are like those of other sections
of the world, careless in their attive, and
their children are either naked or half
dressed, as the case wmay be. They how-
ever appear honest if they are not industri-
ous, and all keep something to sell as a
mode of living in preference to work.
About one day in every week is a church
Loliday, and on those days no one is
allowed to work. If canght doing any
manual labor on those dm)s they are
promptly arrested and fined.

It is amusing to sce the throngs of coun.
try people coming into the city on their
donkeyy, with immense paniers, loaded
with fruit, hags of sugar or jugs of rum,
for sale. There arc a few carts in the
town, and two or three Lnggics, but all
transportation outside the city is on herse-
back or on mules or bulls.  They are all
fine riders, being, like the old Virginian,
alimost born on horseback.,  Their ponies
are strong and lithe, with a quick pacing
step that is universal.  There are few
walkists here, except from necessity, and
the possession of o pony, with saddle and
bridle, is regarded as an evidence of gen-
tility, making its possessor a cavalier, as
distinguished fiom the common herd.

.lllnd.l) is called beggears' day, from the |

fact that they are not allowed to ply their
vocation on any other day of the week.
This morning they can be reen everywhere,
the lame, halt and blind, but they scem to
bo pmhihilul from impertuning the people.
They sit on the corners in silence, :\m‘ speak
to you with their eyes in mute appeal.

THE CHURCHES, BELLS, &C.

The ringing of bells is a feature of city
life, the universal clangor breaking foith
at stated Lowrs in rapid stroke, whilet the
bells of tho Cathedral seem to le strueck
cevery hour during the day. The bells
have a sweet silver tone, and were doubt-
less brought here from Spain. The old
bLells of the ruinss still hang in the bLelfies,
and are looked nupon with reverence.

The Cathedral, which is situated directly
on the piaza, is an immenso structure,
cruciform, as large as the Cathedral of Bal-
timore, and has about twenty altars in it.
Here is preserved the cross first planted o
the island by Clhyistoplier Columbus, with
other relics of the first settlers of the New
World. The Cathedral itself was com.
menced in 1615 and fiinished in 1615, it
having required thirty years for its con-
struction.

The old chiurch of St. Domingo, close by
the quarters of the Commissioners, is said
to be still more \‘cucr'\blc, having been
built prior to 1500. It is open at all hours
of the day, and worshippers can always be
found with their children kneeling at somo
of the altars.  They contain many curious
printings, and the tigures surrounding the
altars are decorated in the most fantastic
dresses .lml colors.

On this subject, I was recently inconver-
sation with an intelligent mountaineer, who
has been connected with some such organi-
zations, and ho is favorable to small com-
panics—not to exceed fifty in number.—
Where the companles are too large, they
are sure to disagree and disband, which is
oftenattended with disastrous consequences

You will find a great advantage from
Laving all trades and professions.  The
colony can soon be self-sustaining, and
wield a considerable influence for good.

1 hope your colonists will pardon me for
afew gratuitons suggestions: If mining
for gold and silver is one of the -principal
objects of tho colony, we might suggest
Montana or Colorado. If for coal, oriron,
or copper, then Wyoming. Dut if for
agriculiural pursuits, we would flist recom-
mend Nebraska, as superior; the land
northof the Platte River being sufliciently
ligh and relling for any purposc, and for
raising stock has no superior, whilo the
land south of the Platto fs equally good
for grazing and for most kinds of grain,
besides being mare level, but not so con-
venient to railroad communication. The
Uniou Pacific Railroad runs through this
State over 300 miles, most of which land is
superior for all agricultural pursuits. The
south side of the Platte will soon be pene-
trated with railroads suflicient for trans-
portation, &c.

Some portions of Colorado may do for
agricultural pursuits, without irrigation,
but we foar many portions will requlre it,
in order to succced in producing good
crops. Inregard to health, Colorado las
no superior. So, also, with regard to Mon.
tana and Wyoming. Apart from tho cold
in tho latter, Daketa is equally desirable in
this respect, and for lumber and timber, has
the advantage of the former, while some
portions ot Wyoming produce considera-
ble pine timber, at least.

There are many arguments in favor of
Nebraska for colondsts, It is not liable to
Lo troubled with Indian depredations to
the same oxtent of the other less inhabited
Territories, besides the facilities for ob.
taining all things necessary for comfortablo
living, as your colonists have been accus-
tomed to, the deprivation of which would
always be a source of discomfort to the
colony. Lumber and bLuilding materials
generally are attainable at much less cost
beside a ready market for all the products
of the colony.

Should your colonists desire or determine
to go still further, and reach Oregon or
Washington " Territorics, there are some
portions of both which produce superior
grain—wheat weighing 70 I's,, in some
instances, and fiuit of a very superior
quality. The samo may be said of Califor-
nia and Nevada, with regard to grain and
fruit, as well as some portions of Idaho.

But after all, we adopt the opinion of
one of your most intimate friends, & mem.
ber of the Bar, in your tuwn, that Nebraska
is good enough for me, and I think could
your colonists visit all the forcgoing Terri-
torics and States, they would be of the
same opinion,

same opinion of their President Young
that nine-tenths of those who cngngo in
inining loose more than they make ; :md
consequently he counsels his people to let
thie mines alone and turn their attention to
agriculture and manufacturing ; — good,
wholesome advice, corroborated by thou.
