Death of a Former Citizen of Cecile—J.
Philip Roman, of Cumberland, Allegany
county, Md,, died in that town on Tuesday
morning last.  He was raised at Rowlands.-
ville in this county, where his father and
Lrothers were engaged in the Iron business
for many years. He removed to Western
Maryland while a young man, where le
acquired considerable eminence as alawyer
and politicion. In the latter walk, how-
cver, he never was very successful.  The
deceased was of a good stock, both as to
brain and muscle, his father, Jos. Roman,
being one of the most go-a-head, forty,
Lorse power, steam engine of a man that
we ever knew.

Jacob . Roman, the name by which he
was best known in this county, was the
youngest member of a family of five broth-
crs aad threo sisters, all dead but one, a half
brother, who vesides in the Eighth District
of this county.

The deceased became wealthy by his pro-
fession and speculations in business, It is
said that the boy is father to the man.—
This may be so under some circumstances,
but to have attempted to cast the hioroscope
of J. Philip Roman, or to use his boyhood
cognomen, Jacob P., tho best philosopler
of character would have attributed to him
anything but an intluential and ceminent
future, for-without exception we think he
was the most devilish s¢hiool-boy we ever
knew, and as dull as many other boys who
have Lecome eminent men, at his lessons.

The deceased was of Quaker family, his
father having removed to this county from

New London, Chester county, Pa., and
commenced the manufacture of sheet-iron,
at Rowlandsville, on the Octoraro. The
sheet works hio established now belong to
McCullough Iron Company, and have been
re-built and greatly enlarged with all the
modern improvements attaclied, and are
among the finest slieet iron mills in the
State.

The family were ardent Whigs and Abo.
litionists in politics, taking aleading part
in the log-cabin and hard.cider campaigns
of 1840-11.

The Emigration Projecte—An attempt

[ was made to form the nuclens of a colony
[ to settle in one of the western ‘Territories,

on Monday last, pursuant to published
notice in The Wiy, but nothing detinito
was done.  Mr. Donovan, of St. Josephy,
was in town, and was invited to give the
meeting some information in regard to
forming colonies to settle in the west, and
other matters conneeted with western life,
which hie did ina very satisfactory manner.,
A committee was appointed to draft a
plan of organization which they submitted
in the form of resolutions, that are pub-
lished in part below, but they amount to
nothing, as will be veadily perceived.

Resoleed, 'That this society shall be called
the Euicka Colon ion Rociety, with a
President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Sec-
retary, and a committtee to act as Execu-

ive Commniittee,

esolved, That cach memler pay five
s, for current expenses, and also hold
subject to the care of the Treasurer one
Lundred and fifty dollus for & purchase
fund for the land to bLe bought, and that
said money shall be refunded if the land is
not settled within a reasonable time pre-
seribed by the committee.

Resolved, That the olject of the colony
shall be to settle on Government or other
cheap lands, to the end that men may
engage in various industries and pursuits,
have homes of their own, and that churches
and schiools may be convenient.

Resolred, 'That persons wishing to be-
como members must be temperate and of
good moral character.

On motion, the Executive (Committee
were empowered to invite new members to
join, provided that each member upon
initiation shall pay the sum of five dollars
and their names transcribed to the regula-
tion book.

Motion to adjourn sine die to meet again
after due notice in county papers.

A number of letters had Leen received
from parties desiring to emigrate, which
were read, and which shiowed a real interest
in the project of cmigration to the west in
thie mode proposed—that is, in communities
which affords each ether mutual assistance
aud company. The following letter created
a great deal of amusement, when read, and
it is so unique that we publish it, omitting
name and P, O. address:

Not Leing able to be present at your
meeting and personally represent my wishes
and views in regard to your proposed col-
onization society, I thought 1 would com-
municate by letter afew things ] would
like to say.
And first, T am very much pleased with
the idea, as any one would be who may
desire to emigrate to the west.  Ifully and
heartly endorse the proposition to allow no
intoxicating liquor sold in the colony.
In regard to location, it would be well to
select a place not much north of our own
latitude, say the southcrn part of Nebraska
or Colorado.
1 hardly need say that I would like to be
one of your number; that you may well
presume.  Iaman ordinary minister, and
could attend to all the daties in that line;
besides, I am a physician, graduate of the
University of DPennsylvania, and would
practice, provided you have no other physi-
cian along. I wish, however, to devote
my timo principally to agricultural pur-
suite, My oldest son is an attorney at law,
and could represent that profession. My
youngest son could conduct the drug busi-
ness, My daughter could teach if her
services were required in that direction.
S0 you sce my family could contribute no
little toward forming a colony.
Besides, several have expressed to me
their desire to enter into an arrangement
of the kind you propose, as every one must
see the advantage of scttling with colonies
if they contemplate going west.
Please inform me as to the result of your
deliberations, the rules and contitions, &c.

| of having an institution for the education
| of Loys, located here, similar to the Wes-
leyan Female College, will striko cvery ono
U with much foree. And we bave leaned
that suitable buildings and grounds can ho
purchased, located near tho town, for a
very reasonable sum. Tho grounds aro
beautifully laid out and planted with shade
trees, and the buildings are well adapted
—with slight changes inside, possibly—for
such a school as is contemplated. Elkton
is a most appropriate site for such an insti-
tution of learning, and the buildings and
grounds, which itis in contemplation to
purchase, are far superior for the purpose
intended, toany that can be found any-
where on this Peninsula. We hope that
an earnest offort will be made Ly our citi-
zens to securo the location of the proposed
college at this place.

M. Epitor:—I deem it proper in this
manner to lay beforo the citizens of Elkton
and its vicinity the following statement:

At the late Peninsula Convention of the
Ministers and Laymen of tho Methodist
Episcopal Church, held at Smyrna, Dela.
ware, onthe 14th, 15th, and 16th of Novem-
ber, last, while the subject of cducation
was under consideration, the necessity and
propricty of some provision for a more
thorough academical training of the youth
of the Church onthe Peninsula was admit-
ted, and tho Convention detcrmined, by a
resolutien that immediato steps should be
taken by the Church on the Peninsula for
tho establishment of a first class Academy
for boys; where they may receivo a thor-
ough preparation for business or for col-
lege.

The design of the convention and the
Church is the establishment of & school
for young mcn, somewhat similar to the
Wesleyan College for young ladics, in Wil-
mington, Delaware.

After the passage of the resolution, a
committee was appointed to receivo propo-
sitions from towns, villages or countics, for
the location of the proposed Academy—
composed of Rev. Wesley Kenney, of
Odessa; Rev. William Urie, of Smyrna;
Rev. H. S. Thompson; J. Taylor Gause,
of Wilmington; F. A. Ellis, of Elkton;
T. Mallileu, of Queen Aunne’s Co.; and
Wm. M. Shakespeare, 0f Dover.

At a meeting of the Committee, held at
Smyma, Delaware, on the 8th of Fobruary
last, distinct propositions were made by
committees from Dover, Smyrna and Port
Deposit. \

A committco from Dover, with Gov. Saul-
isbury at the head of it, urged tho sclec-
tion of that city as tho proper location and
tendered tho purchase and donation of a
lot in tho town, and pecuniary contribu-
tion, but the amount indefinite.

A Committee from Smyrua tendered a
lot in the town, and pecuniary contribu.
tions to nearly §4,000,

A committee from Port Deposit tendered
pecuniary contributions of not less than
28,000, and perhaps as high as §15,000.

A member of the committeo was author-
ized to tender a lot of land at Centreville,
Maryland.

I was without a distinct proposition to
submit from Elkton; but suggested the
possibility of obtaining a transfer of the
Academy Buildings and lot in Elkton,—in
reference to which I had submitted a com-
munication to the Board of Trustees, to
which I had no reply.

The Committce having reccived tho sev-
eral propositions,adjourned to meet againat
Dover, on Wednesday the 8th day of March,
instant.

The Committee have no authority to
determine tho location, but are charged
with the duty of receiving propositions and
cembobying them in the form of a report to
the Conference, which assembles at Dover,
onMonday next, which body will determine
the question of location, as well as other
preliminaries.  The whole matter is there-
fore still open.

Since my return from the meeting of the
Committee at Smyrna I have learned that
the Board of Trustees of the Academy
doult their authority to make any such
transfer of the property. Another oljec-
tion to that arrangement presents itself in
the want of suflicient grounds and the
impropricty of that location.

In conversation with numbers of our
citizens I find a very gencral desire to have
Elkton sclected as the place at which to
establish the proposed Academy. The
advantages to the place arc too apparent to
need enumeration.  Theanxicty manifested
by other towns to receive it is suflicient.

The question presents itself—What can
Elkton do in the matter?

With this view I respectfully ask all per-
sons who feel any interest in the matter to
meet me at my office. on Monday afternoon
uext, the 6th of March, at3 o'clock, at
which time and place I will state the con.
