Proceedings of School Commissiouers.—

The regular quarter meeting of the County

School Board was held in tho Cominission-

ers’ room, on Tuesday, 25th inst. All the

members were present. The Sccretary

read the minutos of tho last mecting, which

were corrected and approved.

The reports of the Commissioners were
ordered to bo examined by the Committeo
on accounts.

The Committe on School-houses for the
Fifth District, reported that they had
examined the Schoel-house in North East,

and found it in alvery dilapidated condi-

tion, and badly located. They would not

advise tho expenditure of much money in
repairing the old building, but would
recommend tho ercction of a new louse,

on a lot offered by the citizens, as soon as
the condition of the treasupy wquld justify
it.

A petition was presented from the Com-
missioners of the Elkton IPublic School,
asking tho Board toscll the old School
building on High strcet, and crect a now
and moro suitable house in a better locality.
This building is also reported in bad repair,
and not large cnough to accommodate the
children of the town and vicinity. The
petition was refered to the Committeo on
School-houses for the Third District.

Mr. Swisher appeared bofore the Board
in behalf of Colored School No. 2, Eighth
District, asking the Board to take under
their chargo this Echool, and furnish it
with a teacher, books, and stationery.—
This building has been crected without
expenso to the county, by the colored peo-
ple, aided by their friondly white neighbors,
and the Colored School tax not being sufli-
clent to pay a teacher, for this School and
Colored School No. 1, tho County Board is
asked for assistanco. After somo discus-
sion the fairness of the claim was fully
adiitted, but as tho School year i3 so near
its closo it was decided to postpono action
until the Fall term commences. A resolu-
tion, however, was passed, instructing the
Commissioners to furnish Colored School
with primary books and stationery.

Mr. 8. J. Tammany appeared before the
Board in his own lehalf, and by his attor-
ney demanded an investigation into out
door rumor, detrimental to his moral char-
acter, but the Board declined taking any
action In tho matter, asno chargo had been
preferred against Mr, Tammany holding
that as long as he holds tho certificato of
tho Board it was as full an cndorscment of
his moral Character asthe Board could
possibly give.

The Committeo on accounts reported
that they had oxamined the quarterly
accounts and recommends that they be
passed. Tho aggregate of the quarterly
accounts for teachers’ salarics and inciden-
tal oxpenscs is about seven thousand dol-
lars. Tho President and Treasurer wero
authorized to give notes to lond & Co., to
tLo amount of twonty-five hundred dollars,

on account of books and stationery, Also
to take care of the finances of the Board
until tho next meeting.,  Adjourncd.
