Drar Wina—Starting  from Elkton, in
the G 1. M. train, Tuesday, April 11th, for
Baltimore, where, after perfecting arrange-
montx, 1 left that city, for Philadelphia,
the following morning at 9 o'clock, and at
11.30 was flying past Elktonagain. Reached
Philadelphia, took a good square meal at
tho Continental, thinking, as all do, who
aro fgnorant of tho great West, that it
would bo my last good meal for somo time,
which illusion was speedily dispelled as I
will show further on.
