propricty of adopting tho charter of the
Elkton and Massey's Railroad for our basis
of action, and urged it in a speech of somo
length., His 1emarks created a very ani.
mated debate which was participated in by
M. 11 McCullough, Mr. Groome and Mr.
E. T. Evans, of Delaware.  Without any
distinctive action being taken upon the
sugeestion of Mr. Groome, there was a
general aversion o complicating tho Elk-
ton and Middletown Road with a charter
having other objects.  This discussion also
indicated the unalterable determination of
the incorporators to build the road direct
from Elkton to Middletown, and all sub-
scriptions to tho road are to Le upon “that
condition, distinctly and unequivocally
expressed.

The prejudices of the mceeting were
against proceeding under the General Rail-
road Law of the State, for the reason that
this law foibids any company organized
under it to charge more than threo cents a
mile for passenger fure. It was therefore
thonght advisable to apply to the next
Legislature of Maryland for a special char-
ter. It was, however, on motion of Mr.
Tome, resolved to appoint committees to
solicit subscriptions to the capital stock of
the road,—these subseriptions to be in the
form of an agrcement between the parties
subseribing, obliging each to pay his sub-
scription to the President and Directors of
the proposed road, when elected, upon con-
dition that no part of the subscription is
to be payable until sixty thousand dollars
aro subscribed, and sufficient guarantees
are given that the road will Lo Luilt from
Elkton to Middletown, directly.
