The little boy, about eight years
old, had been to the store, and reached
home shortly after the dreadful calamity to
his house, drenched with the shower. On
cntering the houso and  beholding his
a | parents’ lifeless bodies, he dropped to the
tloor in a swoon. They leave four children,
tho yonngest being cighteen months, and
tho oldest eight yoars of age. 3Mr. R. was
a | thirty-six years old, and his wife twenty-
nine. They have been living in this county
about threo years, having como from Phil-
adelphia, where their relations and inti.
mate friends all reside. 3r. Royds’ parents
and mother-in-law have taken the children
homo with them.

The School Board«—Tho School Board
were in session on Thursday last, but being
otherwise occupied, we were not ablo to
sccure a complete report of proceedings.
The following, however, is an abstract of
tho most important part of tho Dbusiness
transacted: . "

A 1esolution was passed by the Board,
authorizing the Commissioner of each
District to place the colored schools on the
same basis as the white schools, which
resolution was brought about by the dis-
covery that the portion of thoe public school
tax for colorcd schools was so small as to
amount to a mere pittance. The colored
schools, through an error in apportioning
tho school fund between the white and
colored schools of tho county, havo reccived
about £900 wmoro than tho present Demo-
cratic School law, when strictly construed,
allows. The error occurred in the Connty
Commissioners’ pffice, in calculating the
rato on the school tax, 1 per cent. being
taken in place of 10 cents on tho hundred
dollars.

The legal proportion of the tax for the
colored schools of the 3d District is but
$12, which will show the wecre pittance
going to the support of thoss schools. In
consequonco of this discovery, the Board
instructed their Treasurer to suspend fur-
ther payments to colored sclools, and in
future thoso schools will be graded and
paid as the white schools, according to the
class to which they beloug, which is tho
only practical and scnsible, as well as tho
ouly honest mode of managing public
schools.

A ccsolution was also passed by tho
Board, rescinding thedivision of Chesapeake
City schools, and ma king one graded school

The
teacliers should take an interest in the mat-
ter, and get up a spirit in their schools in
tho direction of raising funds to assist in
gotting clear of the debt, and the schools
properly furnished. If the proper degree
of enthusiasm was once avoused, the peo-
tle of the county could, and would, pay
the school debt off by voluntary contribu-
tion, in twenty-four hoars, aud not feel the
loss of the money thus contributed. To
hiave the schools open the full term, and to
have well establisbed schiools of a high
grade, is a matter of vital importance to
tho teacher. It is insuring them perma.
nent occupation at remunerative salarices,
with a tendency to higher rates, and should
induce combination to effect so desirable an
object,

DEATHS BY LIGHTNING.

‘The death of Clement Royds and wife,
Ly lightning, on Saturday afternoon last,
has been generally talked of this week,
and was truly a distressing casc.

[Our ‘correspondent hero gives a full
account of the affair; Lut as wo had sub-
stantially tho same already in type, it is
omitted. )

There have been but a few cascs of death
from lightning, in this county, within my
recollection. Many years ago, but I can.
not fix the time, a man named Jolin Bhort
was killed Ly lightning, in Elk Neck. He
came in out of the storm, and lay down on
a bed, with his head to the wall, and it was
said that a hand-saw was hanging against
tho wall above his head, and that the
charge which struck him ran down the
blade of the saw. A ncighbor of the de-
ceased gave mo the following story in con-
nection with his death, and though I can-
not vouch forits accuracy, I may say that
1 estcemed the author as a man of truth.
Ho said that an Irishman who owned pro-
perty in the Neck, and was then a shipping
merchant in Baltimore, took a great inter-
est in the success of the Irish Rebellion,
which was then in progress, and determined
to send over a ship load of clubs, or shil-
lalahs, for his countrymen, and that he had
numbers of hands employed in cutting and
sawing them off to the proper length, and
that Short was at this work when the
storm camo up, and that he went to the
liouse carrying his saw, and hung it up
against tho wall, und lay down on the bed
under it, when as before stated, tho fatal
shaft reached him,

About 1835, Elisha Maloney, then living
near North East, at what was known as
the White ITouse, on the Russell property,
now owned by H. I). M. Howard, came to
the back-door of the houso to look out, as
the storm scemed to be over, and put his
Lands up against tho casing of the door,
when bo was instantly killed by a flash of
lightning, Often when passing by this
house on the cars, I have looked at the
mark of the.lightning on the plaster above
the door, and thought of tho unfortunate
caso of this man, whom I had known from
my carliest youth, and who was one of the
steutest men in the county,

feveral years after this, William Alex.
ander was killed by lightning, at Bull's
Mountain; but I do not recollect the par-
ticulars of his case. Ilo was also a largo
and stout man,

James Pugh, in the act of putting his
Lorse in the stable, was struck by lightning
and considerably injured; but recovered.—
Several links: of his watch chain wero
melted, and I think his shoes wero torn off,

It is a remarkable fact that all theso
cases occurred in the North East District.

There may havo been other cases in the
county, but I do not recollect them.

I recollect a very extraordinary instance
of the power of lightning, kome ten years
ago. A tree, standing at tho corner of V.
T. Warburton’s wagon.louse, was struck
Ly lightning, and the fluid passed down
the tree to a rock that lay at the root of it,
and from thenco it glanced across the build.
ing striking the spoke of a carriage wheel
in its passage, shattering the spoke in the
middle where it struck, putting oue end of
it straight through the hub, and at tho
same instant putting the other end out of
the felloe and dropping it on the ground.
These tenons looked as bright and clean as
when first driven, and were pulled square
out in opposite dircctions, without any
lateral pressure.  The lightning in passing
Ly or through the middle of the spoke
would leave a vacuum, into which the sur-
rounding air would rush, but it is hard to
conceive how the soft air could take suffi-
cient lield on a smooth spoke to draw it
endwise from its firm position, which could
not probably have been effected by the sus-

pension of a ton weight. ',

LETTER FROM MINNESOTA.

S1. Pavr, MINNEROTA, July 1871,

St. aul and Minneapolis the two rival
citics of Minnesota, are but eight miles
apart—tho former belng on the East and
the latter on tho West banks o’ the Missis-
sippi River. St. Paulis built rather irreg-
ularly on a blufl, which rises terrace after
terrace till it terminates in ““Daytous Bluff”
and “Summit Avenue,” and a good deal
of money and labor will be required to
reduce its location to comecliness, while
Minneapolis is regularly laid out on a level
prairic, and bas broad saudy streets that
need but little grading or improving.  St.
Paul bas threo daily papers and a popula
tion of 22,000, and Minneapolis Las two
daily papers and a population of 12,000,
In both cities there aro quitc a number
of handsome, substantial buildings, the
most of them of a blue magnesian limestono
that is very abundantin Minnesota, and
can handly be told from the finest granite.
St. Paul is at the head of navigation, the
obstructions in the river preventing boats
from going farther, except at high water.
Somo half a dozen railroads pass through
or terminate init. There isan immense
wholesalo  business which has rapidly
increased within tho last fow years, done
in the city, and its people claim, that with
its location and rapidly increasing trade,
nothing can retard its healthy and speedy
growth, DBut Minneapolis has suporior
natural advantages in its availablo water
power, which ix unequaled on the continent
—=a careful estimate having placed itat
154,000 hossc-power. The current of the
river at that point is 13 miles an hour, aud
the total descent within a milo is 75 feet.
The entiro volume of the Mississippi which
at Minneapolis has a perpendicular fall of
18 fect can be made subservient to use. In
and around the city forty mills of various
kinds, grain, wood, paper, saw, oil, &e.,
are supplied with power by the Minneapo-
lis Mill Company and the 5t. Anthony
Falls Water Power Company. Without,
howerver, pictending to decide which, or
whetlier cither, of these rival cities is to
bo the great metropolis of the North West;
or whether or not Jay Cook’s wild-cat city
of Duluth is to carry away the palm from
Lotl, I have no hesitation in writing down
St. Paul and Minucapolis as pleasant pros-
perous places; and I think that both of
them, if they are not consolidated in a few
years, arc destined to be cities of consider-
able impertance and wealth.
Minnesota has a healthful and bracing
climate, a productive soil and anillimitable
water power, and Is rapidly filling up with
energeticrestless Yankees, and industrious,
cconomical Norwegians, Swedes and Boho
mians who are making it a great manufac-
turing, as well as a vast wheat producing
State; and it is utterly impossible for any
of the numerous towns and cities scattered
along her railroads and rivers, or located
upon her numberless lakes to retrograde
or remain stationary, Every ycar they
increaso in population and wealth, and
with such resources as the State posscsses
to induce immigration, I ean sco nothing
to retard their growth or prosperity for at

least the next half century. W, P L.

A TRIP TO GILPIN'S FALLS.

[A romantic correspondent sends us the
folloewing gra})hlc description of Gilpin's
Falls, a spot of pic nic fame, in this county,
Woe had noidea they wero such ate-ful falls.
It would scem they about rival Niagara or
Yosemite.—EDn.]

On the morning of the 25th of July, in
company with a number of ladies and gon-
tlemen, I started for Gilpin's Fall, alias
¢Tho Rocks.” The morning was quite
dull and gloomy, but Lefore reaching our
destination, the clouds dispersed aud the
sun burst forth in all his mid-day splendor.
After a few lours' drive through a pleas.
ant and highly improved country, we
landed on the romantic spot. After secur-
ing our horses and taking a bricf rest, we
spent the remainder of tho day in contem.
plating and exploring Nature in her wild-
est mood. On reaching the bank of tho
Falls, tho eyc of the traveler is greeted by
a sceno that thrills him with terror. Tho
banks on either side are nearly perpendicu.
lar in their descent, and majestic cliffs,
jutting rocks, lofty and towering trees aro
the “‘gorgeous decorations of this theater
of wonders.”” To gain the bottom of the
Falls we had to descend the bank on the
castern side, and in so doing wo had to
follow a rugged and narrow path that
winds its way among trces and around
large rocks, which entirely conceal the
scene below.

On reaching the desired point, the mind
is filled with wondor and awe. The Falls
aro in full view, from the first leap over
the fearful precipico until they reach the
(uict waters below, The first and greatest
fall clears about fifty feet, when the rocks
jutup in the bed of the stream, forming
a barrier, which for a moment seems to
arrest the angry water in its mad eareer.
The next fall clears about thirty feet,
whirling the wator headlong over huge
rocks, where it scems to completely lash
itself into foam. Tho last fall is about
twenty feet, over a sheer precipice formed
in the bed of the strecam: after rolling
down this at a rapid rate; it finds relief in
the lake below,—after having made a total
descent of onc hundred feet. Near tho
Falls the noise is very great and appalling,
resembling loud thunder.

After contemplating this romantic dis.
play of Nature in lher grandeur and per-
fection, we agree with Morris that ““so
indelibly have the visitations of Heaven
been stamped upon the face of the carth,
as witnesses for God and the Book of His
truth, that no authority of persecutors
can silenco the voice thoy utter; no cfforts
of infidels can cfface tho record graven
upon their brows; no edict of kings or
potentates can extinguish the sacred asso-
ciations with which their names will for-

ever come up in the mind of man. While

the mountains stand or the rivers tlow even

inanimato nature will thus preach to the

ransomed church of God of His Law ad

of His Love to man.”
