E. Church for sixty-soven years, having
been taken inby the late Rev. Wm.

Joshua M. Ash, a worthy citizen of our
town, ' and late a member of Co. B. Gth
Maryland Infantry, was, at the bLattle of
Coal Harbor, in the Wilderncss, on the 2d
day of June, 1864, seriously wounded by a
minnio ball. The column had succeeded
in taking three lines of tho enemy’s breast.
works, and in assaulting a fourth line it
got under a cross-fire, and was com pelled
to retreat; and in this ropulso it was that
Mr. Ash was wounded, the shot taking
effect just above the hip. It was thought
the Lall came from a Noew York regiment
in support; bLut when the ball itself came
tolight, it proved to bea “Reb” bullet,
weighing a fraction over an ounce. Tho
most patient endeavors of the ‘‘Surgeon
in charge” failed in its detection. The
wound refused to heal, however, and short-
ly after the injury he Locame affected with
paralysis of the left side.

J. H. Frazer, commenced the operation for
tinding and removing the ever-painful Lul.

an expedition of niue hundred sailors and
marines landed under cover of the fire and
handsomely drove out the garrison, consis.
ting of six thousand men, Two hundred
and forty-threo dead Coreans were found
fn the forts, but the American loss was
only three killed and soven wounded.—
Licut. Mckeo led the charge, and was kill-
ed at tho head of hismen. The Corcaus
fought bravely with their clumsy guns,
spcars and swords. Afler accomplishing
its object tho tleet returned to China, It is
likely to be held that, so far as we aroe con-
cerned, accounts with tho Corcans arc bal-
anced, and that tho outrag-es on our sailors
have Dbeen avenged, and that no further
attempts will bo.made to compel a treaty
with Corea. But England and L‘mncu have
an injury similar to our ovu to redress, and
North -Germany s in perfect accord with
us in tho Asiatic Eastern policy. If any.
thing further is done it Is probable that a
combined expedition will ba undertaken to
proceed to the capital of Corea and demand
a jolut ‘treaty at the point of the bayonet
which shall secure humane treatment to
citizens of \Westean natfons who by any
accident may chance upon Corean’ terri-
tory. But it must be scveral mouths at
least beforo any further action of any kind
will or can be arranged.

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LETTER FROM NORTIH EAST.

Nontit East, August 21st, 1871,

Mn. Epmiton:—I noticed in your issuo of

tho 5th inst, an article on our late excur-
( tion, over the well known signature of
“Teetotal.” As an excursionist, 1 beg
leave to reply to that indefatigable and
somowhat flexiblo correspondent. ¢ Tee-
total,”’ not content with vilifying his ncigh.
bors, and casting contumely upon onr vil-
lago through the agency of the ¢ North
East rum traflle,” has now endeavored to
scandalize our late excursion, by varying
from tho truth and magnifying mole. hills
into mountains, e has done this in order
to creato the impression among people who
aro unfamillar with cxcursions, that this
last, instead of being, as advertised, *‘a
day of pleasure,’’ was nothing more than a
drunken spree, and gotten up solely for the
purposo of making money; and that those
persons who went, far from enjoying them.
sclves, returned homs ‘*with a haggard
and woe-begone appearance, bleary cyes
and soiled dresses—became terribly sea-
sick—"" prayed God that {f He * would
only forgive them for this trip, thoy would
never go on another cxcursion. New
York! oh, but I am sick,” and all such vul.
gar nonsense; all this becauso he and his
coadjutors disapproved of the excursion
from tho first, but walited until it was over
to stretch tho truth aud publish gossip, in
order to defamo {t—thus exhibiting the
¢ cloven hoof."”

Nov, for the correct information of thoso
who know nothing of the cxcursion, with
the exception of what they have learned
from * Tectotal’s” floxibility and gossip,
I would say, from certain knowledge, that
thg cxcursion was not gotten up for a
drunken sprec—was not a drunken spree.
It was not gotten up solely fur the purpose
of making money, and no money was made
on it. I would furthermoro state that, to
my certain knowledge, all, with but very
few cxceptions, enjoyed - themsclves from
tho timo tho steamer left North East
until sho started on her return trip from
Fair Haven; when, about two hours after-
ward, a storm, which no ono could forsee,
overtook her, which made it somewhat
rough on tho excursionists. Yet there was
but little complaint, and there would have
been much less, had the boat been fitted up
with better night accommodations; but she
was. only a day boat, and had cost tho
stockhiolders equally as much as had a
larger and much better boat tho year
before. Had it not been for the storm, the
excursion would have arrived at North
East in good time, and nono but the “*sorc-
licads" who did complain, would have had
any causo for complaint.

Astotho * pilot losing his reckoning,'” as
¢ Tectotal " observes, it is nonsense to sup-
poso that a man of years of expericnce on
the waters of Chesapeake Bay and North
East River, as a pilot, would cast anchior
in sight of a well known “light,’" and
that, too, in ‘sight of the very land on
which it {e situated, becauso ho ¢“could
steer no further in the dark.’” The boat
did stop at Turkey Point, but it was
because we did not want to land in the
dark and storm, and several porsons were
to be landed at Bull's Mountain, but a few
miles above. Tho ¢ Committeo” did lose
nine dollars on the cxcursion, and the great
majority of them say they are willing to
risk nino moro next year. Tho cateress
did refuse ‘‘ to pay up all her liabilitics, in
consequence of which they (the Commit-
tec) had to call on Bailiff De Ford for
assistance, who, with their aid, captured a
keg of larger from her,"’ but here ¢ Teeto-
tal" is altogether off tho track. Now, to
shaw that tho oxcursion was not sucha
disgusting affair as ¢ Teetotal "’ would like
to make it out to have been, I would say
that, when the Bailiffappeared on the boat,
(of course he could do nothing,) the woman
informed the Committco that if she had
sold five more kegs of lager, she would
have paid all her liabilities. The Commit-
teo then asked her what the retail prico of
a keg would have been. Sho answered,
‘“ten dollars.”  Thoy then offered to take
tho whole five kegs at that prico—which
offer was at length accepted, and they then
proceeded to sell right back to her, at the
rate of three dollars per keg, thus realizing
tho sum of fiftcen dollars, which they never
would havo gotten, had it not been for that
littlo plece of sharp practice. Tho “keg
of lager" to which ¢ Teetotal "’ refers, was
one that was bought and paid for by two or
three individuals who could not resist the
temptation to get drunk, after having
lauded on ““terra firma,’ Tho partles to
whom ¢ Teetotal” refers as having been
“rendered unfit for business for the day,
